Summary: A strange noblewoman arrives in a remote mountain village, claiming
one of five youths is the reincarnation of an ancient power who once
destroyed the world — and will do so again, if she’s not able to discover
which of them it is. But they all have less time than they think.

In the series premiere the lives of four
young people are forever changed when
a prophecy begins to unfold.

The Wheel of Time is exactly that. The
wheel spins and history comes and goes.
The One Power turns the wheel. Some
people can draw from this power from
the "Source" and channel it to magic. The
True Source is divided into male and fe-
male halves called saidin and saidar. But
the Dark One "tainted" the saidar, caus-
ing men with the ability to channel to go
insane. There was one man who was able

to defeat the dark one. And a prophecy that that man would be reborn that states the Dragon
will both save and destroy the world.

The episode starts with Moiraine Damodred narrating a brief prologue. She says the world
is broken. Many years ago, men who were born with great power believed they could change
darkness. When they failed, the seas boiled, mountains were swallowed up out and city’s burned.
The women of the Aes Sedai were left to pick up the pieces.

These women remember one thing above all else. the man who broke the breaking of the
world. they named him dragon. The Dragon is reborn, but the Aes Sedai do not know if the
Dragon is a man or a woman. But the Dragon is coming of age and they must find them before
the dark does.

Moiraine and her warder, Lan Mondragoran watch Liandrin Guirale a Red Ajah lead a hunt
down of men. One of the men touched the power of the Source. Liandrin believes the magic is
meant for women and the men who touch it make it filthy. The Red Ajah use the power to ’gentle’
the man. Moiraine and Lan head for the Two Rivers.
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The town in the middle of the Two Rivers is peaceful and far from any dangers of the world. It’s
here we meet four young people, all around the age of 20. Egwene Al’Vere, Rand al’Thor, Perrin
Aybara, and Mat Cauthon lead simple lives in this small town. Egwene enters the Women’s Circle
and receives her braid. It’s like a rite of passage and one that all deem honorable. She must also
survive the river as her mentor, Nynaeve al’Meara pushes Egwene in.

Rand, Perrin, and Mat go about their day working and drinking together. Rand works as a
shepherd with his father Tam al’Thor. As they walk, they hear wolves in the distance. Tam says
something is pushing them down the mountain. He also tells Rand that he used to run in the
woods to look for berries. He always saved a basket to give to Egwene.

Egwene and Rand are in love but she is conflicted. Egwene’s mentor and wisdom of the town,
Nynaeve asked Egwene to be her apprentice to become a wisdom. To do so means Egwene could
never marry or have children.

Perrin is married to Laila. They both work as at the forge as blacksmiths. There seems to be
some kind of tension, but we never really find out what. Laila also has a braid but did not attend
Egwene’s ceremony or the celebration. That concerns Perrin.

Mat is a gambler and not a very good one. He tries his best to bring home money to buy food
for his two younger sisters. His parents are drunks and Mat often has to care for his sisters. The
boys often meet for a drink and talk about things happening in the world. Currently there is a
war in the south.

Things change for the town the night Moiraine and Lan arrive. Moiraine can feel that the
reborn Dragon is in that town but she doesn’t know who it is. She watches Rand, Egwene, Perrin
and Mat closely. That same night a Fade, servant of the Dark One approaches the town.

The next day, Moiraine watches the four young people. Mat tries to make a deal with a visiting
merchant. Rand and Perrin give him money to care for his sisters. Rand is also avoiding Egwene,
but she catches up with him. She tells him that she decided to be Nynaeve’s apprentice.

Moiraine takes an interest in Nynaeve. She finds the wisdom cleaning the sacred pool and
asks about her past. Nynaeve wasn’t born in this town. The old wisdom found her after her
parents died. Moiraine asks how old she is. Nynaeve is only 25, but that not the right age for
the Dragon reborn. Nynaeve resents the Aes Sedai. She says the wisdom who raised her tried to
join the Aes Sedai and was turned away for being too poor. Afterward, Nynaeve finds Egwene and
they hear a screeching noise in the wind. At the same time, Lan finds dead livestock, placed in a
strange pattern in the woods.

Later that night Rand and his father return home. The town is gathering to light lanterns for
their lost. They believe the candles will call the spirits of their loved ones home. Rand asks how
long it takes for a spirit to return, but no one knows. Tam says no matter what happens, the
wheel keeps turning. And they try again to do better than the last time. Afterward, they have a
feast with music and dancing.

Moiraine watches from the woods. Lan finds her and says a Fade is close with an army of
trollocs. They have to leave. But it’s too late, the dancing stops when the trollocs attack the
town. People scatter, but the trollocs surround the place. Bodies start flying and fires are started
around the town. Mat and others end up in a house together. He quickly notices that his parents
are there without his sisters. He goes back outside to find them.

Egwene and Nynaeve run around the village trying to help people but the damage is too severe.
Several people die. A trolloc also attacks Rand’s home. He and his father hit the trolloc, but it’s
hard to kill. Tam pulls out a sword with a crane embossed on the hilt. He fights the trolloc with
skills that surprise Rand. The trolloc pushes Tam to the wall and stabs him. Rand comes up
behind the trolloc and kills it. Tam tells Rand to leave, but he won’t. He wants to take Tam to
Nynaeve.

Nynaeve and Egwene are attacked when Moiraine saves them with her magic. She uses her
magic to fight off the trollocs that are nearby. Lan keeps them from attacking her while she
channels. The women of the village also take up weapons to fight off the trolloc around town.
Perrin and Laila are attacked in their shop. They team up to kill the trolloc with the many
weapons in the shop. Mat finds his sisters and takes them out of the town to stay safe.

Nynaeve and Egwene are moving people out of harm’s way when a trolloc grabs Nynaeve and
runs away. Perrin and Laila kill the trolloc but in the heat of the battle, Perrin accidentally stabs
Laila, killing her.
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More trollocs show up and one is able to hit Moiraine in the shoulder with a knife. She sees
how many are left and pulls all of her strength from the source to conjure up the power to fight
them. Lan continues to protect her. Moiraine pulls stones from a nearby building, throws them
at the trollocs nearby. After she throws the final stone, the building collapses.

Rand and Tam arrive in the village after the Trollocs are defeated. The town is in shambles.
There are so many injured and so many dead. Egwene and Rand are happy to see each other,
but sad that Nynaeve is gone.

Matt returns with his sisters. They find their parents alive and okay. He sees Perrin carrying
Laila to lay her among the dead. Moiraine helps Tam, who’s been poisoned by the trolloc. Moiraine
is able to pull the poison out and Tam is okay.

Rand is skeptical about Moiraine’s appearance. The day after she arrives they are attacked.
Moiraine says they are looking for the four of them. She tells them that the Dark One is waking,
but there is one person who can stand against him. The Dragon is reborn and it’s one of them.

Mat thinks it’s crazy and the others are skeptical. They hear the screams of the Fade close by.
More trollocs are coming. Moiraine says they all have to leave with her or the trollocs will destroy
their home and everyone in the town. The only safe place is the White Tower with the other Aes
Sedai.

The four young people say goodbye to their friends and family and leave with Moiraine and
Lan. Moiraine narrates as they ride away, saying, "The Wheel of Time turns; and Ages come
and pass, leaving memories that become legend. Legend fades to myth, and even myth is long
forgotten when the Age that gave it birth comes again. In one Age, called the Third Age by some, a
wind rose in the mountains of mist. The wind was not the beginning. There are neither beginnings
nor endings to the turning of the Wheel of Time. But it was a beginning."

Summary: Moiraine and Lan lead the four villagers to safety, unsure which is the
one from the prophecy. But the friends are equally unsure about their
rescuers, especially once they see how far Moiraine is willing to go for
her mission — and how far astray Lan is willing to lead them.

With all of this magic, there are those who
believe no one should have that much
power. Meet the White Cloaks. The White
Cloaks are made up men who hunt the
Aes Sedai and kill them. One of these
men, The Questioner Eamon Valda gloats
over his latest capture. He tells her that
sometimes brutality is the only part of
mercy. This man collects Aes Sedai rings
as trophies.

The trollocs follow Moiraine and the
others away from their village. They come
to a river where the only way across is
by ferry. The ferryman is waiting for his
son, but Moiraine pays him a lot of gold

to cross immediately. They barely get halfway across when the trollocs appear. Trollocs are afraid
of deep water, so they won’t attempt to cross. The Fade rides to the front of the group and screams
in frustration.

The ferryman wants to go back across to save his family but if he does the trollocs will be able
to cross the river. Lan cuts the ferry loose and Moiraine uses her magic to make a whirlpool. The
Ferryman says the White Cloaks are right, the Aes Sedai are monsters. He tries to catch up to
the ferry and climbs aboard but the whirlpool swallows the ferry, killing the ferryman.

The group keeps riding, losing the trollocs for the time being. They stop to rest. Moiraine uses
what power she has to give the horses strength. It’s obvious that she’s weakened by it. Rand and
Mat begin to question if they could be the dragon; it seems far fetched. They are also bothered
that Moiraine let the ferryman die.

Later that night Moiraine wakes Egwene. She asks her to recite the three oaths of the Aes
Sedai; speak no word that is not true; make no weapon with which one person may kill another;
and never use the one power as a weapon except in the last extreme defense of her life or the
life of her warder or another Aes Eedai. They are bound by the one power and cannot break
these oaths. Egwene asks why the ferryman had to die for them to get away. Moiraine says if she
allowed him to take his ferry and return, the trollocs would have killed him and taken the ferry
to follow them.
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Moiraine says the power inside Egwene is the smallest part of her strength. Her strength is
her mind and how she uses it. She will need that in the battles to come. Egwene calls it listening
to the wind. Moiraine says it’s the same power for women all over the world. They are lucky
enough to be able to touch it. Egwene could become an Aes Sedai. She uses her necklace to
show Egwene her power. Egwene felt her power in the test. Moiraine says Egwene doesn’t listen
to the wind. The wind listens to Egwene.

Egewne finds Rand and lays down next to him. He tells her he wants to be alone, so she
leaves. She joins Perrin by the fire as he’s looking at a scratch on his leg. He asks if she thinks
they will ever go home. She says no.

Rand wakes up and starts coughing. He pulls a dead bat out of his mouth and sees a figure
watching him in the woods. When he wakes up the next morning, he finds dead bats nearby.
Perrin, Mat and Egwene saw them too. Mat saw someone snapping the bats’ necks. Perrin says
there was a man with eyes like embers in his dream. Moiraine tells them to let her know when
they have these dreams.

Rand gets frustrated and questions Moiraine’s intentions. Moiraine is annoyed by him and
tells him to do as he will. Egwene is annoyed with Rand too. She points out that Moiraine is
using her power to keep them strong and it’s making her weak. She would leave Rand behind too
after how he’s acting. Rand says she already left him. Mat agrees with both of them. He doesn’t
trust Moiraine, but she can protect them.

Lan keeps an eye out for trollocs and finds White Cloaks instead. Moiraine gives him her ring
to hide and tells the others not to speak unless spoken to. She also tells them not to mention the
White Tower or the Aes Sedai.

They meet Geofram Bornhald who asks about their journey. Moiraine says they are on their
way to White Bridge to stay with her sister. He warns her about the Aes Sedai heading to the war
in the South. She’s not interested in the war or the witches. Geofram decides to let them go, but
Eamon Valda jingles his rings to indicate he’d like to speak to the strangers.

Eamon speaks as he examines Moiraine. Lan answers and lets it be known that he doesn’t
like the way Eamon is touching Moiraine. When Eamon grabs Moiraine’s shoulder, she winces.
She tells him that she was injured when monsters attacked the last village they stayed in. She
shows them the wound and Geofram recognizes the wound as a trolloc wound. He says only
the Aes Sedai can heal it. They let Moiraine and her group leave. Eamon says he will remember
their faces if they meet again. Eamon decides to take his questioners south as Geofram takes his
company to the village to assess the trollac attack.

As they ride away, Egwene asks Moiraine why she lied about healing her wound and her sister.
Moiraine didn’t lie. She can’t heal herself and all Aes Sedai are her sisters. Mat starts singing a
song and the others join in. Moiraine recognizes the song is about Monetheren. Monetheren is
the former name of the Two Rivers. Long ago, the city was attacked by trollocs. They asked for
help from their neighbors but no one came. Everyone in the city died except for a few children.
They returned to their homes and held the land. Moiraine says the old blood runs deep in the
villagers.

They stop to rest and Lan says he hasn’t seen any sign of trollocs. They are close to the
shadowed city. Moiraine says it’s too dangerous for them to go there. Lan changes the subject
and says the questioner is the one killing the Aes Sedai. Moiraine saw the rings that he held. She
will remember his face too.

Rand and Egwene gather wood. She wants to talk, but he’s pouting about her decision to
become a wisdom. She says she can’t be a wisdom anymore because Nynaeve is dead. Now they
are being chased by monsters and he won’t even look at her. She wants him to look at her and
not hate her. He says he could never hate her.

Perrin gathers water and hears howling in the distance. His leg is hurting so he sits down to
look at the wound. A pack of wolves approach and he stands to face them. The rest of the pack
comes up behind him. They stare at him for a minute before the leader walks up to Perrin and
licks his leg. Afterward, the wolves run away.

Egwene asks Lan about Moiraine’s condition. He says she needs sleep as do they. They all
sleep by the fire until Egwene is woken up. She looks around and sees the Fade looking at them.
He screams and the others wake up. Lan tells everyone to run. He picks up Moiraine and puts
her on Perrin’s horse. He tells them to ride to the fallen city of Shadar Logoth. The trollocs follow
them but eventually stop at the entrance to the city.
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The city is empty. There’s not even a bird or a bug. They take Moiraine inside and let her
rest. Egwene says the city’s name sounds like the old tongue. Lan says it was once a great city.
During the trolloc war, they built a wall around the city with no gate. This was the city that was
supposed to help Monetheren. When survivors came for help, no one answered their calls. When
they finally got through the wall, the city was empty. It is said the evil grew in the city’s heart
and consumed everything alive. He tells them to not to touch anything and to only eat the food
they brought with them.

Rand and Egwene look around the city. Mat gives Perrin a knife that Laila made for him. They
all rest but something wakes up Mat. He goes outside and the horses are bothered by something.
Mat sees a shadow of a person and follows it.

Mat finds a dagger and picks it up. At the same time, darkness takes over one of the horses
and kills it. The other horses run away. Moiraine wakes up and realizes where they are. She says
Lan has killed them all. The darkness moves all around the young ones. They are separated and
have to run. Perrin and Egwene run to the top of the wall and have to jump into the sea to escape
the darkness. Mat and Rand run the other way and are able to find a tunnel that leads them to
a beach on the other side.large tree and use it to float to the mainland.

Lan picks up Moiraine and rides out of the city. Once outside the city, he stops and sit
Moiraine down to rest. Someone comes from behind and holds a sword at his neck. When he
turns to face them, he sees Nynaeve looking at him. She demands that he take her to her friends
or she will kill him.

A
young man steps forward to tell them the answer. Their leaders are Ila and Raen. They take
Perrin and Egwene to their village to feed them and provide warmth.

They are the Tuatha’an, the Traveling people. The young man’s name is Aram. He teases
them saying they are the ones who steal people’s gold and children. He asks if they’ve heard of
the tinkers. Ila says their fires are open to all for as long as they need them.

Dayna tells Rand that he’s cut enough wood. She takes him to a room where they can sleep.
She assumes the two men are together, but Rand says he could do better if he wanted a man. He
shares a drink with her to thank her.

Lan rides to a cliff and looks around. Nynaeve checks Moiraine’s wound. Lan returns and
says he found what he was looking for and asks if Moiraine can ride.Nynaeve says the medicine
will work for a few hours but she’s not sure beyond that. Moiraine opens her eyes for a moment.

Later that night, Mat goes the gates of the town where a dead man lies in a cage. The gleeman,
who’s name is Thom Merrilin won’t let Mat distrub the body. He’s there to bury it. Mat says he
needs money to get home.

Rand retrieves his
sword. Daya’s blood gushes out and darkness swims through it.

Lan takes Moraine and Nynaeve to meet up with the Aes Sadei. Liandrin greets them. She
says Moiraine is too late. The Aes Sedai are transporting a man sitting in a cage who claims to
be the Dragon Reborn.

Summary: Moiraine struggles with uncertainty while Lan struggles with their new
companion.

Liandrin says they took him
while he slept in his camp and chased his army away. Kerene set wards around their camp to
detect anyone approaching. Logain is as mad as any man who channels, but Liandrin says he’s
worse. He claims to be the Dragon Reborn and marched on the Tower. She wants to carry out
his punishment immediately. Kerene says the Amyrlin Seat will decide his fate. Moiraine offers
to help shield Logain, taking Liandrin’s place for the time being. As soon as her shield is in place,
she feels something hit her. Kerene says that’s only half of Logain’s power.

Lan practices his sword skills with his friend Stephin. Stephin informs Lan that the Amyrlin
Seat is not fond of Moiraine. She threatened to bring Moiraine and Lan home. Lan doesn’t re-
spond and is a little distracted to see Nynaeve nearby. Stephin sees his Aes Sedai Kerene leave
the cave and follows her to her tent.
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Stephin wants to talk about Moiraine. Apparently she’s somewhat of an outcast because she
doesn’t say much about what she’s thinking. Lan is the same way. Next they discuss the Red
Sedai. Stephin says Liandrin is gaining popularity among the Sedai. Kerene says she wouldn’t
cross the Amyrlin Seat, but Stephin isn’t so sure. The Amyrlin Seat isn’t with them. Their con-
versation ends with Kerene promising to get some rest.

Egwene wakes up on the road with the Tuatha’an. Perrin says he doesn’t trust them. Egwene
says they will leave if they need to. Aram interrupts them to let them know they are headed to Tar
Valon, and invites them to come along. Ila signals that it’s time to leave and the caravan leaves.

Thom Merrilin leads Rand and Mat through the woods. Rand questions why they are following
him considering the first time the met Thom, he stole their money. Mat says they settled that.
He’s more interested to know who the fifth prospective dragon is.

Thom leads the boys to barn. Mat’s horse is acting funny and he doesn’t know why. Mat is
very irritable too. A man steps out of the woods with an arrow pointed at the three men. Rand
talks him down and says they just wanted to rest in their barn. The man looks to his wife, who’s
standing behind everyone with a bow and arrow. She agrees to let them stay if they clean the
barn.

Moiraine and Alanna sit with Logain and talk about the Last Battle. Alanna says she chose
to be green because she thought it was heroic. Green is destined to defend the world in the Last
Battle, but Alanna didn’t think she would see the battle in her lifetime. Moiraine isn’t so sure the
Last Battle is near. They’ve encountered False Dragons before.

Alanna says Logain’s power is strongest she’s ever seen. She thinks this age is coming to
an end. They can’t allow the Dragon to break the world again. Alanna wonders if the Dragon is
supposed to stand with them in the Last Battle before they let the Red gentle him. Logain pushes
back on their shield, causing the Aes Sedai to refocus on him.

Nynaeve watches the Aes Sedai and their warders from a top of a hill. Liandrin approaches
her to chat. Nynaeve isn’t in the mood to chat so she decides to control the conversation. She
ask starts by asking about Moiraine. Liandrin tells Nyaeve what she thinks of Moiraine. She says
the color blue fits her well because blues are nothing more than little spies that exaggerate their
own importance. Nynaeve thinks the Red Ajah are just the same, but Liandrin says they protect
the world from people who would misuse the one power; including other Aes Sedai.

Lan interrupts their conversation and Liandrin leaves. She invites Nynaeve to join the Red
for dinner. After she leaves, Nynaeve calls Liandrin a snake and says all Aes Sedai are just like
her. Lan says she will find out soon enough. The Aes Sedai will get Logain to the White Tower as
quickly as they can. And if Nynaeve’s friends aren’t there, he will get the resources they need to
find them. He invites her to join the Warder fire as long as she promises not to shove anyone into
the fire.

While they walk, Perrin and Egwene find out more about the Tuatha’an. The Tuatha’an don’t
carry weapons because the follow the way of the leaf. They have sworn off violence and all
instruments of violence. If they are attacked, they run or endure whatever comes. And if they
die, they die. Ila says a leaf, in its time to the dirt that nourishes a tree that in its time grows the
leaf again. Nothing is ever lasting and the Wheel returns all. Ila asks Perrin if he ever picked up
a weapon and if so, was his life better or worse for picking it up.

Mat get sick while cleaning the barn. He leaves the barn to rest and encounters their host’s
young daughter. She reminds him of his sisters and asks her name. She can’t say because he’s
a stranger. The little girl gives Mat her doll to give to his sisters. She says the doll watches over
her while everyone sleeps. Mat refuses but she says the doll always wanted to see the world.

Thom and Rand are worried about Mat. Thom says he has all of the signs of channeling. He
is knowledge about how the One Power works. He tells Rand about his nephew. He was once a
sweet boy. Then his attitude changed and horses were afraid of him. They knew for sure he could
channel when he threw a rock with his mind. Thom says the Aes Sedai found his nephew and
gentled him. They cut him off from the One Power. After they did that, his nephew was different,
almost depressed. He ended up killing himself.

Thom says he will stay with them for as long as he can to keep them safe, but they have
to keep Mat away from the Aes Sedai. Rand observes that Thom knows a lot about the Dragon
for begin a gleeman. Thom says he uses a silly name to make himself sound less frightening.
Nothing is more dangerous than a man who knows the past and how the Wheel of Time works.
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Nynaeve joins the warders for dinner. She doesn’t quite understand their relationship with
the Aes Sedai. She sees the warders as servants. Stephin says they can’t explain it. It’s a closer
bond than husband and wife or parent and child. He tells her that Aes Sedai means ’servants of
all’ in the old tongue. They serve the world and the warders are proud to serve them. And tired.
Alanna comes to the fire to collect her warders. Lan leaves to tend to Moiraine.

Lan can tell that Moiraine is concerned about the False Dragon. Logain is 10 years older than
the Dragon is supposed to be, but he is powerful. Lan says the signs all point to the kids from
the Two Rivers. He doesn’t think the Dark One is after Logain. Moiraine says she’s not sure the
Dark One knows who the Dragon is any better than they do. She’s a little upset that they lost
the kids. Lan takes the blame for losing them but Moiraine says his losses are her losses too.

Tuatha’an stop for the night. They eat, drink and dance. Egwene joins them while Perrin
watches. As she is dancing, she notices that Perrin disappears but she keeps dancing with Aram.
She asks him about a song that the Tuatha’an keep mentioning. He says in the last age his people
supposedly knew a song that brought harmony to the world. It was lost in the breaking. If they
find it again, people will live in peace. He doesn’t really believe in the song though. Egwene asks
if he’s sure that he hasn’t already found it. Aram looks around at his people as they dance. They
are happy and peaceful.

Perrin left to help secure a wheel on one of the wagons. Ila watches him and thanks him
for honoring them with his skills. They talk about the way of the leaf again. Ila says those who
know violence know it too well. There’s only one way to end violence and it will only happen if
everyone, everywhere stops. It will take time, but Ila believes it’s possible. Perrin says she won’t
see it happen in her life time, but Ila doesn’t do this for herself or her people.

Ila tells him about her daughter, Aram’s mother. One day she came across some bandits. She
didn’t have anything of value except her life. When Ila found her, she could tell that the bandits
killed her for sport. Ila wanted to hunt down the men but she didn’t. It was her revenge. Perrin
doesn’t understand. Ila says peace is the best revenge against violence and life is the best revenge
against death. She couldn’t protect her daughter in this turn of the wheel, but one day the Wheel
of Time will turn out her daughter’s soul. Ila wants to forge a better world, so when her daughter
returns so she can enjoy her life.

Egwene sits with Aram thinking about Rand. Aram asks if she lost him, but she knows Rand
is still alive. Aram tells her about their life. They get to leave the wagons when they turn 20 to
live in the world for a while. Most of them come home. The leaf doesn’t fight the wind. Sometimes
the wind blows away from the tree. They continue to star gaze together.

Rand and Mat turn in for the night. Rand tells Mat that no matter what happens, he will be
there for him. Mat pretends to be asleep but he hears Rand. Rand has a dream about his friends.
Perrin is killing someone with his blacksmith hammer. Mat is walking around with blood in his
hand. Rand tries calling out to them but neither of them can hear him. Egwene calls out to Rand
and he runs to her. Just before he reaches Egwene, a Fade with glowing eyes grabs her.

Thom wakes up Rand from his nightmare. Mat is missing, so they go to the family’s cabin.
They find the family dead. Mat is in the cabin and pulls out the shadow sword. Something dark
crawls inside his mouth before he raises his sword in the air. He looks at the darkness and says
that he sees someone. A Fade emerges from the darkness.

Thom tells Rand to run. He throws a dagger at the Fade, but the Fade moves too fast. Thom
takes out more dangers and fights off the Fade while Rand grabs Mat and runs. They stumble
over the body of the little girl before grabbing their horses and riding away. Mat drops the doll on
the way out.

The next morning, Kerene sits with Liandrin shielding Logain. She tells Liandrin that she
knows about her latest campaign. Liandrin wants to gentle Logain now instead of waiting for to
get to the White Tower. They still have miles to go and she’s not sure that they can hold Logain.
If he were to break out, the Reds would have to gentle him anyway. Kerene says the White Tower
stood for 3000 years because they don’t do anything expedient; they do what is right. Their law
applies to the Aes Sedai as much as it applies to others.

Nynaeve follows Lan into the woods. He is praying and she apologizes for interrupting. Lan
is okay with the interruption, saying he only prays when he needs to. Nynaeve joins him with a
prayer of her own. Lan is surprised that she knows the prayer in the old tongue. Nynaeve says
she doesn’t even know what it means. Its the last thing her parents said to her before they died.
Lan says the prayer is the last thing the king of Monetheren said to his queen. He said, "we shall
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go into the land so our children can always hold us and we’ll never be alone."
Nynaeve warms up to Lan saying he’s not what she though he was. She calls him a lap dog

on two legs. Lan laughs and says she’s exactly what he thought she was. He starts to answer,
but they hear men yelling in the distance. Something is wrong. In the cave, Kerene can feel her
wards come down. Logain’s army has arrived.

Lan and Nynaeve run back to the capsite. The Warders all come out to fight. The Aes Sedai
stand with them. They hear arrows and Alanna stops them with her magic. In the cave, Liandrin
is confident the men can’t get through seven sets of wards. Logain pushes back harder than ever
before, sending Liandrin and Kerene into the air. His army gets through all of the wards. Alanna
turns the arrows on them so the Aes Sedai and the warders can get away. They run into the
woods and Logain’s army follows.

Logain burns his cage down. Moiraine walks in to talk to him. She asks why she should
believe he is the Dragon Reborn. He says he can hear the whispers of a thousand dragons when
he channels. They teach him how to do things better this time. He says the wheel spits out
spirits again and again because it wants them to learn. Moiraine doesn’t think the Wheel wants
anything; its people who want things. Logain asks what Moiraine wants. She wants him to know
that the voices in his head are the whispers of madness. And his power is trickle compared to
the real Dragon Reborn.

Kerene and Liandrin wake up and the three of them try to shield Logain once more. He throws
daggers of darkness at them. Kerene throws her shield to protect Moiraine and Liandrin, but the
third dagger hits her in the chest. Kerene dies and Stephin can feel it.

Alanna sends everyone to the cave, while she and her warders hold off the army. She pulls
all of her power from the earth and hits Logain’s men, killing most of them. The others arrive at
the cave. Stephin rushes at Logain and tries to hit him with two axes. Logain pushes back at full
power, sending parts of the ax flying into the air and at the Aes Sedai.

One of the pieces of the axe slices Lan’s throat as it flies past him. Others are hit with pieces
of the ax, but Lan is the only one fatally hurt. Nynaeve runs to Lan. She gets really upset by his
death and screams. At the same time she touches the source with her power. A light takes over
the entire cave. Nynaeve heals Lan’s cut and bringing him back to life.

Logain is in awe of Nynaeve’s power and lets his guard down. Liandrin yells for the Aes Sedai
to link up with her. Everyone uses as much power as they can to raise Logain in the air. Liandrin
gentles him, pulling the One Power out of him. When it’s all over, Logain lays on the ground
crying. The others look at Nynaeve in shock of her power.

One. Mat looks sick and he’s very irritable. Rand recognizes the mountain they are approaching
and as they get closer, he sees the White Tower. They find someplace to rest and wash up. Mat
is looking really sick, but he says he’s just tired. He can’t get the image of the little girl out of
his mind. Rand says the Fade killed that family at the farm, but Mat thinks he did. As for Thom,
Mat is pretty sure he’s dead too.

Moiraine and Lan take Nynaeve to a warder’s room so she doesn’t run into any of the Aes
Sedai. Nynaeve really wants nothing to do with the Aes Sedai or their politics. Regardless, the
sisters saw Nynaeve touch the One Power. As soon as news spread, they will want to make her a
novice. Moiraine says the Tower’s politics will eat her alive. Nynaeve thinks if she is as powerful
as Moiraine thinks she is, then the Aes Sedai shouldn’t underestimate her.

Lan leaves Moiraine to talk to Nynaeve. Moiraine says it’s okay to be afraid. Touching the
power makes you see how small you are compared to the One Power. Nynaeve will never be the
same. Moiraine tells Nynaeve to stay in the room, not to speak to anyone and she will protect
her. When she finds her friends, she will bring them to her.

The Tuatha’an continue to travel to the White Tower. Perrin sees their dogs feeding on dead
carcasses and says it’s hypocritical. Aram says it’s in the law of nature to be violent. The Way of
the Leaf is accepting that. Egwene catches up with Perrin, telling him they are close to the White
Tower. They wonder if Mat and Rand are already there.
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The caravan is stopped by Eamon Valda and the White Cloaks. Valda recognizes Perrin and
Egwene. He demands that they go with him. Ila, Raen, and the entire caravan lock arms and
stand in front of the cloaks to protect Egwene and Perrin. Aram leads Egwene and Perrin away
from the caravan. Two White Cloaks catch up and knock out Aram. Perrin and Egwene hold each
other as the riders circle them.

Rand explores in a room of books and meets Loial. Loial is a ogier, pronounced o-gear. Rand
is startled by him because of his appearance and size. He even pulled his sword on Loial. Loial
just laughs at him. He calls Rand something else. Rand says he’s from the Twin Rivers so he’s
human, but Loial recognizes other traits in him.

Rand recognizes a book and gets sad thinking of the girl who used to read it. He tells Loial
about the girl and they are interrupted by a commotion outside, Loial tells him that the Aes
Sedai have come back from battle with a false dragon. Rand looks out the window and sees Mat
roaming the streets. He says he has to go and Loial offers to go with him, but Loial also moves
at a leisurely pace. Rand leaves and Loial laughs at how rushed humans are. He says they never
fully prepare for what they are walking into.

Rand sees Mat sitting on a ledge. There are Aes Sedai everywhere and he rushes to sit with
Mat. When the procession turns the corner, people start throwing food at the cage that Logain
sits in. As he passes, Logain looks up at Mat and starts laughing. Mat is scared and asks Rand
to never let him get like that. He doesn’t care what the prophecy says, he doesn’t want to be mad
like that.

Stepin prepares for a ceremony with Lan and their friends Ihvon and Maksim. He tells them
about the first time he met Kerene. He was a stupid, drunk kid looking for a fight and she just
laughed at him. When she picked him to be her warder, he told her to reconsider. She just rolled
her eyes at him. He carries her ring around his neck. Lan tries to console him, mentioning that
he can look forward to serving another Aes Sedai. Stepin snaps at him saying it won’t be easy to
bond with another Aes Sedai.

Stepin leads the warders to a door. They stay behind the door while he goes through. He holds
Kerene’s ring in his hand before placing it in a giant bowl of fire. The ring immediately melts.
Afterward, Lan goes to Moiraine. He kneels by her side with tears in his eyes.

The White Cloaks bathe Egwene, brush out her hair, and clean her nails. She is taken to
Valda while he eats. The white cloaks tie her to a chair. Perrin is also brought in and tied up.
Egwene tries to plead for their lives saying they are not who he thinks. Valda thinks Egwene is
an Aes Sedai and Perrin is her warder. And if they aren’t, there’s still a reason the Light brought
them before him ... twice. Egwene insists that she cannot channel. Valda holds a knife to her
throat and tells her to stop him. She can’t but he’s persistent. Valda enjoys killing Aes Sedai
and collecting their rings. He goes as far as cutting Perrin’s back so he bleeds. Perrin’s eyes turn
yellow when he does this.

Valda says humans are meant to be of this earth, to struggle and fight for everything humans
have. The Creator never meant for humans to have access to so much power. He says the Aes
Sedai make a mockery of human existence walking like gods amongst men. The idea that the
One Power comes from anywhere but the dark is absurd. So Valda has been called to stamp it
out woman, by woman. Valda tells Egwene to channel for him and he will let Perrin go but kill
her. If she doesn’t channel, he will kill Perrin and let her go. Valda leaves the tent to let them
discuss who will die.

Stepin visits Nynaeve and asks her for tea to help him sleep. He’s been drinking and says he
starts to drift off and the pain goes away. That’s all he has left of Kerene ... the pain. He’s not
ready to let that go yet. Nynaeve says the pain will never go away. When Stephin exits, he leaves
the door open and Nynaeve steps out of her room. In the hallway are several statues of warders.

Liandrin appears and tells Nynaeve a little bit about the statues. Nynaeve asks why Reds don’t
have warders. She assumes it’s because the Reds hate men. Liandrin says women hold the One
Power but the men still control much of the world. They are rarely kind to little girls who show a
spark of being greater than men. Liandrin tells Nynaeve to enjoy her freedom and directs her to
the garden.

Loial checks on Rand and lets him know that he has access to the White Tower grounds. He
says he went there and found the woman Rand spoke of earlier. Nynaeve comes from behind
Loial. He sees how sick Mat is and asks what happened. Mat is happy to see her. She asks to see
his tongue and Mat lashes out at her. He quickly apologizes and she tells him to rest.
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Rand thinks Mat can channel, but he hasn’t seen it. He says Mat is losing himself though. He
questions why they followed Moiraine and says he doesn’t trust her. They all saw what Aes Sedai
did to the False Dragon. Nynaeve says they don’t need the Aes Sedai. She will heal Mat as much
as she can. When Egwene and Perrin arrive, they will all leave together.

Nynaeve tells Rand about a time when Egwene was sick. She had a sickness that made her
body bend backwards. The Wisdom didn’t know what to do so she made a tea to help Egwene
pass easier. Egwene refused the tea, so Nynaeve sat with her throughout the night. Egwene said
she wasn’t ready to die. The next morning, her fever broke and Egwene was okay. Nynaeve says
Egwene is many things, but above all else, she’s unbreakable.

Egwene tries to channel so Valda won’t kill Perrin. Perrin tells her to stop and thinks he should
be the one to die. He says it’s what he deserves because he killed Laila. Perrin tells Egwene how
Laila died. Egwene doesn’t want him to die. Valda returns and neither of them say anything.
He takes a knife walks toward Perrin, cutting his back again. Egwene says Laila’s death was an
accident. It may take his whole life to realize that but he will.

Wolves howl in the distance as Egwene reaches in deep and starts to channel. Valda is amused
by her efforts to kill him with the small amount of power that she channeled. He walks towards
her to kill her and Perrin snaps his ropes. Egwene sent part of her power to Perrin’s ropes to
burn them. Perrin’s eyes turn yellow and he starts to growl. He walks to Valda, scaring the White
Cloak and he drops his knife. Valda begs for the Light to protect him. Meanwhile Egwene uses
her power to undo her ropes. She picks up the knife and stabs Valda in the back.

Perrin and Egwene run outside and it’s chaos. A pack of wolves is killing the white Cloaks.
Perrin and Egwene run toward the horses and a wolf jumps in front of them. The wolf barks at
them, but Perrin knows the wolf won’t hurt them. The wolf runs away, clearing the path to the
horses.

Liandrin taunts Moiraine about Nynaeve. She says Nynaeve will become a novice and will
need a mentor. Liandrin implies that she plans to recruit Nynaeve to become a Red. They both
believe people should follow the rules. Moiraine laughs saying Nynaeve doesn’t share Liandrin’s
contempt for men, so she should look for converts elsewhere.

Stepin makes an offering to ward off the forsaken. Lan checks in on him. Stepin says he’s
warding off the father of lies because he needs to see clearly. Lan offers to stay with Stepin until
the morning.

Alanna plans to offer Stepin a place as her warder. His bond with Kerene was so strong
though. Moiraine mentions that there is a way to release the bond. Alanna thinks she’s talking
about her bond with Lan. She says Moiraine and Lan have nothing to worry about.

Alanna tells Moiraine that Amyrlin Seat is returning to the White Tower and summons them
to answer for Logain. She needs someone to blame. Moiraine isn’t worried but Alanna says the
Tower isn’t like it was before she left. Moiraine is one of few sisters strong enough to challenge
for the Amyrlin Seat. Liandrin is another and she’s very influential. For someone who’s barely in
the Tower, Moiraine has two very powerful enemies. Alanna says one day Moiraine has to trust
someone with her secrets.

Stepin makes tea for him and Lan that only Lan seems to be drinking. Stepin asks about
Nynaeve, but there’s not much to tell. He can see that she has fallen for Lan. Her first time
touching the One Power was to save his life. Lan is aware, but thinks love is dangerous.

The next morning, Lan wakes up on Stepin’s floor with a tea cup in his hand. Stepin is missing
and he feels that something is wrong. Lan runs to find Stepin. He finds his friend sitting by the
warder statues, dead. Stepin stabbed himself in the stomach and bled to death.

The warders hold Stepin’s funeral. Lan is called forward to relief them of their grief. He kneels
by Stephin’s body. The others pound their chests. Lan looks at Moiraine and starts to cry. Lan
beats his chest and screams in grief for his friend. Moiraine looks on with tears in her eyes as
Lan lets out one last cry.

Siuan’s father immediately
sends her to the White Tower where she
will be safe. She later becomes the Amyr-
lin Seat.

The Amyrlin Seat presides over the
Aes Sedai sisters from the camp. They
bring in Logain for his judgement first.
Logain tries to intimidate the Amyrlin
Seat with more attacks, but she knows
he has no power. She sentences him to a
life of servitude as an example to all other
would-be false dragons. He begs her to

kill him as they drag him away.
Next, the Amyrlin Seat addresses the sisters from the camp. She is upset that Logain wasn’t

given a fair trial. She questions Liandrin’s decision to gentle Logain when she did. Alanna and
Moiraine come to her defense, saying they would have all died with Kerene if Liandrin didn’t act
quickly. Regardless, the Amyrlin Seat says their laws weren’t made to protect the Aes Sedai or
keep them comfortable. They were made to protect people from the Aes Sedai. The Amyrlin Seat
puts all the blame on Liandrin and she alone will be punished.

Liandrin makes a face and shifts the focus on Moiraine. She tells the Amyrlin Seat about
Nynaeve and how powerful she is. She wonders how many more secrets Moiraine is hiding.
Moiraine says she didn’t know how powerful Nynaeve is. The Amyrlin Seat isn’t saying anything
and Liandrin accuses her of not being interested because she was once a Blue.

The Amyrlin Seat asks Moiraine about her travel and what her purpose is. Moiraine says she
visited several places. Moiraine refuses to tell the Amyrlin Seat what her purpose is though. Even
when the Amyrlin Seat tells her to kneel. The Amyrlin Seat accuses Moiraine of thinking she’s

better than everyone else because she was born noble. The White Tower is the Amyrlin Seat’s
world. She tells Moiraine to remember that when she bows and begs for mercy. The Amyrlin Seat
says she will think on Moiraine’s penance and make judgement the next day.

Alanna tells Moiraine to apologize to the Amyrlin Seat, but Moiraine doesn’t think it would do
any good. Liandrin approaches Moiraine to taunt her instead of thanking her for standing up for
her. She warns Moiraine to complete her business because her reckoning is coming.

Lan and Loial Moiraine to Mat and Rand. Rand is apprehensive to talk to her. He tells her
that Mat has been sick for about a month, but he hasn’t channeled. Rand pulls his sword on
Moiraine and Lan restrains him.

Mat realizes that Moiraine is there and tries to pull his shadow dagger on her. She restrains
him with the One Power with one hand and hovers the dagger in the other hand. She recognizes
the dagger and realizes that it from Shadar Logoth. Moiraine tells Lan and Rand to hold Mat
down as she pulls the darkness out of Mat’s mouth. The darkness travels up her arm, to her
mouth, and then down to her other hand into the dagger. Lan secures the dagger as Mat begins
to get some color back in his face.

Rand thanks Moiraine for helping Mat. Moiraine isn’t sure if the darkness was making Mat
sick. The darkness should have killed him sooner. She tells Rand to watch him. Mat and the
Darkness were feeding off of each other. If he touches it again, he may be lost forever.

Nynaeve arrives with Lioal. Moiraine isn’t happy that Nynaeve didn’t tell her that Mat and
Rand had arrived. She’s even more upset that Nynaeve kept Mat’s condition from her. Doing so
could have killed Mat. Moiraine tells her to use her wisdom if she wants to be one.

Moiraine meets with another Blue sister, Maigan. Maigan says things are getting tense and
the Amyrlin Seat needs their support. She plans to send a word of support for Moiraine. Maigan
says she needs Moiraine in the tower permanently.

Moiraine gets a sign to find a yellow sister. The Yellow Sister is housing Egwene and Perrin.
Egwene gives Moiraine the rings of her dead sisters. She says Valdar won’t hurt the Aes Sedai
again. Perrin is still hurt. Moiraine said she can heal his wounds, but Egwene says she can’t heal
his emotional wounds.

Egwene tells Moiraine about Perrin’s eyes turning yellow and the wolves who attacked the
White Cloaks. Moiraine tells Egwene to tell no one about Perrin. Right now, they both need to
rest and heal. She will call for them the next day, but they can’t say where they are going.

Later that night Moiraine gets a visit from Lan. She masked their bond and Lan is concerned
because the tower isn’t safe. She says she thought he needed a break. He can’t protect her if
he can’t feel her. She asks him to protect their friends from the Two Rivers. Moiraine bids him
goodnight and he orders her to be back before dawn. Lan says he will stand watch outside her
room until she returns.

Moiraine channels the One Power to open a secret door in her room. The door leads to Siuan’s
room. Siuan scolds her for her display earlier that day. It puts their plans in danger. Siuan
suggests that Moiraine is one of her favorites. She also suggests that she is lonely. Moiraine says
they never have followed the rules. Siuan kisses Moiraine. They haven’t seen each other in two
years. Moiraine takes control of the situation and orders Siuan to get on her knees.

Later the two women talk about Moiraine’s quest to find the Dragon. Moiraine found five
young people who could possibly be the Dragon Reborn. But every culture has a story about the
Dragon Reborn and how he or she will appear. It’s hard to know which prophecy is right.

Moiraine wants to bring in other sisters, but Siuan says no. No one can know they are working
together. Siuan says no matter who the dragon is, the prophecy says he or she will either defeat
the Dark One or join him. Moiraine promises to kill the dragon before he or she joins the Dark
One.

Siuan had a recurring dream about the Dark One at the Eye of the World. He’s weak, barely
clinging to his power but getting stronger everyday. They can destroy him if they strike now. She
tells Moiraine to take all of her potential dragons. Moiraine reminds her that whoever stands
between the dark one and the dragon will die. That’s a risk they have to take.

Moiraine tells Siuan to sentence her to exile. Maigan ordered her to stay in the tower. Siuan
is sad, thinking they’d have more time, but they always think that. Siuan says one day they will.
In this life or the next.

The next morning, Lan takes Moiraine stroll through the halls of the White Tower when Lian-
drin stops them. She’s been spying on Moiraine and knows about the young people from the Two
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Rivers. Liandrin threatens to tell the Amyrlin Seat about them. Moiraine says she knows about
the man Liandrin meets secretly. She tells Liandrin to walk away or she will tell the Red sisters
about that man.

Moiraine meets with Loial. She says the Wheel has presented them with a crisis and she
needs his help. Afterward she takes Egwene to the Hall of the Tower. Lan walks in with Nynaeve,
reuniting the wisdom with her apprentice. Moiraine takes them to the Amyrlin Seat.

When they go to the Amyrlin Seat’s room, Nynaeve doesn’t bow. Nynaeve wants to know what
Siuan wants so she can leave. Siuan says she knows what it feels like to want something different
than what this life gives you. They have been called to greatness. Their fate relies on Nynaeve
and Egwene. Nynaeve says she wants no part of it. But the Wheel does not care what Nynaeve
wants. The last battle is coming. What they want is meaningless. The only thing that matters is
what they do. Egwene asks what they need to do

The time comes for Moiraine to face her judgment. Lan offers to wait outside of the Hall doors,
but she tells him to make sure their friends are ready. When the Amyrlin Seat enters the Hall,
Moiraine is kneeling in the middle of the Tower. Moiraine approaches the Amyrlin Seat and kisses
her ring.

The Amyrlin sentences Moiraine to exile for being disobedient and intractable. She makes
Moiraine swear fealty on a sacred oath rod. As Moiraine recites her oath, Siuan tries not to cry.
Once it is done, the Amyrlin Seat instructs Moiraine to face her sisters and leave. As Moiraine
walks past them, her sisters turn their backs on her. Alanna gives Moiraine a look of sadness
before turning her back.

Moiraine leaves the city and rides to a structure that looks like a doorway. Loial arrives with
Perrin and Egwene. Lan brings Nynaeve, Rand and Mat. The friends are reunited and happy to
see each other. Moiraine and Lan say goodbye to their horses before letting all of the horses go.
Loial says they will not survive the Ways.

Nynaeve told the others what the Amyrlin Seat said to her and Egwene. She says they won’t
follow Moiraine until they get some answers though. They all heard of the Ways, but aren’t sure
what it is. Loial says it’s an ancient pathway out of time and space. And it’s the fastest road to
the Eye of the World. The Dark One is imprisoned at the Eye of the World. Of the five people from
Twin Rivers, one of them will finish what they started in a previous life.

Moiraine didn’t trust them when they left the Two Rivers. Now, if they turn back and don’t try
to stop the Dark One, the world will turn to darkness. When a new age comes, it will be built on
the ashes of the people they love. Egwene asks what happens to those who are not the dragon.
Moiraine hesitates and then says they don’t know for certain until that moment comes.

Moiraine opens the door to the Ways. The path is dark so they need torches to see where
they are going. Moiraine says there’s no turning back now. What happens won’t be under their
control. The Wheel weaves as the Wheel wills. Everyone but Mat enters the doorway. As the door
closes, the others yell for Mat to join them, but he won’t move.

Summary: Moiraine and her charges are diverted from their path by an un-
expected encounter. This diversion, though, reveals many things —
Moiraine’s true goal, Lan’s past, the fractures that have grown in the
group, and the identity of the Dragon Reborn.

The episode starts out with the birth of
a child, but it’s not an easy birth. The
mother is literally fighting in a battle
while in labor. She easily fights off several
soldiers, but one stabs her in her side. Af-
ter she kills them all, she sits by a rock to
give birth, only to find another sword in
her face.

After the door to the Ways close, Rand
and Nynaeve want to go back for Mat.
Moiraine won’t do it for two reasons.
One, they can’t channel the One Power
in the Ways or they will call forth Machin
Shin. And two, Mat made his choice. Ny-
naeve says they will go back and find him
when it’s over. Lan wonders if Mat is the
Dragon Reborn. Moiraine says if he is,

she doesn’t want him anywhere near the Dark One. The darkness within Mat is too danger-
ous.

Loial knows the history of the Ways. Perrin finds a guiding stone, but someone tried to destroy
it. There’s enough writing for Loial to read it, but it will take some time. The others rest while he
studies the stone. Lan informs Moiraine that something is following them.

Later that night, while everyone rests, Egwene hears someone whistle. She wakes up Rand
and a flash of light reveals a trolloc in the Ways. Egwene puts up her hands in defense and
accidentally channels the One Power top push the trolloc off the edge. Loial says she summoned
Machin Shin, the black wind. Now that the One Power has been used, Machin Shin will speak to
whoever is there. Moiraine tells them not to listen.

The Fal Dara is the closest gate. Loial leads them there, but they all start to hear Machin Shin
speaking. Something attacks them, causing their torches to go out. They hear someone tell them
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that they are not who they think they are and that they are not as strong as they think. Nynaeve
channels the One Power to ward off the darkness attacking them. Moiraine steps forward and
opens a door to Fal Dara.

When they safely cross out of the Ways, Moiraine can see that they are shook up by what
Machin Shin said to them. She tells them to put it out of their minds. The group walks to the
city of Fal Dara. They are greeted by royal guards and address Lan as Dai Shan.

They take the group to Lord Agelwar. He thinks his sister called for the Aes Sedai, but Moiraine
tells him the Dark One is moving his army through the Ways. She suggests Lord Agelwar to wall
up the Fal Daran Way gate to protect his lands. Lord Agelwar invites Moiraine and her group to
stay as long as they wish. Meanwhile, someone else walks through the Way gate.

Lord Agelwar’s sister, Lady Amalisa leads Moiraine to her chambers. Amalisa trained with the
Aes Sedai, but wasn’t strong enough to become one of them. Amalisa wonders why she was in
the Ways. Moiraine asks her to send a message to the White Tower. She wants them to find Mat.
She instructs Amalisa to give the message specifically to the Red Ajah.

As they walk around Fal Dara, Rand is bothered by what Machin Shin said to him. Egwene
tells him to forget about it. Perrin sees the traveller walk past him and recognizes him as Padan
Fain, a peddler that was in the Twin Rivers when the trullocs attacked. Nynaeve tells him that
Padan was killed by the trullocs, so Perrin lets it go.

They all go to a local tavern, the three friends talk while Nynaeve watches Moiraine closely.
Moiraine is talking to a bartender known as Min Farshaw. Min sees visions when she looks at
people. She sees Perrin’s fangs and he has blood dripping from his mouth. She also sees Rand
holding a baby. And she sees a white flame and a ring of gold around Nynaeve and Egwene. Min
says all four are connected. And for Moiraine, Min sees the Amyrlin Seat dressed in full regalia.
She tells Moiraine that the Amrylin Seat will be her downfall.

Moiraine comes clean about what to expect at the Eye of the World. She tried to figure out
who the Dragon Reborn is before they made it there. Now she has to take all four, knowing three
of them will die. Perrin suggests that Mat could be the Dragon Reborn. Nynaeve says Moiraine
can’t drag them to the Eye of the World against their will. Moiraine says she can’t escape the fate
of the Wheel. Moiraine tells them to decide and leaves with Lan.

The four friends discuss their options and it turns into an argument fast. Egwene believes
they are protecting their home, but Nynaeve says she’s being naive. The only reason Egwene
believes the prophecy is because Moiraine told her about it. She said one of them is the Dragon
Reborn. And Moiraine can’t lie. But she can mislead. Rand and Nyneave don’t trust anything
Moiraine has to say.

Egwene says she isn’t doing this because Moiraine said it. She wants to go to the Eye of
the world because if there’s a chance that Moiraine is right, it’s worth it. Nynaeve is a wisdom.
Egwene tells her to stop letting her pride keep her from doing what’s right. Rand doesn’t want to
lose anyone else.

Perrin still wonders if none of them are the dragon. Egwene thinks it’s absurd that Mat could
be the Dragon Reborn. Rand accuses her of never thinking much of Mat. Egwene reminds him
that Mat left them. Rand turns things around on Egwene because she left him. Perrin defends
Egwene and the two men start arguing. Nynaeve yells at them to stop fighting over Egwene. She
gets an awkward reaction from everyone. Rand thinks that Perrin is in love with Egwene. Perrin
insists he only loved his wife. Nynaeve tries to apologize as Rand leaves the room.

Moiraine stands at the balcony as Lan reassures her that the four friends will join her. He can
sense she’s worried about more, but she doesn’t want to talk about it. She feels like she took too
much from Lan. He says before he met her, he had nothing to live or die for. She sends him into
the city to say his goodbyes. Before he leaves, Moiraine says she likes Nynaeve.

Lan walks alone in the village and Nynaeve follows him. He stops a small home and is warmly
greeted by everyone inside. Nynaeve watches from outside and smiles. She decides to leave but
runs into Lan. He invites her in and introduces her to everyone. She sits down to eat while Lan
talks to a young girl. An older man thanks her for keeping Lan safe and bringing him home.
Later, Lan walks Nynaeve to her room and quickly says goodnight. He retreats to his room and
she follows him. They finally give into their attraction to one another.

Rand is blowing off at a shooting range. Egwene finds him and wants him to apologize for
saying she didn’t care about Mat. Rand says he’s scared that he will lose her. She promises that
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he won’t. She believes they will all return. Rand tells her to go to the White Tower and become
an Aes Sedai. And he will be her warder.

Nynaeve gets dressed and prepares to leave. First she asks Lan why the old man called him
Dai Shan. Lan says it’s a title for future kings of Malkier. The old man was one of his father’s
arms men. The night the blight destroyed his kingdom, the old man smuggled Lan out of Malkier
and took him to Fal Dara. Lan is the only surviving member of the royal family from Malkier.

Nynaeve says she understands why Lan bonded hinself to Moiraine. He is a king without a
kingdom and a boy without a family. Now he belongs to Moiraine. Lan says Moiraine doesn’t own
him. He compares it to how the kids from the Two Rivers own her. A wisdom never weds. Nynaeve
starts to cry and Lan asks her to stay with him.

Rand lies awake with Egwene next to him. he thinks a lot about the night the trullocs attacked
their home. His father Tam al’Thor was hurt badley. he started talking about finding a baby and
taking it to safety. Rand goes back to the shooting range and thinks about his journey. In the
Ways, it was Rand who channeled the One Power when he swung his arms around Egwene to
protect her from the trulloc. And then Machin Sin told him that he is the Dragon Reborn.

Rand goes to see Min. He asks her to tell him that he’s not the Dragon Reborn. She says it,
but doesn’t need it. Min isn’t sure Rand is ready hear what she sees. She says the first vision she
had was a man in an armor carrying Rand’s blade. That man was Tam al’Thor. She saw Rand’s
mother give birth to him and the mother died. Tam took the child to the Two Rivers to raise him.
She says the baby was something impossible. Rand asks what she sees now. She sees rainbows,
carnivals, and three beautiful women. He asks if she sees the Eye of the world and if he makes
it back. She gets up and walks away.

The next morning, Egwene, Perrin, and Nynaeve meet up in the wisdom’s room. They question
why Rand isn’t there. Lan arrives to let them know that Mereine’ is gone. Earlier, Rand went to
Moiraine’s room to let her know that he is the Dragon Reborn. By the time the others realize it,
Rand and Moiraine are already at the blight.

Astounded that Nynaeve would let him follow Moiraine without her, Lan as good as professes
his love for her before taking off to find them. In Rand’s dreams, the Dark One murders Moiraine
and admits he’s surprised Rand is the Dragon Reborn, but that he will fail regardless.

The Dark One taunts Rand about his father and about his heron-marked sword. Rand only
wakes when he stabs himself in the stomach, and he tells Moiraine he doesn’t believe anything
the Dark One told him, but that they need a plan.

Moiraine has brought a Sa’angreal, a figure made of the One Power that will increase Rands
channeling by one hundred percent. With it, he should be able to lock the Dark One back in his
prison for another 3,000 years.
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In Fal Dara, Min sees Nynaeve and soldiers in the Inn dying from a horrible poison. Before
she can share the vision, a siren sounds in Fal Dara as Trollocs, Fades, and other Darkfriends
head through the Blight towards the city.

At the Eye of the World, Rand realizes Moiraine is sacrificing herself by coming with him to
defeat the Dark One but he can’t convince her to stay behind. In the Blight, Lan spots the Malkier
towers as he races to reach Rand and Moiraine.

Lady Amalisa and Lord Agelmar prepare to defend Fal Dara, and Lady Amalisa realizes Tam-
lins Gap and Fal Dara could fall against the Dark One’s forces. They hope to hold long enough
for their messengers to warn other cities and the White Tower.

Finally, Rand and Moiraine find the entrance of Shayol Ghul, and Rand has is faced with false
memories of a life with Egwene and their child. The Dark One appears and uses Saidan to cut
Moiraine off from the One Power, as Rand is trapped in his own mind.

Lord Agelmar and the male Shinerians ride out against the Dark One’s forces while Lady
Amalisa gathers all the women and children of Shinear to protect Fal Dara. Nynaeve and Egwene
join Lady Amalisa and other women who can channel to stand at the front lines.

In his false dream, Rand is convinced his life with Egwene is real until the Dark One appears
and tries to convince Rand to join him, learn from him. In the Dark One’s prison, Moiraine holds
a knife to his neck, and tells the Dark One she’ll kill him if he doesn’t choose the light.

As the Trollocs stab Lord Agelmar and make their way past the fortress, Padan Fain leads
Fades inside the Palace of Fal Dara. Simultaneously, Lady Amalisa’s men finish digging up the
Horn of Valere, a fabled relic said to call back warriors of the past to fight for whoever blows it.

With Trollocs headed full speed their way, Lady Amalisa channels the One Power into Nynaeve,
Egwene, and two other women. Connected, they channel enough power to blast through the
Trollocs, stopping them. But Lady Amalisa cannot stop the power once it’s started, and she and
two other women burn out underneath so much channeling.

Still in his dream, the Dark One teaches Rand how to use Saidan, the male half of the One
Power. Rand seems to be helping the Dark One, but at the last moment, he channels into the
Sa’angreal and traps the Dark One back in his prison.

Perrin, who heard a noise and went to investigate, returns to the room with the horn and
finds Padan Fain and Fades killing the Shineran soldiers and murdering Loial. Fain tells Perrin
he came to the Two Rivers every year at Bel Tine to watch the five villagers for the Dark One.

At Shayol Gul, Rand tells Moiraine he won’t go back to Fal Dara after feeling the madness in
Saidan, that he can’t put the people he loves at risk. He asks Moiraine to tell the others he died
at Shayol Gul and leaves her behind.

Padan tells Perrin all five of them have a part to play and leaves Fal Dara with the Horn. When
Lan finds Moiraine, she tells him the Dark One cut her off from the One Power. Egwene cries
over a burned-out Nynaeve and heals her with the One Power almost purely by accident.

Alone, Rand looks down at the Blight before heading deeper into it and to the lands beyond.
Meanwhile, Moiraine tells Lan that this battle wasn’t the last, but the first.

On the Far Western Shore of the continent, a young girl hums a tune while digging in the
sand. Soon, intricately carved ships appear on the horizon wielded by women who can use the
One Power. Using it, the invaders create a tsunami wave that approaches the beach.

Summary: Moiraine, Lan, Nynaeve, Egwene, Perrin, and Mat find themselves
more alone than ever.

The episode picks up six months af-
ter season one ended. The bond be-
tween Moirane and Lan Mandragoran
is strained while Egwene and Nynaeve
struggle with learning the ways of the Aes
Sedai.

After the first battle between Rand
al’Thor and Ismael, the Dark One Ismael
retreated to his people and told them
about Rand. Padan Fain is among the
Dark One’s associates. The Dark One
knows Rand is in fact the Dragon reborn,
but Rand isn’t powerful enough to be a

threat. He thinks he may be able to use Rand for his purposes though.
Moraine was exiled from Tar Valon, a city that houses the White Tower of the Aes Sedai. She

and Lan are staying with friends in the countryside. Moraine keeps to herself and rarely confides
in Lan. Their hosts are Aes Sedai and their warder, who try to smooth things over between
Moraine and Lan. Moraine asked Lan to leave her, but he won’t do it.

Moraine receives a visitor who wants to sell her special rocks that are supposed to be inde-
structible. A man named Bayle Domon sells her a heart stone, supposedly created by the One
Power. And with it is a poem. Moraine is only interested in the poem. Bayle also tells her that
there are men following him. She asks what they look like and he describes the Fade. Moraine
tells him to get back to his ship quickly and sail away. After Bayle leaves, Lan tries to inquire
about who he is, but Moraine doesn’t want to say. Lan gets frustrated with Moraine and shows
his anger for the first time.

Egwene and Nynaeve are living in the White Tower at Tar Valon, in service of the Aes Sedai.
It’s part of their novice training. Nynaeve really doesn’t want to be there, but stays for Egwene.
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She won’t channel the One Power, no matter how much the Aes Sedai try to push her. Alanna
is her teacher and tries to convince Nynaeve that she is more powerful that she knows. Alanna
tells her that she has to stop being afraid of what she is and embrace her power. Nynaeve resists
the Aes Sedai no matter what they say to her. She would rather spar with the warders.

Alanna reports to the Mistress of Novices Sheriam Bayanar. She speaks of Nynaeve’s stub-
borness. The sisters know that Nynaeve is the strongest novice that they’ve seen in a thousand
years. Liandrin impresses upon the sister that the world is falling apart. Nynaeve may need a
new teacher... like Liandrin, but she is forbidden to teach. She asks Sheriam if she can jus talk
to Nynaeve. Alanna thinks it’s a bad idea, but Sheriam agrees to Liandrin’s request.

he warders try to get through to Nynaeve as well. They ask why she came to the White Tower.
She doesn’t answer, but knows it’s something she needs to find the answer too. she goes to talk
to Egwene, who is with Alanna. Egwene is searching for some kind of approval from Alanna.
Alanna doesn’t give her much advice and Egwene decides to leave. Before she leaves, Alanna
tells Egwene to relax and stop trying to be perfect.

Liandrian finds Nynaeve in the classroom and taunts her a little about her powers. She knows
Nyanaeve won’t channel so she pushes her with the One Power. Liandrin talks about warders
and how they are useless. She mentions Lan’s name and that makes Nynaeve angry. Nynaeve
pushes back, but Liandrin is strong. She shields Nynaeve from the one power, causing her some
pain. Liandrin says there is more than one way to become an Aes Sedai. She has to learn about
power. Liandrin wants to see Nynaeve become so powerful that no one can take it away from her.

Perrin left with the Shienaran soldiers to hunt for the Horn of Velere and Paden Fain. They find
a man named Elyas Machera who shows them a wreck. There are several dead laying around.
With his wolf eyes, Perrin can see a little girl run away from the wreck. Elyas saw it too. They also
find the body of a Shienaran soldier who they assume is a traitor. The leader of the company,
Ingtar Shinowa, decides to bury the bodies and then camp there for the night.

Perrin asks Ingtar why he buries the traitor. He reminds Ingtar that the trailer opened the
gates at Fal Dara and hundreds of Shienaran died. Ingtar says he could be angry, but it won’t
bring his men back. Perrin tells Ingtar about Paden Fain. Fain used to visit Two Rivers often. The
village liked him. They fed him, shared ale with him and gave him a place to sleep. He led the
Trollocs to the Two Rivers. There’s a rage inside of Perrin. The closer they get to fiding Fain, the
more it grows. He’s afraid when he sees Fain, Perrin won’t be able to stop himself from killing
him. Ingtar suggest Fain had a reason for doing what he did. Perrin may not liek the answer, but
it might be worth it to ask.

t’s Bel Tine. Nynaeve forgot, but Egwren reminded her. Nynaeve finds Egwene and reads a
letter from Perrin. The letter updates the girls on his travels. He say she thinks of his friends
often and hopes next year they can celebrate Bel Tine together. Elsewhere in the tower, Liandrin
reads the same letter to Mat Cauthon. She leaves out the part of the letter that Perrin says he
hopes Mat can join them next year during Bel Tine. He says he’s not a threat to them. He hasn’t
touched the dagger in six months. She wishes him a Merry Bel Tine and leaves.

One of the traditions of Bel Tine is for people to put lanterns out. Perrin puts on a a nearby
river. He put his ring on the small boat, but changes his mind and wears it. Egwene cries for
Rand, believing he is dead. Nynaeve puts out a lantern for Rand. Mat has been digging at the
stones in his cell. He continues to do that after Liandrin leaves. And somewhere far away, Rand
puts out a lantern of his own.

Lan prepares food for Moraine, knowing she won’t join him for dinner. Their hosts tell Lan not
to take Moraine’s silence personally. He’s been trying to hard to make her talk. His host suggests
that Lan try listening instead. Lan takes the plate to Moraine’s room, but she’s not there. Moraine
is at the stables, saddling a horse. She leaves, riding into the woods and runs into a Fade. The
Fade scares the horse and the horse throws Moraine off.

Moraine gets up and runs out of the woods. She hides near a patch of rocks. The Fade follow
her. She is able to kill one, but another appears and cuts her stomach. Lan arrives in time to
save Moraine’s life. He fights two more Fade and ends up injured next to Moraine. Their hosts
appear to distract the Fade so their warder can kill it. Lan lays next to Moraine and asks her
what she is hiding from him.

Rand is living in Cairhien and works at a
hospital for the mentally unstable. Most
of the patients are men. He also has a
’close’ relationship with the innkeeper Se-
lene. He dreams about killing his friends
and it scares him. Rand likes working
with the patients and is very kind to
them. He notices that one of the order-
lies, Yann isn’t so kind and plays with the
patients for a laugh. He also gloats be-
cause his patients come from richer fam-
ilies and are allowed to go outside. Later
that night, Rand watches Yann and fol-

lows him when he goes home. He attacks Yann and accidentally channels the One Power, which
makes him severely hurt the orderly.

Rand retreats to his room and Selene is waiting for him. He tries to turn her away but she is
persistent. After they make love, he tries to push her away, saying he doesn’t want to hurt her.
She says she can’t be hurt and asks who he thinks of when they are together. He admits that he
thinks about someone he wants to forget.

Moiraine and Lan prepare for a journey to the White Tower. She is still very secretive. They
spend the evening with their host and Verin confronts Moiraine about the Fade attack. She
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figures out that Moiraine found the Dragon. Moiraine gets nervous, thinking Verin will tell the
other Aes Sedai. Verin says she is loyal to the Dragon and doesn’t agree with the sisters’ plans
for him. She believes they need the Dragon to heal the world. Moiraine isn’t so sure, but Verin
says they have no choice but to trust each other. Verin also volunteers to get books for Moiraine
for her quest.

They join the others around a bonfire and another sister, Adeleas asks Moiraine and Lan how
they met. They met on the road and they were suspicious of each other. When Lan meditated,
Moiraine felt rage within him. She attempted to take his sword, so Lan tossed her in a pond.
Adeleas assumes that’s when Moiraine knew Lan was the one. A good warder can protect an Aes
Sedai from a Trolloc but the right one can protect her from herself.

Perrin and the Sheinaran soldiers follow Elyas as he tracks Padan Fain. They find an aban-
doned house and Perrin has a vision of what happened there. He thinks Elyas is doing something
to him and tells Elyas to leave him alone.There are signs that Paden Fain and his group were
attacked. They find a dead Fade nailed to a wooden gate. Ingtar decides to leave and head to the
nearest village. When they get there, Elyas decides to sleep outside. As Perrin walks into the inn,
Elyas reminds him that the Sheinarans are not his pack.

Liandrin works really hard to convince Nynaeve to join the Red Ajah. She takes the novice
to the Yellows healing chambers to observe their skills. And steal medicine. She basically tells
Nynaeve that the world won’t need Yellows with the Reds there to protect everyone. Liandrin also
tells Nynaeve that she’s taking over her training, but Nynaeve knows she’s not allowed to. The
Red Sister figured out a way to get around that. She tells Nynaeve to tell the Sisters that she’s
ready for the Arches, the trial that novices go through to become Accepted. Liandrin is allowed to
train the Accepted. Later, Nynaeve searches for Liandrin and follows her through the busy town.
She’s alone and is being sneaky.

Alanna meets with Sheriam Wiata) to talk about Liandrin’s interesting in training Nynaeve.
She also suggests that the powerful novices and emergence of false Dragons is a sign. Alanna
believes that they were sent to fight in the Last Battle. Sheriam doesn’t see any issue with
Liandrin’s request, but she does have an issue when she sees Alanna’s bags packed. Alanna
plans to leave to help Moiraine.

Egwene meets her new neighbor Elayne. Elayne is the Daughter Heir of Andor and has been
a novice for months but because she’s a royal has lived secluded from the other novices. Egwene
gives Elanye a tour of the Tower, but Elayne already knows where everything is. They run into
Sheriam, who is annoyed with Elayne’s maids. Sheriam asks Egwene where Nynaeve is. Egwene
hasn’t seen her all day. The Mistress of Novices ask her to send Nynaeve to her study when she
returns.

Mat gets sweet cakes from Liandrin and continues digging through the wall. He breaks
through and finds someone on the other side of the wall. The other person is Min Farshaw.
The last time we saw her, she was running from Fal Dara. She helps Mat dig through the wall,
making a big enough hole for her to crawl through.

Min has a bottle of wine that they share and she reveals how she got there. After leaving Fal
Dara, Min’s boat changed course to avoid a storm, landing in Tar Valon. A Red Sister recognized
her and now she’s in the cell. She says the Aes Sedai locked her up because she can see the fu-
ture. Mat thinks that’s lame and says he doesn’t want to know his future. Min finds it interesting
that he doesn’t want to know. They hear voices coming so Min goes back to her cell. Before she
crawls through, she looks back at Mat and sees a vision of him killing Rand.

Nynaeve discovers Liandrin visits an elderly man and gives him the medicine she stole. The
novice reveals herself, upsetting Liandrin. She tells her that the medicine she stole won’t help
the man. Liandrin gets angry and slaps Nynaeve, screaming at her to leave. After the novice lives,
Liandrin apologizes to the man, calling him her sweet boy.

Egwene goes to Elayne’s room for a drink and complains, mainly about Nynaeve. According
to Egwene, Nynaeve says she came to the tower to protect her friend, but she’s not there when
Egwene needs her the most. Egwene says she feels like the harder she tries, the further she falls
behind. The less Nynaeve tries, the more she gets ahead. Elyane says Egwene is jealous, whether
she knows it or not. Nynaeve is outside of Elayne’s door, listening.

Nynaeve goes back to her room and Liandrin knocks on her door. The Red Sister tells the
novice to follow her. They meet Sheriam and a Blue sister Leane Sharif under the Tower. Leane
asks if Nynaeve is ready and if she has faced her fears. Liandrin says she is ready and has not
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yet faced her fears. They open the doors and motion for Nynaeve to enter. Inside of the room are
three arches.

Moiraine finally talks to Lan, telling him that it’s time for them to go their separate ways. Lan
protests, but Moiraine’s guilt is eating at her. She tells him about what happened at Fal Dara.
She says they broke the seal that imprisoned Ishamael the Forsaken. The Forsaken are 3000
years old and the strongest channelers that have ever lived. Moiraine is scared and warns Lan
about the power the Forsaken wield. Then she admits that Rand is alive. She didn’t lie about
him; Lan just assumed he was dead. Moraine said she did what she had to. She has to protect
the Dragon. Her loyalty is to him and him alone.

Lan tries to uphold his oath to protect her, but she says without their bond, he cannot fulfill
that oath. He still wants to be her warder, but she says he failed her when the Fade attacked her.
Alanna and her warders show up to take Lan back to the White Tower. Moiraine says she will
have Alanna take Lan’s bond by force if he doesn’t go with her. Lan is hurt but he lets her leave.

Perrin wakes up to Seanchan soldiers dragging him out of his room. He is able to fight them
off with some help from Ingtar. The Sheinarans try to fight off the Seanchan soldiers, but are
attacked by Dark Aes Sedai. The next morning, Perrin is placed with the rest of the Sheinarans
and village residents. Seanchan soldiers carry a large pyramid structure with three people riding
on top. Ishamael is one of them, standing next to Lady Suroth. She asks if they are ready.
Ishamael looks at Perrin and says they have to be.

Back at Cairheien, Rand goes to work the next day and is reassigned to Yann’s patients. He
goes outside to mee the first one. It’s Logain Ablar. Rand introduces himself and say they have a
lot in common.

Summary: Nynaeve faces her greatest fears. Rand seeks guidance on his powers
from an unexpected source.

The ter’angreal arches are from before the
breaking when women could create ob-
jects from the one power. They don’t know
why the arches were made, but these
arches will bring a novice face to face with
their greatest fears. The Aes Seda sisters
give Nynaeve insights about how to navi-
gate through the arches. Once she starts,
she must complete all three arches or she
will be put out of the tower, never to re-
turn. Her fears are her own and she de-
cides if she wants to share them. There
is a risk that once she enters, she may

never return.
The Aes Sedai give novices three chances to go through the arches. If they do not accept the

challenge, the novice is asked to leave the Tower and can never come back. Nynaeve must go
through the arches for herself, not for anyone else. She will not have access to the One Power
inside of the arches. And the way back will come only once in each arch.

The sisters open the arches. Nynaeve experiences three scenarios from the past, present and
future. The first is in the Two Rivers and Nynaeve is a child. Her home is invaded by raiders and
she gets the urge to fight. The way back appears and she remembers that she has to return.
Upon her return, Liandrin pours water over Nynaeve, saying her sins and the sins against her
are washed clean. Leane heals her wounds.

The second arch takes Nynaeve to the Two Rivers as a plague spreads through the village.
Rand’s father Tam Al’Thor is one of the sick. And Mat’s mother, Natti Cauthon is the new wisdom
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but she doesn’t know what she’s doing. Nynaeve tries to help her, but gets yelled at for leaving
everyone behind. Nynaeve returns to heal Tam with the One Power but nothing happens. She sits
with him and he asks about Rand. She lies and says Rand is happy. He thanks her for protecting
his son. The way back appears and she leaves, despite Tam’s pleas for her to stay.

Nynaeve begs to go back to the Two Rivers to save everyone, forgetting that it’s just her fear.
The sisters remind her to keep her fears to herself. They open the third arch and something
different happens. Nynaeve floats around and sees glimpses of Lan and an ax. She hears his
voice as he tells her how remarkable she is. When she returns, Nynaeve has no recollection of
what happened. She holds Lan’s hair in her hand and gets scared. Leane says sometimes it’s
best that she doesn’t remember.

Sheriam declares Nynaeve is an Accepted and hands her a ring. The Sisters are not at all
concerned with her experience. Nynaeve refuses the ring saying she won’t turn her back on
the people she loves. Nyaneve leaves the room with a warning that she cannot return. But that
doesn’t stop her.

Egwene tries to stop Nynaeve from leaving, saying she needs her. Nynaeve knows she doesn’t
because Egwene doesn’t need protection anymore. She says Aes Sedai means servant of all.
Egwene will be a woman worthy of the title. When Nynaeve gets to the woods, she sees Lan. She
runs to him and hugs him. She decides to go home to the Two Rivers and Lan offers to go with
her. Lan kisses her and the way back appears behind her. She hears Sheriam’s voice and turns
around. The door is gone by the time she looks. Lan asks what’s wrong and Nynaeve says she
fears this is all a dream.

Back in the arch room, the sisters realize that Nynaeve is not coming back. Sheriam is angry,
saying Alanna was right that Nynaeve wasn’t ready. Liandrin is cool about the whole thing saying
they’ve lost sisters before. But Nynaeve trusted Liandrin and now she’s dead. After Sheriam
leaves, Liandrin screams and throws the water across the room.

Logain recognizes Rand from Tar Valon. He saw him sitting on a ledge while Logain was
paraded through the streets. He says Rand had a glow around it and it was the brightest he’s
ever seen. Rand asks him how to control the One Power. Logain asks for a bottle of Ghealdan
wine and he will answer Rand.

Rand returns home as a messenger informs the village that the Queen is offering a large
reward to anyone who brings the Horn of Valere to her. Selene listens nearby and Rand asks her
if she knows where to find Ghealdan wine. She does, and makes him leave with her but doesn’t
say where they are going.

Selene takes Rand to a Cairhieni Noble party. Everyone is curious about them, but it’s just a
game. Rand meets a woman who tells him that the hunt for the Horn of Valere isn’t real. It’s a
tactic to lessen the population of the city. It’s a purge to eradicate the poor so the rich don’t have
to spend money to feed them. Selene returns with the wine and Rand tells her about the hunt.
She knows that already and reminds him that Cairhien is a political city. Everything anyone says
or does is all part of a scheme. Rand leaves Selene at the party alone, despite her protests.

Rand runs to the hospital to give the wine to Logain. Logain can see that Rand is suppressing
his urge to channel. He warns him that eventually the power will spill out when he least expects
it. And there’s nothing he can do about it. Rand is disappointed and calls Logain crazy.

Logain says there is no madness; that’s just how the Aes Sedai justify their cruelty. They know
only the Dragon can defeat the Dark One. Rand says Logain is not the Dragon. Logain claims
to be a descendant of Lews Therin Telamon and still believes he is the Dragon. Rand realizes he
made a mistake and starts to leave. Logain grabs him and commands Rand to get him out of the
hospital. Rand says he can’t help him because Logain is sick.

Sheriam tells Egwene that Nynaeve is dead. Egwene gets angry and wants to go into the
arches to get her back. Downstairs, Liandrin releases Mat, saying Egwene needs him. He is
skeptical of her intentions, but Liandrin has no purpose for releasing him. She finds him weak
and uninteresting. She thinks wasted five months on him when she should have been there for
the sister who just died.

Liandrin goes to the top of the tower to throw Nynaeve’s ring into the fire. Egwene joins her,
but only to yell at her for pushing Nynaeve too far. Liandrin threatens Egwene, telling her not to
overstep if she wants to survive. But Liandrin doesn’t know what Egwene is capable of.

Mat leaves his cell and finds Egwene crying on a bench. He looks at her for a minute but
decides not to approach her. Instead he returns to his cell and reveals to Min that his door is
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open. She asks Mat why he hasn’t left. He says he has nowhere to go. She is ready to leave with
or without him so he follows her. Mat and Min steal food and horses for their journey. Min leaves
to grab one more thing and leaves. She meets Liandrin and says Mat is going with her to a place
of Liandrin’s choosing. Liandrin says if Min succeeds, Moiraine won’t have anything over either
of them anymore.

The Seanchan force everyone to bow to Lady Suroth and swear an oath to her. While they
display their power by killing one of the Sheinarans, Ishamael keeps his eyes on Perrin. Later
that night, Perrin wakes up in the back of a carriage with Ishamael watching him. They are in a
caravan headed to Falme. Ishamael is very interested in Perrin, knowing he’s a wolf. Perrin asks
who he is and Ishamael shows him the face of the Dark One. Perrin gets upset saying Rand killed
him, or at least, that’s what Moiraine said.

Wolves howl outside and the caravan stops. Ishamael says the more wolf that he is, the more
Perrin belongs to him. He leaves the carriage and Elyas comes in. Elyas releases Perrin and sends
him into the woods with another wolf.

Rand returns to his room to find Selene waiting for him. She is angry and tells him to never
leave her like that again. They embrace passionately and the One Power starts swirling around
Rand. Afterward, the One Power spills out of Rand, setting his room on fire. He and Selene get
out of the inn and watch it burn from the street.

The cabin reminds him
of a place he can’t go back to. But he likes it up there. And the Wheel never gives anyone what
they want. Selene says if you want something, you have to take it.

Moiraine sets out to the hospital, hoping Rand would be there, but he didn’t show up for
work. She also went to see Logain. Logain is upset by her presence and blames her for his
misery. Moiraine tries to ask about Rand, but has to make a deal to get answers. She says she
will help Logain if he tells her about Rand.

Logain tells her where Rand is staying. And that the boy is as powerful as he was, but he’s
afraid of the power. Moiraine tells Logain to teach Rand everything about channeling. And if she
is satisfied with Rand’s progress, She will leave a knife with Logain. Moiraine heads to the village
to look for Rand.
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Nynaeve is still deeply affected by what happened in the arches. It’s having an effect on her
relationship with Egwene. Egwene tries her best to be there for Nynaeve but it’s taking a toll
on her. Elayne listens to Egwene’s frustrations, but wonders why she’s trying so hard to fix
something she can’t fix.

Nynaeve goes to the warder’s training yard to look for Maksim and Ihvon, Alanna’s warders
but they are gone. Liandrin watches her from afar but gets a note that distracts her. The note
is a report that there was an attack on the Western Shore. Liandrin goes to the Keeper of the
Tower, Leane to make sure the Amyrlin Seat is aware. Leane doesn’t take the report seriously
and is awaiting a report from their sisters in the area. She doesn’t tell Liandrian anything more.
Liandrin reminds her that if the Amrylin Seat falls, Leane falls as well.

Alanna took Lan to her family home. There is lots of food and laughter, but it’s clear that
Alanna and her warders are concerned about Lan. They say when a warder loses his bond with
his Aes Sedai, he gets depressed. Lan’s bond wasn’t broken, it was taken. But Alanna doesn’t
think Lan will do anything drastic. In fact, she suggests he become warder for a new Aes Sedai
sister. In particular, Nynaeve. She knows that Nynaeve went through the arches and tells Lan
that she will need a warder soon. Lan isn’t interested in repeating his mistakes though.

Later, Lan tries to mediate, but is distracted. He took the poem from Moiraine before she
released him. He takes the poem out of his satchel and reads it. Maksim catches him off guard
to ask for help retrieving water. They talk about the effect that masking a bond has on a warder.
Maksim actually asked Alanna to mask the bond except in a battle or in bed. Lan is actually
getting used to it because he hasn’t heard Moiraine for over six months.

Perrin is safe with the wolf pack. Elyas reveals that they are wolf brothers, but don’t turn into
wolves. They were able to find Perrin through a vision of a stag. Elyas says they’ve been watching
Perrin for a while. It was those wolves that saved Perrin and Egwene from the White Cloaks. They
can also see his dreams.

Perrin wonders why they didn’t approach him sooner. Elyas says they don’t go near women
who can channel. The Aes Sedai don’t trust what they can’t explain. One of the wolves stays close
to Perrin. Elyas says the wolf lost his mate too. They’ve seen Perrin’s wife in his dreams. Perrin
sees a vision of the wolf and calls the wolf Hopper.

Mat and Min stop at an inn and play games while they eat and drink. Min tells the bartender
that they need a room and asks for the attic. Then she tells him that someone is joining her later
and they will also ask for the attic. Min enters a nightmare while sleeping. First, the nightmare
is her being forced to tell fortunes, but only seeing bad things happening. Ishamael appears and
reveals he is a Forsaken. Min is scared and tries to get out of her deal. Liandrin promised to get
rid of her visions, but an Aes Sedai cannot do that. Only darkness can take away that power.
Min refuses to help because she doesn’t want Mat to get hurt. Ishamael gives her instructions to
take Mat to Cairhien but doesn’t tell her what’s there.

Liandrin finds Nynaeve in the arches room. Nynaeve is having a hard time letting go of what
could have been. She was in the arches for about a day, but to her it was years. Liandrin em-
pathizes with her by talking about her son. She hid her son in Tar Valon because she didn’t want
her enemies to use him against her. Liandrin also says it’s not just the men who can channel
who are cursed. The women who can channel are forced to watch their loved ones grow old and
die.

Liandrin tells Nynaeve about the attack in the West. A group of Shienaran soldiers traveling
with an olgier and a black smith from the Two Rivers were caught. Nynaeve runs to tell Egwene.
She says she’s going to help. Egwene insists on going with her friend. She feels like she let Rand
down because she wasn’t strong enough. And she never wants to let any of her friends down
again.

Nynaeve and Egwene make their way down a tunnel under the Tower. Elayne follows them,
curious as to where they are going. Liandrin shows up and Nynaeve takes responsibility for
the novice’s presence. Liandrin looks at Elayne and says she’s a compilation. She channels the
source and throws them all backward, knocking them out.

Lan and Ihvon meditate together and talk about the conversation that Lan keeps playing in
his head. Moiraine said she never saw Lan as an equal and it bothers him. Ihvon laughs because
they aren’t supposed to be equal. He says the world sees their power, but warders see their
weakness. Warders remind the Aes Sedai that they are not gods. Lan is surprised that Alanna
would need a reminder that she’s not a god. Ihvon says they all want the same thing. The triumph
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of light over dark ... and dessert. He asks what Moiraine wants. That’s the problem. Lan doesn’t
know anymore.

Moiraine goes home and finds Anvaere is waiting for her. Anvaere tells her about the struggle
to keep their house intact when other family members tried to tear it down. She actually had
someone spit in her face. Now her son is going to marry the queen. She will not let Moiraine
destroy what she has built. Anvaere says this is not Moiraine’s home anymore. If she wants to
find Rand, Moiraine has to sit and have tea with Anvaere.

Rand and Selene sleep by a fire on top of the cliff when a Fade attacks. Rand uses the One
Power to kill the Fade, and Selene gets scared. He sees the fear in her eyes and decides to leave.
He says when the madness takes over, he will kill those he loves. Rand says he has to go far
away from Selene. Selene warms to him when she learns that he loves her. He says she’s the first
woman to see him as a man. He doesn’t want her to see him as a monster.

Maksim showed Alannna the poem and she got scared. After Lan goes to bed, they show
Ihvon. Alanna says the poem is a prophecy about Lanfear, a Forsaken. Lanfear’s seal is broken,
meaning she is in this world. And she’s with Rand.

Rand and Selene go to a nearby cabin to make love. Selene ties him to the bed and says she
is a monster too. She starts to use her power and Moiraine stabs her in the back with Rand’s
sword. He gets angry that Moiraine killed his friend and throws her against the way. Moiraine
explains who Selene really is. She’s Lanfear, Daughter of the Night. The most dangerous of the
Forsaken. Rand doesn’t believe her at first, but lets Moiraine go and they run away. As they exit
the door, Lanfear starts to blink her eyes.

Ishamael assures her that they will in the Last Battle with the Dragon on their
side. He also says he has a gift for her.

Rand and Moiraine continue to run away from Lanfear. Moiraine comes up with an idea to
throw her off their trail. They appear to run away on horseback, but Lanfear is right behind
them. Moiraine pays the horse owner to run her horses on the road to the White Tower while she
and Rand go back to Cairhien. Unfortunately, Lanfear catches the owner and sews her mouth
shut.
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Rand is confused, so Moiraine has to explain that he didn’t defeat the Dark One at the Eye
of the World. That man was actually the Dark One’s strongest lieutenant and the leader of the
Forsaken, Ishamael. He released Lanfear and if he releases the other Forsaken, they will not win
the Last Battle.

Moiraine and Rand cannot go to sleep. Lanfear was famous for two things: her cruelty and
mastering the world of dreams. Moiraine says Lanfear can hurt Rand just as badly in the dream
world as she can in the real world. They return to Cairhien and Rand meets Lady Anvaere, again
and her son Barthanes. Barthanes is preparing for his wedding to the queen, which he fully
expects Moiraine to attend.

Perrin decides to leave Elyas and the wolfpack behind, despite Elyas’ protests. He wants to find
Loial and Ingtar. He heads back toward Atuan’s Mill and discovers that the White Cloaks have
taken over the town. They chased out the Seanchan, but made things worse for the townspeople.
Perrin meets Dain Bornhald, who saves him from an Aiel girl in a cage. Shortly after, he discovers
Bornhald is a white cloak, traveling with Eamon Valda.

Valda is very interested in questioning the Aiel girl. Perrin decides to release the girl so she
escapes Valda’s "questioning." But the Bornhald catches them before they can run. Perrin and
the girl, Aviendha have to fight their way out of Atuan’s Mill. They kill the White Cloaks they
encounter except one ... Bornhald. Perrin spares his life.

Aviendha is from the Nine Valleys sept of the Tarrdad Aiel. They live in the Waste, but she
calls it the Threefold Land. A shaping stone to make them, a testing ground to prove their worth
and a punishment for the sin. She came to this realm to find their chief of chiefs. Now she will
go where Perrin goes because he saved her life.

Verin arrives in Tar Valon and immediately starts asking about Egwene and Nynaeve. However,
Liandrin took Egwene, Nynaeve and Elayne through the Waste to Falme. Nynaeve realizes she
was being recruited for the Dark One. She vows never to turn to the dark, but Liandrin says even
Nynaeve has a price.

Verin discovers the girls are gone and asks Sheriam about them. Sheriam checks her sign out
book and discovers that the girls accompanied Elayne to Caemlyn. Upon further investigation,
Verin discovers that Sheriam’s entry, approving the girls trip, was made by compulsion. That
means the Dark Ajah is real. Her next step is to find out which sisters left the Tower recently and
to find out where they went.

Liandrin opens the gates to Falme and delivers the girls to High Lady Suroth. She is fully aware
what will happen to the girls.

Anvaere reminds
Moiraine of some advice she gave her. She said if something is upsetting you, or making you
afraid, ask yourself a simple question. Is it true? Does Moiraine know without any doubt that
Rand needs her protection. That advice gives Moiraine an idea.

layne and Nynaeve go into the city. High Lady Suroth sends her soldiers out to find them.
Elayne wants to lay low, but Nynaeve is ready to run back to the gates to find Egwene. While
they bicker, someone grabs them. He takes them to a safe place and is later revealed to be a
warder for a Yellow Aes Sedai named Ryma.

Lanfear visits Ishamael in his dreams while she waits for Rand to go to sleep. They talk about
how Rand found out who Lanfear is. Whether or not Lanfear will betray Ishamael. And why their
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master woke him first. It’s because Ishamael actually believes in the dark. He believes the only
way to stop the suffering is to break the wheel.

Ishamael asks about Rand. Lanfear says Rand is softer than his predecessor. He takes no
pride in his birthright and rejects his own power. Lanfear knows Ishamael has Egwene and
Nynaeve. He plans to use them, Mat and Perrin against Rand to force him to join the Dark. He
ask what Rand will do when he sees that his friends are lost. Lanfear says he will break.

Ishamael is awakened and summoned by High Lord Turak. Turak is suspicious of Ishamael,
but the Horn of Valere puts Isamael in the High Lord’s favor.

He sings, while
Suroth’s guest laugh at him. A tree in the room begins to grow. Suroth sees that her guests
are all listening intently. She claps to stop his singing and put the attention back onto her. She
dismisses Loial and Ingtar from the room.

Ingtar discovers the horn is in the High Lord Turak’s room of curiosities. The room isn’t
guarded so he thinks they should be able to retrieve it easily. Loial is also concerned about
saving Egwene, but Ingtar says she is more heavily guarded.

He reaches out to touch Egwene’s face
and Lanfear ends the dream. Rand gets upset and wants to know where Egwene is. Lanfear says
Ishamael has her. Rand says he will do anything to help Egwene.

Egwene wakes up, for real this time. She hears other damanes crying in pain. Even though
she knows it was a dream, she can’t shake the feeling that Rand was really there. While she pulls
herself back together, she hears someone talking to her. The prisoner next door recites rules that
the Damane must follow.

Alanna Sedai and her warders Ihvon and Maksim found the poem in Lan’s pack. They are on
the way to the Tower, but stop at Temples of the Forsaken to rest. Lan asks where the Amyrlin
Seat is and Alanna says she is traveling back to the Tower as well. Later, Lan sneaks away, but is
quickly discovered by the warders. Ihvon and Maksim accuse Lan of being a dark friend, sworn
to Lanfear. The wards prepare to fight and Alanna stops Lan. She wants to know why he asked
about the Amyrlin Seat. He says he needs to talk to her about Moiraine.He admits that they
found the Dragon Reborn.

Moiraine tries to write a letter to the Amyrlin Seat but has a hard time telling her the truth.
Barthanes brings her food and she treats him badly. After he leaves, Anvaere confronts Moiraine
about her ungracious attitude. Moiraine is running on no sleep and acts coldly about hurting her
nephew. Anvaere tells her to leave and never return. Moiraine gets upset and reminds Anvaere
that she is the younger sister. Anvaere and Barthanes are in the house because of Moiraine’s
good grace. Anvaere calls her cold and uncaring, just like their mother.

The Amyrlin Seat, Siuan Sanche rides in her carriage, writing letters. She hears a commotion
outside of the carriage and hears horses riding up. Her driver tells someone to halt, but they
don’t slow down. Lan is one of the riders. Siuan invites him into her carriage to talk.

Rand visits Logain and asks him to train him in everything he used to fight the Aes Sedai. At
first Logain declines, but then Rand says this is his only chance to save the world. Logain tells
him to embrace the One Power. Rand channels. The One Power slowly gets more powerful until
Rand falls to the ground and throws up. Rand thinks there’s not enough time to learn how to
fight. Logain says with the amount of power that Rand has, he can fight anyone he wants. Rand
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returns to the villiage and is reunited with Mat. Mat asks about Egwene, Nynaeve and Perrin.
Rand only says it’s complicated. They go to a tavern for a drink.

Elayne examines the a’dam and confirms that there is no seam or latch to open the collar.
Nynaeve asks how Ryma got it. Ryma says she and three other sisters arrived to investigate the
rumors of strange beasts and channelers kept as slaves. They didn’t realize how bad things were
until they got to Falme. They were only able to get the a’dam because of the sacrifice of their
sisters. Two of Ryma’s sisters and their warders gave their lives. A third sister was captured
and collared. That sister was a Sitter of the Blue Ajah. Later, Nynaeve tries to convince Elayne to
return to Tar Valon. She is the Daughter Heir after all. Elayne says she’s staying because Egwene
is her friend. She’s never had a real friend.

The Amyrlin Seat, Siuan Sanche rides in her carriage, writing letters. She hears a commotion
outside of the carriage and hears horses riding up. Her driver tells someone to halt, but they
don’t slow down. Lan is one of the riders. Siuan invites him into her carriage to talk.

Egwene continues to try and remove the a’dam, despite Renna’s warnings. Renna says an Aes
Sedai created the a’dam. She believes the Aes Sedai curve a damane’s power but the Sul’dam
teach the damane to use their full power. Renna activates Egwene’s powers and says it feels better
when they are connected. She demonstrates by having Egwenen concentrate on slowly setting a
tree on fire. Then she tells Egwene to pour the water. Egwene still can’t touch the pitcher and
Renna beats her up because of it.

Rand fills Mat in on what happened at Far Dara. He says he left everyone behind, letting them
believe he’s dead. Rand thinks everyone is safer without him around, but Mat disagrees. Rand
says Ishamael has Egwene and he intends to save her. Mat wants to go with him, but first he
has to say goodbye to Min.

Mat finds Min drinking alone in her room. She tells Mat not to go with Rand because he will
kill his friend. Mat realizes that Min saw a vision of his future. And she set him up. He gets upset
because he thought they were friends. Min says they are and that’s why she’s telling him all of
this. If he loves Rand, he won’t go with him.

Moiraine sends her letter to the Amylin Seat and then apologizes to Barthanes for how she
treated him. Anvaere interrupts because the Amyrlin Seat has arrived in Cairhien. And she is
demanding an audience with Moiraine. Meanwhile, Liandrin is the first to approach Siuan, but
she is quickly dismissed.

Rand waits for Mat by the gates of the city, but he doesn’t show. Mat is hiding in a nearby
tent, contemplating what Min said. Rand starts to leave, but encounters Lan, Maksim and Ihvon.
Lan apologizes, saying he can’t let Rand leave.

Elayne and Ryma channel the One Power to find an opening to the a’dam. Ryma invites
Nyneave to join them, but warns her not to use too much power. Nynaeve uses a large surge
of power and says the a’dam is alive. It needs to be healed and the only way to do that is to
collar a woman. There is a knock at the door and everyone panics. Ryma volunteers to meet
the Seanchan, telling the girls to remain quiet. Ryma and Basan meet the Sul’dam with their
damanes. There are four sets of Sul’dam around her. Ryma is able to avenge two of her sisters’
lives, but is shot by an arrow. That’s when things go south. Basan is killed and Ryma is collared.

Renna tries once more to make Egwene pick up the pitcher and pour her some water. Egwene
still can’t touch it. Renna hands Egwene on a hook by the collar. The collar starts to choke her.
Renna waits until Egwene is almost passed out before she removes her from the hook. Renna
tells Egwene to pour the water one more time. Egwene slowly approaches the pitcher, expecting
to be hit with pain. She is able to grab the pitcher and pour the water in Renna’s cup. Renna
is satisfied and leaves the cell. Egwene screams and cries when the woman next door tells her
not to cry. She says Egwene lasted longer that she did. And she is a Sitter of the Blue Ajah. That
Sitter is Maigan.

She gets angry and
says the thought never crossed her mind. She only concerned with protecting Rand. Moiraine
says Lan put them all in jeopardy by telling Siuan about the boy. Lan raises his voice and says
she can’t do this by herself. She will need to trust someone at some point. If it’s not him, he
thought she would trust Siuan.

Moiraine checks on Rand and find him shielded by the Amyrlin Seat. She tells Siuan to
release Rand, but Siuan is disappointed with Moiraine. She says Moirain was supposed to find
the Dragon Reborn and protect him. She can’t do that if she’s stilled. They have to change their
plans and that includes declaring Rand the Dragon Reborn the next day. She has 14 sisters with
her to show that he is under the Aes Sedai control and will prepare him for what’s to come.
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Lanfear takes Mat to Falme as a gift for Ishamael. Ishamael doesn’t toy with Mat but instead
offers him tea. He says the tea will show Mat who he truely is. He will see his past lives and
his true self from his soul. Mat drinks the tea and sees his mother. His mother tells Mat not to
be like ’him.’ Mat looks in a mirror and sees himself as a killer. He turns into his mother and
someone hold him. He looks up to see his own face smiling back at him and screams.

Ishamael returns and comforts Mat who is mumbling. The Forsaken One says they keep
leaving these lives, trying again and again ... for what? The Wheel turns and people hurt. Even
with the freedom of death, they just come back again and again. All Ishamael wants is to close
his eyes one day and never have to open them again. Mat asks how.

Nynaeve and Elayne are getting familiar with the city. Nynaeve wants to storm the castle to
rescue Egwene, but Elayne says they will do things her way now by first finding Loial. Nynaeve
finds Loial and asks about Perrin. He confirms that Perrin escaped and immediately bows when
he sees Elayne. Loial informs them that Egwene is being held in the kennels. No one but the
Sul’dam can get near the place though. Seanchan soldiers walk by, so they have to part. Nynaeve
promises they will get Loial out of Falme.

Egwene continues her training with Renna. The Sul’dam take their damanes to the desert to
display their full power. This training exercise is more for the Sul’dam’s benefit than it is for the
damane. They have to learn to use the damane’s power. Renna warns Egwene not to embarrass
her. The damanes are powerful. When it’s Egwene’s turn, Renna encourages her to shine brighter
than the others. She instructs her to create an explosion of air. When Egwene release her power,
the explosion literally blows away the other Sul’dam. The impact is so powerful, the people in the
city hear and feel it.

Verin asked the librarian Yasicca to find an Oiger map of Cairhien in the royal library. The
other sisters watch her closely as they all gather in the courtyard near the Damodred home.
Ihvon states that he doesn’t trust Verin. He sees Verin’s warder Tomas walk away and volunteers
to follow him. At first, Alanna says no, but Maksim agrees with Ihvon and she agrees. Maksim is
more worried about the whereabouts of Liandrin who is nowhere to be found.

Perrin, Hopper and Aviendha come across two of Aviendha’s people. They have just buried one
of their own. Aviendha uses sign language to talk to her people. They take off their packs and
weapons and stand away from Perrin and Hopper. Without warning, the two Aiels start beating
up Aviendha. Perrin starts to jump in, but they tell him to stay back. Later, Perrin asks Aviendha
about the fight. She explains that the woman who was buried was killed because of her. She
had to atone for it and make things right. The other Aiel stops and stares. There is water in the
middle of the desert and they are all confused. On the other side of the water is Falme.

Rand and Moiraine are taken to a cell in the palace. Leane Sedai shields Rand from the One
Power. Moiraine found out that Rand was leaving when Lan found him. She asks where he was
going. He tells her that Ishamael has Egwene in Falme. He knows that the Forsaken want him
to go there. They want everyone to know who he is before they kill him. But! If they need him
in Falme, they wouldn’t like that he’s being held prisoner by the Amyrlin Seat. Rand enters the
dream world to ask Lanfear for help. She already knows he’s being held captive and that Moiraine
is with him. She plays with him, telling him to ask Moiraine to help. He plays back saying maybe
he will, both of them knowing Lanfear will help him escape the Aes Sedai. Immediately after,
Lanfear shows up in Cairhien, setting the village on fire.

Liandrin disappeared into the Damodred home to have tea with Anvaere and Barthanes.
Anvaere thinks she’s waiting for Moiraine, but she’s not. She stares at Barthanes as he asks
his mother to leave the room. He says he needs to speak with Liandrin on royal business. After
she leaves, Liandrin reveals she is there to deliver an order from their master. The Dark One
orders Barthanes to remove Moiraine from the board ... immediately. And if his mother suspects
anything, remove her too. Anvaere is in a secret room and hears everything.

Later, Barthanes goes to a cell in the palace to kill Moiraine. He is led to an empty cell and
Anvaere appears. She closes the cell door on him before he can get out. Barthanes says he only
turned to the Dark One to raise their family status. He tries to tell his mother that Moiraine
doesn’t care about her. She will leave and never give another thought about Anvaere. Anvaere
says she knows that, but Moiraine understands two things. The difference between right and
wrong. And how hard it is to do what is right. Barthanes begs her to not tell the Queen, but she
already has. Anvaere leaves and soldiers arrive to guard the door.

Lan visits Logain in the hospital. He offers Logain a key to his cell if he answers a question.
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What does Logain see when he looks at Moiraine? He says he sees thousands of strands weaved
around her, tied into a knot, but nothing is channeled through the strands. Lan starts to leave,
but fails to give Logain the key. He says Logain will be taken to the Tower, where the Brown
sisters will study him.

Nynaeve and Elayne track down a Sul’dam. Nynaeve stops the Sul’dam and shows her the
cuff on her arm. Before the Sul’dam can say anything, Nynaeve puts the a’dam on her. Elayne
then hits the Sul’dam over the head, knocking her out.

Renna comes to Egwene to wash her arms. She says she knows why Egwene fights back. It’s
because no one told her why the Seanchan are there. The Seanchan Empress has one charge —
to unite every person on the planet under the light. The Last Battle is coming and they can only
fight if they stand together. Egwene quietly tells Renna that she will kill her.

While Lanfear burns the city, Verin runs to Rand’s cell to replace Leane. As soon as Leane
leaves, Verin lets go of her shield, releasing Rand. She leads them to the courtyard where Tomas
is waiting. Verin says there is a waygate near the city. She gives them the Oiger map of the city
to find it. Moiraine plans to go to Falme to Toman Head, where the Dragon Reborn is prophesied
to reveal himself. They meet Lan in the courtyard and he leads them to the waygate.

The Amrylin Seat and her trusted sisters link up to put out the fires around Cairhien by
making it rain. Leane Sedai arrives to help, revealing Verin’s betrayal and Rand’s escape. The
Amyrlin Seat says the boy must not be allowed to leave the city and leaves to find them.

Lan tells Moiraine that she is still connected to the One Power. He asks Rand to look at her
with the One Power.

We knew we were headed into a bat-
tle in the finale. But we didn’t know the

White Cloaks would be the first to strike. Led by Geofram Borhald, the White Cloaks’ objective is
to take out the damane at the tower. Only Dain is concerned with the prophecy about Falme and
the Dragon Reborn. In Falme’s greatest time of need, the Dragon will return. Above the watcher
shall the Dragon be proclaimed, bannered across the sky in fire. Geofram says prophecies are
just lies of dead witches.

Lanfear leads the group to a waygate. She pushes only Moiraine and Lan through the gate,
telling Moiraine to throw up the banner when the time comes. Rand is upset with her, but she
knows a faster way to Falme. He has no choice but to trust her. Once in Falme, Lanfear informs
Ishamael that Rand is in Falme. He gets upset because he’s not ready. They need Rand to choose
them, but Ishamael needs more time to prepare. Lanfear also told Rand she would help him kill
Ishamael, revealing her betrayal. They sit quietly together, looking at five large, round sculptures
in the room.
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Nynaeve and Elayne use the a’dam and cuff to get answers about Egwene’s whereabouts.
Their damane is Seta. She tells them that the damane wil be moved to the top of the tower to
fight the White Cloaks. She is also seriously embarrassed that she was collared and begs Nynaeve
not to make her go to the tower. Nyneave seems to enjoy the power of the cuff. She says she can
feel Seta in her mind. She says it’s like a bundle of sensations and all she has to do is push.
Nynaeve makes Seta lead them to the tower, through all of the fighting going on in the streets.

High Lady Suroth sends the damane to the tower. Renna warns Egwene not to disobey her
or she will lose her tongue. Egwene immediately disobeys before they even leave her cell. Renna
cuts off her braid instead.

Ishamael changes up his plans. He sends Paden Fain to turn Mat to the Dark with the ruby
hilted dagger from Shadar Logoth. Mat says he won’t touch it. Paden leaves him in the room alone
to tempt him into touching the dagger, releasing his darkness. Mat is clever though. Mat tears
a piece of the bed frame and moves the dagger to the floor. Then he takes a piece of cloth and
wraps it around the dagger and pole, making a spear. All the while, never touching the dagger.
Then he uses the dagger to burn the lock on the door and escape. Paden is waiting for him, but
gets scared when he realizes Mat didn’t touch the dagger. He runs away as Mat fights off the
Seanchan.

Lan and Moiraine end up on the beach near Falme. They make up and Moiraine lets Lan
back in, strengthening their bond. They discuss the Forsaken. Moiraine says Lanfear, Ishamael
and Lews Therin were inseparable before the War of Power. They were best friends. Lan thinks it
sounds a lot like the kids from the Two Rivers. They come to realize that Lanfear sent them there
for a reason.

Perrin with the Aiel, Aviendha, Bain and Chiad make their way to Falme. They see smoke
approaching and know the day is going to be long. Perrin tells Hopper to stay behind because
the city isn’t safe. Perrin finds Loial and Ingtar as the fight reaches them. Loial has the Horn of
Valere and he wants to find Egwene. Ingtar tries to fight off the Seanchan so the others can get
away and ends up getting killed.

Rand sees Egwene being led to the tower and follows her. Egwene and the other damane are
positioned at the edge of the tower so they can see their targets. Renna gets annoyed that Egwene
won’t attack. Egwene sees the White Cloaks and targets their position. She stops when she sees
the White Cloaks helping the injured. Renna get angry and pulls Egwene to the center of the roof
to punish her in front of the other Sul’dam.

Rand runs into High Lord Turak and his guards. He is greatly outnumbered but channels
the One Power to kill them all at once. Rand enters the tower and makes his way to the top.
Meanwhile Lanfear finds Bayle Domon he is stealing gold from the market. She tells him that
she has six cuendillars, fully intact. She asks Domon to take them to the sea and dump them in
the deepest part. They make plans to meet up later that night.

High Lady Suroth is eager to get involved in the battle. She informs Ishamael that Turak is
dead. He sends her to her boat, with the strongest damane they have. He tells her to wait beneath
the tower for his signal.

Nynaeve, Elyane and Seta walk through the city towards the tower. They get to the stairs
that lead to the tower and something hits the tower. The white cloaks start attacking the tower
with large boulders. One of them hits the top of the tower where Renna is about to punish
Egwene. Geofram orders their archers to attack and rally the townspeople to fight with them.Seta
leads Nynaeve and Elayne up the stairs, but a white cloak kills Seta. The bond with Nynaeve is
disconnected and her cuff falls off. The archer shoots again and hits Elayne in the leg.

Egwene wakes up from the attack and sees a lot of Sul’dam and damanes are dead. Maigan
Sedai is one of them. Her a’dam fell off her neck when she died and lies next to Egwene. Renna
climbs out of the rubble and faces Egwene. Renna blames Egwene for the Sul’dam’s demise
on the tower and starts to hurt Egwene. When she stops the pain, Egwene stands up quickly,
placing the a’dam on Renna’s neck. Renna laughs and calls her stupid, saying the a’dam only
works on women who can channel. Egwene knows that. The a’dam collars Renna.

Egwene figured out that the Sul’dam were able to see the damane’s weave, meaning they were
born with power too, but weaker. Renna tries to hit Egwene, but the cuff stops her and she
falls to the ground in pain. Egwene reminds her of the first rule. She cannot hurt her Sul’dam.
Egwene says the only way Renna is getting out of the collar is if she lets her out. First Renna has
to release Egwene.
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Egwene throws Renna against a pillar and chokes her. Renna says Egwene is still her damane.
She will feel what Renna feels. If Renna dies, Egween will die too. Egwene chokes her until Renna
removes her cuff, releasing the a’dam from Egwene’s neck. Renna tries to plead for her life, but
Egwene chokes her to death. She falls to the ground, exhausted and Rand walks up behind her,
calling to her.

Perrin leads Loial and the Aiel through the city. He stops because he senses someone coming.
Mat runs out of the smoke and straight into Perrin’s arms. The Seanchan are right behind Mat
so they have to run. Perrin, Mat and Loial get to the tower. They know Egwene is up there. Mat
tells Perin that Rand will be there too. Loial says they have to get the horn to Rand, but they
can’t open the box. Mat takes the dagger and uses it to burn the box open. He takes out the horn
as the Seanchan arrive. Perrin and Loial fight them off so Mat can run to Rand.

Egwene is shocked to see Rand. He apologizes for not telling her. Ishamael appears and they
go on the defensive. The Forsaken One throws Egwene to the side as the High Lady Suroth’s
damanes throw a shield on Rand from below the tower. She tells her damane to hold the shield
until they see the signal and then they will gentle the Dragon.

Ishamael tries to convince Rand that they’ve done this before. Rand says he is not Lew Therin
though. So Ishamael blames Rand for Egwene’s situation, saying he abandoned her and made
her a killer. And if Rand keeps fighting, he will turn all of his friends to the Dark, just like he did
in his last life.

In the city below, the White Cloaks start to fight alongside Perrin and Loial until Eamon Valda
sees Perrin. He attacks Perrin, determined to find out what he is. Hopper runs in and attacks
Valda, but Geoform hits the wolf with an ax, killing him. The fight moves without Perrin as he
sees Hopper’s spirit leave his body. Perrin gets angry, picks up an ax and runs toward the fight.
He finds the White Cloak commander and Perrin swings his ax into Geoform’s chest.

Mat is stopped by a troupe of Seanchan. He looks at the horn and decides to blow it. Time
slows down for everyone but Mat. The Heroes of the Horn appear behind Mat. He says he re-
members that he is a Hero of the Horn. One of them is a Sheinaran, Uno, the one who died at
Atuan’s Mill. They all raise their weapons as Mat yells something in another language. The fight
begins and the Heroes are much faster and stronger than the Seanchan. Mat flies through them,
becoming an amazing fighter all of a sudden.

Dain sees Perrin kill his father and rushes at him. Loial pulls Perrin out of the fight. Uno
jumps down from the Tower and throws Dain back. The White Cloaks grab Dain and drag him
away. Perrin and Loial are shocked. Uno tells them not to be surprised that he’s a Hero of the
Horn and hands Perrin a shield. Loial tells him to run to Rand as Uno fights off the Seanchan.

Nynaeve has to push the arrow through Elayne’s leg to get it out. Elayne tells Nynaeve to leave
her behind, but Nynaeve isn’t sure she can channel. Egwene will need her when they get to her.

Ishamael asks Rand to join them and Rand refuses, saying he will never serve the Dark
One. While Ishamael tries to convince Rand that he is exactly like Lews Therin, Mat sneaks up
behind him. Mat throws his spear at Ishamael and the Forsaken One disappears. The dagger hits
Rand in the stomach. Mat rushes to him, apologizing for hurting his friend. Ishamael starts to
channel and steps toward Rand, but Egwene blocks his attack with a powerful shield. Ishamael
is surprised that he can’t penetrate her shield so he keeps throwing fireballs at her.

Moiraine can see the shield coming from the boats, but is unsure who it is shielding. She
thinks it’s Rand and wants to attack the ship to break it. Lan warns her that the people on the
boat could be innocent. Moiraine says she will let a thousand people die if it means Rand will
live. They hear the Seanchan running toward them. Lan prepares to Moiraine while she channels
the One Power.

Egwene is getting weak when Perrin shows up with his shield. He protects her while she
protects Rand. Elayne sits next to Rand and starts to heal his wound, leaving a strange scar
behind. After Rand is healed, Mat tells him to do something, but he can’t because he’s still
shielded.

Moiraine channels all of her power and throws it at the ships in the water, hitting the damanes
first. The shield is lifted and Rand stands up. He takes his sword and walks toward Ishamael,
stabbing him in the heart. Ishamael falls to the ground. He says it’s beautiful and asks if Lews
sees it. Rand asks what he sees. Ishamael turns to ash and says he sees nothing. Moiraine
destroys every boat in the water except for a few that retreat. Moiraine recites the prophecy
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and raises the banner of fire in the form of a dragon. The dragon of fire flies around the tower,
stopping at the top. The people of Falme begin cheering and the bells toll.

Rand walks to the edge of the tower and looks down, proclaiming himself the Dragon Reborn.
The Aiels look up at him and Aviendha calls Rand, Car’a’carn, chief. The Heroes of the Horn
disappear. Lanfear stands with the people, smiling. Egwene, Perrin, Mat, and Nynaeve stand
next to Rand on top of the tower.

After the celebration, Lanfear returns to Ishamael’s room for the cuendillars. She finds them
all broken and Moghedien sitting in the middle of the room, whispering, "softly, softly, in the
shadows." Moghedien says Ishamael released all of them because he had suspicions that Lanfear
would betray him. Lanfear asks where the others are and tries to attack, but Moghedien is
quicker.

Moghedien says Lanfear and Ishamael were always too close to the Dragon. But the rest of
them aren’t. She reminds Lanfear of how she thought Moghedien was too cautious and afraid.
Lanfear warns her that she doesn’t want to fight her. Moghedien says it’s not a fight, but a
warning. She tells Lanfear to stay away from Rand. He’s theirs now. All five of them are theirs.
Moghedien tightens her web on Lanfear before disappearing and releasing her.

Summary: The fate of the world rests on Moiraine and Egwene’s ability to save
Rand al’Thor, the Dragon Reborn, from the corrupting influence of his
immense powers before he is consumed by the Dark One’s taint.

The episode opens with Siuan stand-
ing on the balcony outside her quarters.
Leane tells her it’s time. Moiraine and Lan
watch the White Tower from afar.

Inside, Liandrin learns that Siuan has
summoned her. However, only the Sitters
of each Ajah are allowed to attend. Lian-
drin’s Red Ajah friends vow to support
her regardless of the charges. Ihvon and
Maxim try to accompany Alanna for pro-
tection, but they’re barred from entry.

Meanwhile, Verin Adeleas and Nyomi
track down sacred objects that Siuan

wants them to protect, including a metal cuff that looks suspiciously like what the Seanchan
used to control their damane. Hmm. Elsewhere, Liandrin accuses Siuan of being a traitor, in-
forming the Sitters that Siuan met with Moiraine despite the latter being banished. Siuan also
encountered a man who could channel — Rand al’Thor, the Dragon Reborn. She let him get
away, too.

Siuan denies this as the room fills with gasps. She pivots the attention back to Liandrin,
unveiling her as a Darkfriend and member of the Black Ajah. To prove this, Siuan brings in
Nynaeve. She explains to the room that Nynaeve was sold to the Seanchan by Liandrin. Liandrin
doesn’t repudiate this. Instead, she channels, levitating in the air.

Then, Siuan ensnares Liandrin with fiery gold weaves, calling the latter out for daring to attack
her Sisters. She demands Liandrin to give her the name of every Black Ajah member before she’s
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put to death. Liandrin calls upon her Black Ajah Sisters to join her. Suddenly, we see Sitters
from various Ajahs rise to defend Liandrin. Alanna and Leane flank Siuan as they protect her
from the Black Ajah’s power blasts.

What transpires next is unadulterated bloodshed and violence. Horrified by the display, Ny-
naeve attempts to channel but fails. Next, one Black Ajah strikes one of the pillars, seemingly
falling on Nynaeve.

After this, another Black Ajah chucks large debris at Siuan, knocking her down. This releases
Siuan’s hold on Liandrin, who also falls to the ground. Outside the doors, Maxim and Ihvon try
to join the action to protect Alanna. They butt heads with Tsutama and Galina, members of the
Red Ajah, before a handful of Black Ajah lash out at them.

As it turns out, everyone you think is a hero is really a Darkfriend. This rings true for Nyomi,
who unveils herself as Black Ajah to Verin and Adeleas. Nyomi steals the sacred objects, but
not before zapping their minds via channeling. Meanwhile, Liandrin urges her Black Ajah Sisters
to link with her and combine their abilities. They channel a massive energy pulse, which sends
Alanna and Leane scrambling to protect Siuan. Liandrin and the Black Ajah slip out. Siuan
orders her Daughters to track them down.

Next, Moiraine and Lan stare in horror as the aforementioned blast emanates from the White
Tower. Verin cradles her sister, who’s not doing so hot. While Nyomi’s work doesn’t erase Verin’s
memories, Adeleas isn’t so lucky. "Who are you?" Adeleas asks Verin. Elsewhere, Alanna, Ihvon
and Maxim confront Liandrin, Nyomi and the others. Before this, though, Nyomi informs Liandrin
that she has the artifacts. The plan is to snag a ship and get the hell out of dodge.

Siuan searches for stray Black Ajah through the streets of Tar Valon. She encounters Joiya
and Amico, who kill the Sisters tailing Siuan and restrain our fave Amyrlin Seat. Alanna, Maxim
and Ihvon engage in a bloody skirmish with Liandrin. At one point, Alanna’s Warders stab Lian-
drin through the heart. However, Liandrin conveniently has a former member of the Yellow Ajah
to Heal her.

Liandrin and the Black Ajah knock Alanna into a pair of columns. She orders her Sisters
to flee. Before she departs, though, Liandrin controls a bloody sword with her mind and sends
it in Alanna’s direction. Maxim shields her while Ihvon takes the sword through the chest. He
dies. Maxim tearfully admits he can’t feel Ihvon anymore while Alanna lets out a gut-wrenching
scream as she leans over his body.

Meanwhile, Joiya and Amico send debris from a collapsing bell tower to topple onto Siuan as
they run. Thankfully, Moiraine stops said debris from landing on Siuan. Siuan and Moiraine lock
eyes in an emotionally charged moment before Moiraine leaves. My Siuanraine heart. Inside the
White Tower, Lan finds an unconscious Nynaeve in the wreckage. He cradles her as she slowly
wakes up.

Later, Nynaeve reunites with Egwene, Rand, Perrin and Mat. Rand reveals that Moiraine wants
him to go to Tear next because one of the most powerful sa’angreal is there — Callandor, or, as
Mat rattles off in the Old Tongue, "The Sword That Is Not a Sword." Callandor is located in a
fortress called the Stone of Tear. Whether it can slay a Forsaken or the Dark One remains to be
seen.

Elayne informs the gang that Moiraine wants to chat with them. They join Loial, Aviendha,
Chiad and Bain. Moiraine reveals they’re all sailing for Tear the following morning. It’s not safe for
any of them to remain in Tar Valon. News of the Dragon Reborn appearing in Falme is spreading.
Plus, the Black Ajah striking against the White Tower makes them even more of a collective
sitting duck.

After this, Mat persuades Perrin and Rand to join him for a night on the town. Aviendha and
the other Maidens are hot on Rand’s heels. Rand urges the Aiel trio to leave him be for a spell.
Bain and Chiad insist they must protect Rand and see him safely to the Aiel Waste. Aviendha
is unsure Rand’s cut out to be the Car’a’carn. Firstly, he has yet to face the Trial of Rhuidean.
Rand reminds Aviendha that she refuses to teach him. All she does is stare at him and roll her
eyes.

Meanwhile, Egwene, Nynaeve and Elayne have a girls’ night. Egwene admits that, sometimes,
it feels like she and Rand are growing closer. Other times, however, when Rand touches her,
Egwene sees Renna. It’s clear she’s grappling with the trauma of her abuse at the hands of the
Seanchan. Elsewhere, someone sketches Mat with the Horn of Valere. Perrin and Rand watch
as Mat continues to boast about blowing said Horn. Hey, a little ego boost can’t hurt anybody.
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The lads chat about women. Mat has his sights set on the Aiel trio. Rand discloses he slept with
someone else besides Egwene, but not that, you know, she was a Forsaken.

Next, Verin tells Moiraine and Lan that the Black Ajah stole the Tower’s most powerful
weapons. Verin warns Moiraine about keeping Rand from the Aes Sedai. Also, to keep a watchful
eye on his progress. The madness could take him at any moment. After this, Lan and Moiraine
run into Lanfear, who’s as sleek and stylish as ever. She wants Rand to go to Tear and use
Callandor to protect himself against the other Forsaken.

Interestingly, she and Moiraine are on the same page. Lanfear believes Rand’s friends are
holding him back from becoming the man he’s meant to be. She thinks Moiraine will do what’s
necessary to get rid of them. Once Lanfear vanishes, Lan warns Moiraine not to trust her. She
urges Lan to get his Malkieri blade from the Tower. If she’s wrong about Lanfear, they’ll kill her.

Meanwhile, Egwene and Nynaeve tease Elayne about Aviendha. Besides Perrin, Elayne is the
only person Aviendha is nice to. Siuan arrives, allowing Elayne to relax now, but tomorrow, it’s
back to the Novice whites. Elayne steps out so Siuan can chat with Nynaeve and Egwene. She
encourages them to exercise caution regarding Rand. He could turn on them.

Initially, Egwene refuses to resume her duties as a Novice. That is until she strikes a deal with
Siuan. If the Amyrlin Seat allows her to go through the Arches and become Accepted, Egwene
will return to the Tower. We see Moiraine eavesdropping on their conversation. After this, we see
Egwene step through the Arches during her test.

Lan reunites with Nynaeve, who reassures her that Egwene will do just fine. Nynaeve tells
Lan about what she saw in the Arches — their beautiful child. And, yes, they were happy as a
family. Elsewhere, Elayne and Aviendha get their flirt on. Elayne also reassures Aviendha that
Rand will adjust to his responsibilities to the Aiel people as the Car’a’carn. At the same time,
Loial and Rand recite the prophecies together. Elayne enters the room and dispenses wisdom
about wielding power to Rand.

Next, we see Egwene, Nynaeve and Elayne in gorgeous outfits as they ride horses through
stunning terrain. This is what Egwene sees when she enters the Arches. In this alternate reality,
Egwene is the Amyrlin Seat. They stumble upon Rand, who’s succumbed to the madness. He’s
standing in a river, looking, well, mad. He demands they bow to him. Egwene advises Nynaeve
and Elayne to "steel" themselves. Egwene emerges from the Arches covered in blood.

Meanwhile, Rand and Moiraine chat about next steps. Rand wonders if their trip to Tear and
his retrieving Callandor might be a trap. Perhaps this is what the Forsaken want. Rand admits
he wants to head home to the Two Rivers. Moiraine reminds him that he needs a legitimate army,
not a militia composed of farmers. Rand asserts Moiraine can’t tell him what to do anymore.

Siuan slips the Great Serpent ring on Egwene’s finger. She’s officially an Accepted. Egwene
departs, but not before telling Siuan that her duty is to the Light, not the Tower. Now that she
has the ring, she can come and go as she pleases.

That evening, Lan shows Nynaeve his father’s Malkieri sword. He voices his concern regarding
the Forsaken. They won’t just come for Rand; they’ll come for everyone. Elsewhere, Mat and Loial
slake their thirst with some booze.

Bain and Chiad propose they partake in an Aiel classic game — Maiden’s Kiss. They thrust
their spears at Mat’s throat. The name of the game is kissing. If Mat’s kissing is satisfactory,
Chiad and Bain move their spears away from his throat. However, if it’s a fail, they’ll draw blood
(and perhaps more). Unsurprisingly, Mat’s all in because he loves kissing.

Then, Elayne and Aviendha play their own version of the kissing game. Well, sans blades.
They finally share a smooch. They’re cute. Meanwhile, Egwene dresses Rand’s wound. He asks
her about her venture through the Arches. Egwene remarks that it was terrible. She admits a
version of him was there. But she’s not afraid of Rand. Egwene vows to stay by his side til the
end of the line. While they get intimate, Egwene relives the memory of Renna grabbing her throat.
Despite this, she tells Rand she wants to try.

Next, we see a cloaked stranger descend the stairs behind Moiraine. Nynaeve and Mat hang
out after everyone else has gone to bed. He spreads out his cards and asks if she wants to play.
Nynaeve reminds Mat that she’s still his Wisdom. She can help him. In addition to occasionally
blurting out sentences in the Old Tongue, Mat has insomnia and hears voices in his head. He
even has memories that aren’t his own. Blowing the Horn of Valere changed him.

Egwene has a nightmare about Renna in Falme and Mad Rand from her Arches experience.
Mat becomes entranced by his cards. The figures move to and fro. While he’s distracted, the
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stranger stabs Nynaeve. Egwene wakes again to find an alternate Rand strangling her. Rand
wakes up and tackles Alt Rand. They both tell Egwene to run. More Rands emerge from two
adjacent mirrors.

At the same time, an errant axe flies around the room where Perrin and Loial sleep. It embeds
itself in Perrin before he rips it out of him, sending it flying elsewhere. At one point, Loial throws
it in Bain and Chiad’s direction. At another, the axe almost chokes Chiad, but Loial saves her.
Meanwhile, the stranger incessantly stabs Nynaeve. Mat’s still bewitched by the cards. Moiraine
and Lan listen to the carnage. This is part of their deal with Lanfear — she orchestrated this to
extricate Rand from his friends.

Egwene channels and inadvertently smashes one of the mirrors, which shatters one of the Alt
Rands. Another Alt Rand stabs Egwene in the gut. Realizing it’s the mirrors, Egwene instructs
Rand to break the other mirror. The real Rand channels and does just that. However, he enjoys
channeling a little too much. Egwene urges him to let go. Loial lodges the axe into the floor and
breaks off the handle. Lan overhears Nynaeve call out for him. Unable to stand idly by any longer,
Lan grabs his sword and stabs the stranger. Moiraine emerges and Heals Nynaeve’s wounds.

Later, Moiraine and Lan confront Lanfear. They tell her she went too far. Nynaeve was stabbed
11 times. Moiraine describes the assailant as having gray eyes with blackened fingers. Lanfear
realizes this is a Gray Man. Only one Forsaken can create Gray Men. Lanfear urges Lan and
Moiraine to get Rand out of Tar Valon now.

The following day, Nynaeve and Mat reveal their plans to stay in Tar Valon. Perrin is returning
to the Two Rivers with Loial, Bain and Chiad. Since Loial saved the Maidens’ lives, they’re offering
their protection. Egwene insists she’s sticking with Rand. Lan gives Nynaeve his mother’s ring as
a parting gift, asserting that he wouldn’t want anyone else as his queen.

Aviendha’s accompanying Rand, too. She’s giving him a chance to prove he’s the Car’a’carn.
Rand tells Moiraine they’re not going to Tear, but the Aiel Waste. He’ll amass his army from the
Aiel people to defeat the Shadow.

Elsewhere, Moghedien tortures Jaichim, a Whitecloak. We see her transform him into a Gray
Man, and it ain’t pretty. After this transformation, Moghedien tasks him with finding someone
for her.

She speaks with the leaders of various
houses. We learn that, after a bloody bat-
tle for succession, she’s being crowned
queen. Said leaders kneel before her to
swear fealty. Morgase vows to wipe the
slate clean should they offer their loyalty.

Suddenly, those standing behind the
house leaders slit their throats. Morgase

insists she cannot risk more betrayal and treachery. Now, the killers are declared the leaders of
their respective houses. Elaida crowns Morgase as everyone chants for the new Queen of Andor.

Now, we’re back in the present. Elayne overhears Leane and Verin arguing in the corridor.
Tensions are running high in the White Tower these days. Verin stops by the room Elayne’s
cleaning to remark that her mother’s coronation song is playing. What’s Queen Morgase doing in
Tar Valon? Sure enough, we see the queen with Lord Gaebril, her prince consort, and her sons
Galad and Gawyn. Elaida trails behind them.

Siuan makes the Andor party wait a beat before Leane announces their arrival. We learn that
Elaida is of the Red Ajah. An Aes Sedai has always been among the court of Andor. When Leane
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gets to Gaebril, she blanks temporarily on his name before recollecting her thoughts. This feels
significant to the narrative.

Next, our Amyrlin Seat asks Morgase about the purpose of her visit. Morgase has a one-track
mind — she demands to know what happened to Elayne. Siuan promises to escort Morgase
herself to meet Elayne. Meanwhile, Rand, Egwene, Moiraine, Lan and Aviendha continue their
trek to the Aiel Waste.

Elsewhere, Perrin, Loial, Bain and Chiad arrive in the Two Rivers via the Ways. Loial looks
pretty damn exhausted. As it turns out, if an Ogier is away from their stedding, a disease called
the Longing takes hold. It inevitably kills them. Perrin uses his wolfbrother abilities to sniff out
the arrival of a man and a woman who also used the Ways. They smell like ash.

Later, Elayne reunites with Gaebril and her brothers. Gaebril warns that Morgase has a head
full of steam. She’s not happy. Elayne assumes her brothers are there to train to become Warders,
but Galad and Gawyn reveal that the Queen of Andor wants to take Elayne back to Caemlyn.
Meanwhile, Healers of the Yellow Ajah stand above Mat. They attempt to parse his clouded mind.

After this attempt, Ryma explains to Nynaeve that the Healers’ weave wouldn’t hold. Mat’s
mind is a hot mess. Ryma compares Healing it to bringing someone back from the dead. That
said, they’ll monitor Mat closely. At the same time, Siuan and Morgase head to Elayne’s quarters.
Siuan casts aside her Amyrlin Seat armor for a softer approach, revealing that Elayne is safer
in the Tower than anywhere else. The alliance between the Lion Throne and the White Tower is
crucial to maintaining peace in the West.

Then, Elayne and Morgase reunite. Morgase gets down to brass tacks. She’s here to take
Elayne home. Elayne protests this, insisting she hasn’t had enough time here. She still needs
to go through the Arches. Morgase reveals Elayne will receive an honorary Serpent ring, though.
However, Elayne wants to be the first full Aes Sedai to sit the Lion Throne.

Next, Lan and Rand train with swords while Egwene and Moiraine watch. Moiraine notices
bruising on Egwene’s neck. She asks if Rand is responsible. Egwene brushes her off, insisting
she’s only there to protect Rand. Moiraine asserts they’re on the same side.

Aviendha returns with dinner. She spots Rand’s sword training and wonders why the Car’a’carn
is wasting his time with swords. That’s not the Aiel way. She explains to Egwene and Moiraine
that Aiel prophecy states that the Car’a’carn will save the Aiel people and destroy them. It’s a
two-for-one deal. Wetlanders don’t understand bargain deals like the Aiel.

Later, Perrin, Loial, Bain and Chiad head into Perrin’s village. Home, sweet home. There,
Perrin reunites with Egwene’s mother, Marin. She reveals that much has changed since he and
the others left. Whitecloaks pass through regularly now. Marin insists that Perrin and his pals
must hide with the others. Then, they can leave the following day. Marin leads to the Winespring
Inn to find Alanna and Maksim in hiding. It’s a small world, after all.

Elsewhere, Morgase asks Elaida for intel. Elaida reveals that something awful happened in the
White Tower — enough to make everyone stand on edge. Support for Siuan is wavering among
some Sitters. At the same time, Leane and Verin warn Siuan about Elaida. Many Aes Sedai still
support her. After all, Elaida lost the Amyrlin Seat to Siuan years ago. Elaida is very good at
digging for information.

Then, our trio meets with Min, who’s posing as a servant. Verin has Min infiltrating powerful
circles in the Tower to gather info. Siuan asks Min about her visions. Min reveals that a signif-
icant battle is on the horizon for the White Tower, culminating in the deaths of countless Aes
Sedai. Meanwhile, Mat has fun with a gal pal impressed by his Horn (not a euphemism). Her
friend arrives to inform them about Galad and Gawyn fighting shirtless.

Mat ventures out of his quarters to watch the spectacle. He’s unimpressed, but all the other
Novices are swooning. Nynaeve and Elayne are also there. After the show, Elayne and Nynaeve
meet Siuan in her chambers. Siuan tasks Nynaeve and Elayne with rooting out the rest of the
Black Ajah in the Tower. Liandrin undoubtedly left a few members behind in her wake. Siuan
admits it’s challenging to trust even her most trustworthy advisors like Leane and Verin. However,
she knows Nynaeve and Elayne are uncorrupted. Elayne will also go through the Arches that
night.

Elayne informs Nynaeve about her upcoming departure. Morgase is there to take her home.
Her duty is to the Lion Throne. Nynaeve reminds Elayne that her test is fast approaching, though.
She storms off in silence.
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Later, Marin tells Perrin that the Whitecloaks are looking for him. Dain Bornhald is on the
hunt for Perrin after the latter killed his father, Geofram, in Falme. Alanna and Maksim reveal
they were attacked by Trollocs. Trollocs have returned to the area, which is fun. Perrin insists
that if the Whitecloaks are after him, he’ll turn himself in to save the village.

Meanwhile, Egwene dreams about her traumatic experience in Falme. Renna chokes her,
spitting blood into her mouth. While Egwene has a bona fide nightmare, Rand and Lanfear get
cozy in his dream. Lanfear wonders why Rand isn’t going to Tear anymore. It’s hard to protect
him if she can’t find him. Lanfear insults Egwene, which Rand doesn’t like. She believes Egwene
will see Rand for who he really is.

Back in Egwene’s nightmare, we see Renna is actually Lanfear. She continues choking Eg-
wene. Suddenly, Egwene finds herself in the Aiel Waste, where she meets Bair, who tells her she
shouldn’t be there. Egwene wakes up. Rand comforts her, reminding her she endured so much
trauma while with the Seanchan.

Later, Mat and Min reunite. I love their banter together. Min laughs as Mat listens to Galad and
Gawyn have sex with his lady friends. It’s torture for him. Min reveals that Siuan wants to meet
Mat, and to bring the Horn of Valere with him. At the same time, Elayne tries on her mother’s
crown. Gaebril enters, complimenting her new look. He discloses the situation in Caemlyn. It’s
not good. The line of succession to the Lion Throne is under threat.

Next, Mat boasts about blowing the Horn to the Amyrlin Seat. Initially, Siuan humors him.
However, she reveals that once he dies, the Horn passes to someone else. So, proclaiming loudly
about blowing it to everyone within earshot and getting his portrait painted with it might not be
wise. Someone might try to kill him for it. Siuan takes the Horn of Valere off Mat’s hands before
regaling him with a tale about her heroic uncle. Will Mat be a hero? Mat doesn’t view himself as
one.

Meanwhile, Elayne tells Morgase she plans to stay in the White Tower. She insists her devotion
is to the Lion Throne, but she wants to earn it like Morgase did. Plus, she can fortify the alliance
between Andor and the White Tower. Morgase honors her daughter’s wishes. Elsewhere, Moiraine
urges Rand to channel. He must do this as the Dragon Reborn. Rand explains that channeling is
simultaneously sweet and poisonous to him in a terrific monologue. We see weaves encircle his
forearm, both black and fiery gold in color.

Later, Siuan wishes Morgase safe travels as the latter returns home. Morgase informs our
Mother that Elayne’s brothers will remain at the Tower to begin their Warder training. Elaida will
also stay. Siuan remarks that an Aes Sedai advisor has been in Andor for 1,000 years. Morgase
insists that the Tower needs all the strength it can muster. And who is stronger than the woman
who almost bested Siuan for the Amrylin Seat?

Next, our traveling crew finally reaches the Aiel Waste. However, they run into trouble. Aviendha
demands to know who told the Aiel of their arrival. Suddenly, they’re beset by an Aiel clan, in-
cluding Bair and Rhuarc, the clan chief of the Taardad Aiel. Egwene recognizes Bair from her
dream.

Summary: Nynaeve and Elayne are given a deadly mission. Perrin learns the con-
sequences of his rage. Lanfear begins to play a dangerous game.

The episode opens with Lanfear meeting
with Gaebril, aka Rahvin, and Sammael.
Yes, Gaebril is a Forsaken. He infiltrated
Queen Morgase’s court and implanted
false memories about his being Morgase’s
prince consort for a decade. Lanfear gets
down to brass tacks. Moghedien is a ris-
ing threat. She’s creating Gray Men, for
starters. Lanfear proposes the other For-
saken unite to take her out. She adds
that Moghedien is a coward and should
be easy to target. Sammael is unsure of
this, questioning why Lanfear hasn’t been

deemed Nae’blis if she has the Dark One’s ear.
Rahvin declares he’ll take this discussion to the other Forsaken, who are offended that Lanfear

didn’t invite them to this reunion. Sammael and Rahvin poke fun at Lanfear for her carrying a
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torch for Rand and Lews Therin before that. After Lanfear and Sammael depart, Moghedien
emerges from the shadows. She hangs on Lanfear calling her a "coward." She’s in cahoots with
Rahvin.

Later, Verin asks Nynaeve and Elayne to interrogate Joiya and Amico, the two Black Ajah who
tried to kill Siuan in the premiere. Elayne admits that while an Aes Sedai cannot lie, she and
Nynaeve, who are just Accepted, can. Nynaeve and Elayne tell Joiya that if she doesn’t cooperate,
they’ll kill her. They want Joiya and Amico to reveal the other names of the Black Ajah members
in the White Tower.

Amico admits that no one knows much outside the purview of their Heart. A Heart is a col-
lection of three Black Ajah sisters. A member of a Heart is only aware of one other Black Ajah
outside said Heart. Liandrin was Amico’s contact. Amico confesses that Liandrin is going to Tear
to retrieve Callandor for a Forsaken. However, Joiya has a different story. She claims Liandrin is
searching for Mazrim Taim, the False Dragon, in Saldaea.

Meanwhile, Elaida sits at her vanity in her chambers. She notices the very visible shaking in
her hand. Elaida knocks items off her vanity before calling for her maid. Min appears, volun-
teering to help Elaida dress for the day. Elsewhere, Nynaeve and Elayne are aware that Joiya
and Amico lied to them. So, where is Liandrin? Nynaeve shows Elayne where Liandrin kept her
infirm son, although the room is now empty. They discover a peculiar symbol painted on the
floorboards beneath the bed.

Next, Elaida asks Leane and Verin for a private audience with the Amyrlin Seat. They deny
her request, citing that only Sitters can do such a thing. Elaida would need to bring a Sitter from
her Ajah to make this request on her behalf. So, Elaida visits Tsutama, the Highest of the Red
Ajah. She brings gifts for her and Galina. Tsutama sees through Elaida’s posturing and asks why
she’s really there.

Elaida believes the Red Ajah deserves to rise through the ranks once more. They should be
on top. She proposes they cast a vote regarding their next move, which should be to cage Rand
al’Thor, the Dragon Reborn. Tsutama reveals they have better things to do like re-earn the trust
of their Sisters. Elaida doesn’t like that answer.

Meanwhile, Rand, Egwene, Moiraine, Lan and Aviendha fall in with the Taardad clan. Rand
asks how Rhuarc and his people found them, but Rhuarc explains that that’s "Wise Ones’ busi-
ness." Moiraine asks about the Wise Ones; however, Rhuarc provides the same response. Egwene
points out Bair as the woman from her dream. Bair corrects her — Egwene was in her dream.

Suddenly, the group stumbles upon a gory scene. It looks like Tuatha’an and Rhuarc suspects
that the Shaido clan is behind it. If this is the case, they must get to Rhuidean ASAP for Rand’s
test. In the Two Rivers, Perrin buries his broken wedding ring in Laila’s grave. Alanna observes
him. They trade stories about how they respectively mourn those they lose. Alanna wears Ihvon’s
ashes on her face, while Perrin reveals that trees grow in the graves of the dead. It’s a beautiful
scene.

Meanwhile, Bain and Chiad try to get Loial to play Maiden’s Kiss. He looked horrified by it in
Tar Valon, so he’s gonna pass on it. Then, they try to get Maksim to participate, but he denies
them, too. It’s not his first time, though. However, he’s mourning the only man he ever loved —
Ihvon.

Perrin and Alanna return with news of an unknown group’s impending arrival. Alanna urges
everyone to head upstairs for safety. When the group enters the inn, they inform Marin about
Whitecloaks arresting Mat’s mother, Natti, and his sisters, Bode and Eldrin. Why? Because
Natti’s husband helped Perrin’s family escape. Lord Luc, the leader of the group, and Faile, the
sort of second-in-command, meet Perrin. Luc and his crew are hunting for the Horn of Valere.

Elsewhere, Eamon Valda asks Dain to let him question the Cauthons. He’ll undoubtedly make
them disclose where Natti’s husband took Perrin’s family. Dain rejects this, claiming there are
other ways to bring Perrin to them. We see Natti, Bode and Eldrin in a cage. Dain reveals he sent
reinforcements to deal with the growing Trollocs problem, but if Perrin doesn’t arrive before then,
the Cauthons will be at Eamon’s whim.

Then, Min visits Mat in the latter’s quarters. Mat is still furious with Min. Min reveals Ishamael
was going to take away her visions. Freedom was within her grasp. However, she chose Mat
instead. Elsewhere, Nynaeve and Elayne research the symbol they found. It’s not one symbol; it’s
two — one painted where one died, and the other where they were born. It hails from Tanchico.
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Elayne muses that Liandrin is from Tanchico. She adds that Joiya and Amico didn’t mention the
powerful items Nyomi stole, the ones Verin was cataloging.

Nynaeve discovers sketches of the cuffs and collar the Seanchan used to control damane.
However, these look older. Elayne notes the proximity between Falme and Tanchico. The latter is
where the Seanchan hailed from centuries ago. Nynaeve believes Liandrin is in Tanchico search-
ing for the matching collar since Nyomi took the cuffs. Suddenly, a stranger fires an arrow at
Nynaeve and Elayne. Nynaeve knocks Elayne down to protect her. Elayne channels a weave in
the stranger’s direction before the latter flees.

However, the stranger is actually dead in the corridor, and he was a Gray Man. Moghedien
is behind this. Verin stumbles upon the scene. After Elayne and Nynaeve excuse themselves,
Nynaeve persuades Elayne to leave with her for Tanchico that night. It’ll be safer than the Tower.

Meanwhile, in Tanchico, Liandrin, Nyomi and the other Black Ajah members crash a wedding
ceremony. It’s between the great-grandson of Liandrin’s husband and a very young girl. The Black
Ajah kills everyone there after Liandrin rips out the groom’s heart. They leave the bride alive.
Liandrin asks Nyomi to erase the girl’s memories to protect her. Liandrin was in this situation as
a child, so she feels for the girl.

Later, Elaida reveals she knows Min is a Seer. Elaida is also a Seer. However, her foretellings
are less frequent than Min’s visions. Years ago, Elaida had a vision that Andor would play a
crucial role in the Last Battle. Instead of sitting on her hands, though, Elaida helped Morgase
win her crown and end the succession war for the Lion Throne. Min points out Elaida’s bracelet,
asking if it’s a foretelling. "Of a sort," Elaida replies.

She adds that she knows Verin and Leane placed Min in her room as a spy. Elaida asks if this
discussion can stay between them, which Min vows to uphold. Elaida reveals the Highest of the
Red Ajah will call for a vote in the Hall of the Sitters. According to Elaida, Siuan will lose, and
the Red Ajah will refocus the Tower on its original mission: to cage the Dragon Reborn.

Elsewhere, Bair tells Egwene that it’s been a long time since the White Tower produced a
Dreamwalker (aka Egwene herself). Bair notes that she and Melaine are the only Dreamwalkers
among the Wise Ones. She also points out Egwene’s bruising. Egwene mentions what Moiraine
told her about injuries inflicted in dreams following her to the waking world.

Bair asks about the assailant, Renna, but Egwene responds that she’s dead. "If she can hurt
you, then this woman in your dream is alive," Bair says. Uh-oh. Bair vows to teach Egwene what
she knows after they arrive in Rhuidean. Meanwhile, Rand tells Lanfear to stop bringing him to
the inn in Cairhien, where they had sex (when she was pretending to be Selene). Lanfear admits
that Rand was right to steer clear of Tear and Callandor.

That said, she reveals there’s a way to escape her Dark Oaths if the Dark One is killed. There’s
a sa’angreal as strong as Callandor — the Sakarnen. If they use it with Callandor, perhaps it
could kill the Dark One. However, upon Rand rejecting her advances, Lanfear regrets telling him
this. She vanishes.

Next, Lan and Moiraine join Bair and Melaine for a nice steamy spa night. The Aiel duo
explains that Rhuidean is where men go to become clan chiefs and women to become Wise Ones.
If Rand is the Car’a’carn, he, too, will venture into Rhuidean. Moiraine asks what’ll happen to
Rand if he becomes the Car’a’carn, but Bair and Melaine remain tight-lipped.

After this, Lan points out Melindhra, a woman who seems interested in Moiraine. He encour-
ages Moiraine to have some fun with Melindhra. "Do you think a night with her would make me
happy?" Moiraine asks. Lan doesn’t see why it would hurt. However, Melindhra wants to chat
with Lan. He spies a familiar tattoo on her back.

Lan asks who she is, remarking that Aiel don’t have tattoos, let alone the Golden Crane of
Malkier. Melindhra reveals she was only a girl when the Blight took Malkier. She escaped, and
then a Wise One took her in. She admits she would break her spears and follow Lan if it meant
restoring Malkier to its former glory. Lan reminds her that Malkier is gone. Melindhra insists
that as long as they’re around, Malkier lives.

That night, Marin defends Perrin’s return to the villagers. The Two Rivers defends its own;
it always has and always will. Alanna finds Maksim upstairs in the inn. Maksim asks Alanna
to turn off their bond. She reminds him that there are Trollocs and Whitecloaks everywhere,
danger lurking around every corner. He’s upset that Alanna inexplicably feels nothing for Ihvon’s
murder. Alanna insists she’s trying to protect herself because Maksim is drowning in his grief.
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Downstairs, Faile and Perrin chat for a spell. She claims she came here looking for the Horn,
which garners a chuckle from Perrin (but he doesn’t tell her the truth). They flirt a bit. Loial sits
across from Perrin. Perrin reveals he plans to rescue Natti and Mat’s sisters. He promised Mat
he would protect them.

Meanwhile, Min has a vision of Mat swinging from a noose before a red doorway. She doesn’t
disclose this to him, though. Mat sees the panic on Min’s face and tries to pacify her, but she
flees. Galad steps in, thinking Mat is harming Min. Mat tells him off.

Leane visits the Red Ajah quarters. She tells Tsutama that Siuan wants our Highest to send
seven of her best Sisters to track down Mazrim Taim, who still evades them. Elaida remarks that
the Highest cannot leave the Tower now. Leane urges Tsutama to meet with Siuan to discuss the
plan. The tracking party will depart that night. Elaida asks Galina who will replace Tsutama as
the Highest while she’s gone. Saldaea is on the other side of the world, after all. Galina agrees
with Elaida; the Red Ajah needs a new Sitter.

Then, Perrin gives a rousing speech about the village sticking together to ward off the threats
posed by the Trollocs and Whitecloaks. He’s becoming quite the leader. At the same time, Galad
and Gawyn tease Mat while the latter practices with a quarterstaff. Nynaeve arrives to bid farewell
as she and Elayne are departing for Tanchico. Mat invites himself along, believing Nynaeve can
help his mind issues.

Galad misinterprets an interaction between Mat and Nynaeve, assuming Mat is bothering her
(well, he kinda was). Mat challenges the royal brothers, armed only with his quarterstaff. Two
marks each says he can best them. Sure enough, Mat channels the strength he acquired from
blowing the Horn of Valere to beat their asses with a stick.

After this, Faile and Perrin chat about his leadership while he works in the forge. Once a
blacksmith, always a blacksmith. Elsewhere, Min watches from afar as Nynaeve, Mat and Elayne
sneak out of the Tower to their ship. She follows them.

Next, Liandrin paints the Tanchico symbol on the floor, reciting, "From where you died, to
where you were born." We see flashbacks to a young Liandrin cradling her son in that room.
Liandrin returns to the others, where Nyomi researches the cuff from the White Tower. Liandrin
remarks that the cuffs and collar are used to control a man. Somewhere in Tanchico is the
matching collar. Liandrin wants to collar the Dragon Reborn.

We see Moghedien among the Black Ajah sisters, working undercover as a servant.

Summary: Rand faces the forgotten history of his family as Moiraine learns the
devastating truth of her future.

The episode opens with Lan engaging
Rand in sword training in the Three-
fold Land. Moiraine observes from afar.
Egwene tells Moiraine about a popular
saying in the Two Rivers (and here): "A
watched pot never boils."

Later, Moiraine and Egwene sit with
the Wise Ones, Bair and Melaine.
Moiraine asks the Wise Ones how they
knew our heroes were coming. Bair ad-
mits it’s easier for them to see what’s al-
ready happening or beginning to happen
than what will occur. Melaine adds they

didn’t see Egwene, though.
Bair reveals that since Rand is here, if he survives Rhuidean, some of the Aiel will also live.

"If you had not come, you would have died," Melaine tells Moiraine. Melaine also begins to say
that if Moiraine doesn’t go through Rhuidean, she will die, but she stops herself. Moiraine isn’t
supposed to know this.

Outside but still in the camp, Aviendha scolds Rand for handling a sword, especially this close
to Rhuidean. Rand reminds her that Aiel don’t touch swords. So, is he Aiel or not? Aviendha
knocks down Rand, her spear hovering near his throat. Then, she sets her sights on Lan. Her
warning includes him. What transpires next is a fun fight sequence of Aviendha versus Lan,
culminating with Lan snagging one of her spears.

However, Bair puts a stop to the friendly fire. She and Melaine remind Aviendha that she’s
destined to be a Wise One, not a Maiden of the Spear. Bair admits she, too, resisted her fate ini-
tially, but she came around to it. Bair takes Aviendha’s spears and breaks them. Then, Aviendha
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strips off her warrior look. She asks for permission to enter Rhuidean, which Bair and Melaine
grant. Aviendha leaves.

After this, Moiraine asks Rand if he plans to venture into Rhuidean. The conversation pivots to
Moiraine’s intentions. Rand doesn’t trust her and believes she’s only in this for herself. Moiraine
insists she’s dedicated her life to protecting him. She won’t sit idly by while he puts his head on
the chopping block.

The following day, Rand asks Rhuarc if he’s entered Rhuidean. All clan chiefs and Wise Ones
must pass the test. He shows Rand his sick dragon tattoo. Pretty cool of Rhuidean to offer free
tattoos. While clan chiefs who emerge from the City in the Clouds get one tattoo, the Car’a’carn
will boast two. Our crew arrives on the edge of Rhuidean before they encounter the Shaido.
Sevanna, a Wise One, interacts with Bair and Rhuarc.

Then, both clans gather under a tent to discuss why they’re near Rhuidean. Sevanna reveals
she married her late husband’s son, who is now in Rhuidean. Couladin declares that if his
brother fails, he’ll go in next. Bair reminds Couladin that he must ask the question first, though.

Rand steps forward, asking Bair and Melaine for permission to enter Rhuidean. They grant
it much to Couladin’s anger, who only sees Rand as a Wetlander. Couladin lunges at Rand, but
Rhuarc and Bair stop him. Moiraine also asks to venture into Rhuidean and receives approval.
Egwene tries to accompany Rand, but the Wise Ones remind her that her path differs from our
Dragon Reborn.

Bair and Melaine prepare our duo for their trial. Moiraine will enter three rings, which will
show her thousands of different futures. Rand, on the other hand, will move through the glass
columns, walking in the footsteps of his ancestors. Each step forward is a step back in time.
Outside the city, the Wise Ones ask Rand and Moiraine to remove their weapons. It’s so funny
that a powerful Aes Sedai has several blades on her person.

Once in the city proper, Moiraine notes the towering statues don’t seem to be of Aiel origin.
She also observes the "dry fog," remarking that she can occasionally see threads of the One Power
before they vanish. After this, Rand and Moiraine encounter the Tree of Life or Avendesora. It’s
believed to be almost 3,000 years old. Moiraine explains that the Aiel entrusted a sapling to
Cairhien hundreds of years ago. Unfortunately, her uncle Laman cut down the tree to construct
his throne.

This led to the Aiel War — the Aiel came over the Spine to kill Laman for breaking his oath to
protect the Avendesora. They finally tracked him down on the slopes of Dragonmount ... where
Rand’s mother gave birth. Rand realizes he and Moiraine have been connected since before he
was born. He admits she shouldn’t have tagged along with him into Rhuidean.

Then, our pair go their separate ways. Moiraine ventures off in search of the rings while
Rand commences his journey through the glass columns. There, he spies Muradin, Sevanna’s
husband. He’s not doing so hot. As Rand moves through the glass columns, a gust of wind
nearly knocks him over. Then, Rand’s hurtled back in time. We see his Aiel father, Janduin, on
Dragonmount during the Aiel War. He gets stabby-stabby with his spear as he takes out his
enemies.

Unfortunately, he discovers Rand’s mother is dead. He tells the shade of his heart that he
killed Laman before he learns from another warrior that baby Rand is missing. Uh-oh. Then,
Rand forges ahead in the glass columns. This time, he ventures further into the past. We see his
ancestor, a clan chief, preparing to enter Rhuidean. Once inside, he and the other clan chiefs
meet an older Aes Sedai, Latra, who pulls what looks like a glowing orb — the Sakarnen — from
the Avendesora.

She explains that the last true Aiel are all dead now — the people who built this city and
planted this tree. She adds that there’s too much these men don’t know. Basically, it’s time to
peruse what Ancestry.com has to offer and learn about their ancestors. Whoever cannot learn
will not live. Latra also reveals that the one who will lead the Aiel will come later, "of the blood
but not raised of the blood."

Then, Latra uses the Sakarnen to create the glass columns. She urges the clan chiefs to walk
in the footsteps of their ancestors and learn why the Aes Sedai call the Aiel "oathbreakers." After
this, Rand takes another step forward, hurling himself further into the past. We see a young man
who looks an awful lot like Rand — Lewin. Lewin and his friends, Alijha and Charlin, marvel at
the Avendesora sapling.
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We learn that Lewin and the Aiel are there to build a city in the desert. Lewin’s mother tells
him that a group of bandits kidnapped his and Alijha’s sisters. Older Adan refuses to let the boys
save the girls. Lewin won’t accept that, though. He and his friends break into the bandits’ camp
that night to retrieve the girls.

Unfortunately, Lewin and his pals resort to violence, killing the bandits. Charlin takes a blade
to the stomach and dies. As these Aiel follow the Way of the Leaf, murder is a huge no-no.
Lewin and Alijha return the following morning, carrying Charlin’s body, with their sisters in tow.
Lewin’s mother and Older Adan know what this means — Lewin and Alijha are no longer Aiel.
Lewin’s mother tearfully claims she doesn’t recognize him, ordering him to turn away from her.

Alijha wonders what they’ll do now. Lewin claims they’ll protect their clan. They’ll do what
their loved ones cannot do. Meanwhile, in Rhuidean, Moiraine senses a powerful presence. She
stands before the Avendesora and channels, which removes the vines concealing the Sakarnen.
She pockets it.

Next, Moiraine stumbles upon the three rings. She spies Aviendha, who’s levitating and slowly
spinning in the air inside one of the rings. Aviendha is screaming. It doesn’t look like fun.
Moiraine steps inside the ring opposite her and is thrust into the air, slowly spinning as countless
futures unfold before her at breakneck speed. In one future, Moiraine sits on the floor of Siuan’s
childhood fishing hut.

In another future, Moiraine, now the Amyrlin Seat, looms above Rand in the Hall of the
White Tower. Moiraine kills him. Then, in another, Moiraine releases Lan from their bond. In yet
another, Moiraine and Rand bond together as the latter becomes her Warder. Lan is on fire, and
Moiraine puts it out. Moiraine, as the Amyrlin Seat, cradles Rand in her arms in the Aiel Waste
as he dies. In another future, Moiraine, still the Amyrlin Seat, kills Rand in the Waste with Lan
by her side. Next, in a different future, Moiraine swears herself to the Dragon Reborn in what
looks like Emond’s Field.

Meanwhile, in the glass columns, Muradin screams in agony as Rand moves past him. Further
into the past, Janduin searches for his grandson Adan among the mayhem and burning wreckage
from an attack by bandits. Janduin is the clan chief. Sulwin claims they can’t continue like this.
Janduin addresses her in the Old Tongue, claiming they bury their dead and move on. When
Adan is older, he says this to Lewin.

Janduin reassures Sulwin that the others will come; they’ll meet them across the Spine. His
daughter dreamt it. Sulwin declares the rest of the clan is going south. Now that the Aes Sedai
have killed the last male channeler, peace is settling across the land. Adan refuses to leave his
grandfather’s side.

After the others depart, Adan helps Janduin bury the dead. Janduin reveals that Adan’s
mother dreamed of a city in the desert — a haven for the Aiel. We see the sapling in Janduin’s
wagon, which Adan will oversee when he’s older. Adan asks how they’ll get across the Spine.
Janduin begins pulling the wagon. "Together," he responds.

As Rand moves through the glass columns, we see another of his ancestors. This time, from
before the Breaking of the World. Rand’s ancestor meets a young Latra and Solinda. He informs
Latra in the Old Tongue that every wagon has a tree — cuttings from the Chora — and a pot.
These are for the Aiel.

Before he leaves, Latra gives Rand’s ancestor the Sakarnen. Solinda protests this, reminding
Latra that it’s too precious. Latra explains to the man what the Sakarnen is and its male compo-
nent, Callandor. He vows to care for what she’s given into their charge until the Aes Sedai want
it again. Latra encourages him and his people to continue moving until they find a place of safety
and peace.

Then, Latra addresses the other Aiel behind Rand’s ancestor, urging them to keep these oaths
and uphold the Way of the Leaf. After this, he places the Sakarnen in a sapling inside his wagon.
His partner, Comran, asks if he’s afraid. "All will be well," Rand’s ancestor chants, almost more
so to soothe his nerves. "And all manner of things will be well." If you recall, we heard Older Adan
say this to Lewin’s mother in the other flashback.

Now, it gets increasingly more difficult for Rand to trudge through the glass columns. Muradin
screams behind him, blood pouring from his eyes. Another step sends Rand into the past. This
time, he’s an Aiel man watching Aiel servants work in the field as they sing in the Old Tongue.
He’s in a massive globe that hangs in the sky.
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Mierin Sedai, aka Lanfear, remarks that it’s a beautiful song. Rand’s ancestor reveals his
family is from here. They still farm these fields. Mierin encourages him to visit them. He insists
he can do it tomorrow; today is too important to Mierin. We learn Mierin discovered the thinnest
part of the Pattern. She hopes to find what’s on the other side.

Mierin adds that true power awaits them, which can be wielded by men or women. Anyone,
anywhere, can have access to this power. After their chat, Rand’s ancestor joins the other ser-
vants in the field. Suddenly, a crackle whips through the air as a hole appears in the floating
globe. It malfunctions and crashes to the ground, sending the Aiel servants scrambling for safety.
Rand’s ancestor stays to watch, in shock. Cracks form in the sky above. Is this Mieren tearing
open the Dark One’s prison?

Later, Rand relives all these lives, sees his ancestors as they were, before collapsing outside
the glass columns. He made it. The dragon tattoos materialize on both his forearms. Once he
wakes up, he finds Aviendha unconscious on the ground. After she stirs, she instantly clocks
his new ink. He’s officially the Car’a’carn. He asks about Moiraine. Aviendha responds that she’s
still inside the rings.

Aviendha returns to the tents, but Rand refuses to leave without Moiraine. Meanwhile, Moiraine
continues to see various unsettling futures. In one, Lanfear, with our other heroes as Forsaken,
corner Moiraine in the Ways. Lanfear slits her throat. Then, in another, Moiraine and Rand get it
on in bed. After this, Moiraine and Lanfear are intimate until the latter chokes her.

In yet another future, Lanfear kills Moiraine in the White Tower. Then, Lanfear slices Moiraine’s
throat in the streets of Tar Valon. Lanfear also kills Moiraine in myriad ways in the Aiel Waste.

Elsewhere, Lan and Egwene wait outside for Moiraine and Rand to return from Rhuidean. We
learn they’ve been gone for a week, but Aviendha returned two days prior. Egwene proposes they
go in after them, but Lan reminds her that Rand and Moiraine wanted them to stay.

Finally, Rand carries an unconscious Moiraine from their sojourn in the City in the Clouds.
They both desperately need moisturizer. Lan takes Moiraine into his arms after she regains
consciousness. Rand and Egwene embrace.

Summary: Egwene learns Rand’s dark secret. Perrin stages a daring rescue. Ny-
naeve, Elayne, Mat, and Min hunt the Black Ajah.

The episode opens with Moiraine wield-
ing Sakarnen. She puts on quite the
light show. After a spell, she collapses in
Lan’s arms, simultaneously drained and
euphoric. Even Lan describes the sen-
sation as euphoric, but it also elicits a
deep hunger and thirst. Lan wants to
know what Moiraine saw in the rings in
Rhuidean. She doesn’t respond.

Later, Rand, Egwene, Moiraine, Lan,
Bair, Melaine, Aviendha and Rhuarc are
on the move. Egwene asks Bair and
Melaine if the other clan chiefs will de-

clare Rand as the Car’a’carn. Bair reveals they only communicate with the clans’ Wise Ones in
the Dream. However, they’ll urge their chiefs to meet Rand at Alcair Dal.

Unfortunately, Sevanna and Couladin of the Shaido rejected Rand as the Car’a’carn. Aviendha
remarks that their rejection is unsurprising, though. She still doesn’t see Rand as one of the Aiel.
Bair orders her to stay with Rand 24/7 to teach him their ways. It’s part of her training to become
a Wise One. Then, the crew arrives at Cold Rocks Hold, the seat of the Taardad clan.
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In the village, they meet Rhuarc’s other wife, Lian. They also meet Rhuarc’s greatdaughter,
Alsera. Alsera approaches Rand and asks him point-blank if he’s the Car’a’carn. Rand shows her
his sick dragon tattoos. Then, he plays with Alsera and the other clan kids. Bair urges Egwene
to join her and Melaine as they walk the Dream.

Then, in the White Tower, Siuan reads a letter and smiles. She sniffs it. Is this an old letter
from Moiraine? I think so. Elaida marches into Siuan’s quarters. She ridicules the styling of it. I
didn’t know Elaida was moonlighting as an interior designer. Elaida finally stops beating around
the bush to reveal why she’s there. She’s calling for a vote in the Hall to cage the Dragon Reborn.

Siuan smoothly fires back that Elaida surely has a better handle on Hall proceedings now
than the last time the two duked it out there. Someone get Elaida some aloe vera for that burn.
Meanwhile, Verin gives her sister, Adeleas, tea.

Siuan and Leane pay them a visit. Verin relays intel about the Black Ajah. They run in groups
of three, called Hearts. Each member harbors one separate contact in another Heart to prevent
them from revealing them all. However, Liandrin was connected to four Hearts. That means there
are at least 12 members, and since 11 attacked the White Tower that fateful day, that means at
least one unknown member remains.

Next, Siuan reveals she wants to know if Elaida is of the Black Ajah. The trio decides to lure
her to the 13th Depository, where Joiya and Amico are being held. In Emond’s Field, Alanna and
Maksim adjust to their new surroundings. Maksim tries to persuade Alanna to venture off to
greener pastures. Why are they in the Two Rivers to begin with?

Faile, Bain and Chiad return from scouring the surrounding area to reveal where Natti Cau-
thon and her daughters are. She tells Perrin that they should rescue them from the White Cloaks
that night. Meanwhile, in Cold Rocks Hold, our visitors enjoy Aiel cuisine. Melindhra feeds Lan
a delicacy that literally bites your throat upon swallowing. Lovely. Aviendha tries to school Rand
on Aiel social interactions.

As for Egwene, she joins the Wise Ones for her first sojourn into Tel’aran’rhiod. Bair informs
her that anyone can touch Tel’aran’rhiod, but few can enter it. Channelers and non-channelers
alike can possess the skill of Dreamwalking. Also, death in the Dream means death on the
physical plane. Melaine reveals that Egwene will know it’s time to return when the brass pin
drops.

Once in Tel’aran’rhiod, Melaine and Bair tell Egwene that she must control her thoughts.
Suddenly, armor materializes on Egwene’s body because she feels unsafe. Egwene seizes hold
of her thoughts to restore her clothing. Bair adds that the woman who stalks Egwene’s dreams
can be expelled from them. If Egwene believes the woman doesn’t belong there, well, she doesn’t
belong there.

Then, Egwene winds up in a marketplace that resembles Tar Valon. However, she’s not alone.
Lanfear appears. She lifts Egwene in the air by the throat. Thankfully, Egwene returns to the
physical plane, where Bair and Melaine await her. They realize she’s being stalked by a Forsaken
or, as the Aiel call them, the Shadowsouled.

Later, Elaida tries to enlist Alviarin as an ally. Alviarin normally supports Siuan’s decisions,
but that’s because Siuan has exercised logic. The White Ajah is all about the truth. Elaida won-
ders where the White Ajah would fall if she could prove the Amyrlin Seat has made detrimental
choices. After this, Elaida reunites with Adeleas, who’s being escorted by an Accepted. Elaida
urges the Accepted to get lost.

Next, Elaida learns from Adeleas about the Sisters being held captive in the 13th Depository.
The Accepted informs Leane and Verin that Elaida took the bait.

Meanwhile, Nynaeve doesn’t take too kindly to the sea. She vomits in a bucket while Elayne
gives her and Mat a history lesson. They’ve been locked in a room on this ship for two weeks
while en route to Tanchico.

Mat proposes they go above deck. However, Elayne reminds him that part of the deal she
struck with the Sailmistress on this Sea Folk raker was that they must remain below deck. Mat
ignores her, forging ahead anyway. Elayne and the seasick Nynaeve are hot on his heels. Coine
din Jubai Wild Winds, the Sailmistress, approaches them. Elayne apologizes for breaking their
deal.

Coine makes a beeline for Nynaeve, noticing the latter vomiting over the side. She advises
Nynaeve on how to alleviate the nausea. Coine allows our trio to stay above deck. Mat spies Min,
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who tailed them out of Tar Valon. He begs her to let him sleep in her quarters. He’s beyond
annoyed with Elayne and Nynaeve. Min reluctantly takes him in.

Later, in the Two Rivers, Eamon asks Dain to let him question Natti Cauthon and her daugh-
ters, Bode and Eldrin. Dain rejects him again. He approaches the Cauthons, who are still trapped
in a cage. He gives them water and promises the White Cloaks won’t hurt them. Then, Dain
inquires about Perrin’s whereabouts. The girls claim they haven’t seen him in years. Natti sur-
reptitiously reaches for the key to their cage while Dain is distracted.

Unfortunately, he catches her, grabbing her wrist. Suddenly, one of the girls channels out of
anger, sending Dain flying backward. Natti shields her daughters, claiming she was the one who
channeled. Dain calls her a witch. He flings her before Eamon, telling him to have at it.

Outside the White Cloak’s camp, Perrin reveals he, Bain and Chiad will infiltrate said camp to
rescue the Cauthons. Faile demands Perrin to let her tag along. Loial will stay with the horses.
Since it’s a clear night, Alanna offers to channel to create cloud cover. Maksim objects to this,
citing that the White Cloaks will sniff out a channeler a mile away. However, Alanna’s made up
her mind.

After this, Maksim demands to know why they’re in the Two Rivers. Alanna claims it’s because
he’s not enough. She’s now down a Warder. Alanna wants to raise an army, noting that Egwene,
Nynaeve, Rand, Perrin and Mat are all from here and are extraordinary. The Last Battle is in-
evitable. Maksim believes they should track down Liandrin and kill her to avenge Ihvon. Alanna
turns off their bond, so he’s free to leave.

Elsewhere, Lan regrets not knowing much about his fallen home, Malkier. Melindhra reminds
him that he was just a baby when it fell. He asks her questions about Malkier and what she
misses about it. She smiles, revealing she longs for laughter. At the same time, Rand watches as
Egwene packs her belongings. The Wise Ones want her to sleep with them from now on. Rand
encourages her to go. They share a kiss before she departs.

Next, Lan joins Moiraine around a fire. She finally discloses what she saw in Rhuidean: thou-
sands of futures. If Moiraine lived, Rand died. If Rand died, she lived. Regardless, Moiraine knows
Rand must survive to fulfill his destiny, meaning she won’t live to see the Last Battle. Lan em-
braces her. He encourages her to have a drink with him. They try Aiel Oosquai, which, judging
by their expressions and subsequent laughter, is quite strong.

Then, on the ship bound for Tanchico, Mat spies Min’s sketch of her vision of him. He’s
hanging from a noose before a doorway with a red frame. That’s why she’s following him. She
hopes to prevent her vision from coming to fruition. Mat reminds her that her visions aren’t
always accurate. After all, he was supposed to kill Rand, and he didn’t. He brushes this off.

Elayne and Nynaeve return above deck to watch something spectacular. One of the Sea Folk
channels on the bow. It looks like she’s conducting as multicolored light swirls around her. Coine
explains that there are many ways to be a channeler, as there are many ways to be a woman.

She notes that Nynaeve struggles to touch the Source. She reveals that, between Elayne and
Nynaeve, one fights to hold where she stands, while the other wants the sea to take her off her
chosen path.

Below deck, Mat introduces Min to Nynaeve and Elayne. Nynaeve recognizes her from Fal
Dara, while Elayne knows Min from the White Tower. Min offers to help them navigate Tanchico.
Plus, she knows Liandrin well. Mat reassures Nynaeve and Elayne that they can trust Min.

After this, our crew finally arrives in Tanchico. Min advises them to avert their gaze. Eye
contact is a big no-no. Don’t flash their money around. And don’t talk. It’s especially imperative
that Elayne isn’t outed as the royalty she is.

Later, Elaida visits Joiya and Amico in the 13th Depository. Elaida demands to know the
names of every sister in the Black Ajah. Amico refuses to comply, so Elaida kills her. Then, she
uses weaves to restrain Joiya and pull on her limbs. Elaida threatens to kill her if she doesn’t
disclose the name she knows. Just when Joiya is about to divulge that name, a Gray Man
murders her. The Gray Man stabs Elaida multiple times before Siuan and Leane step in. They
kill the Gray Man.

Next, Siuan heals Elaida’s wounds. She apologizes for believing Elaida is of the Black Ajah.
Elaida realizes Siuan set her up.

Elsewhere, Perrin, Chiad and Bain rescue Mat’s sisters. Before this, Perrin and Faile stumble
upon Natti Cauthon’s charred corpse. Eamon killed her. The Aiel whisk the girls away while
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Perrin squares off against Dain, and Faile fights two other White Cloaks. Perrin gets a stab to the
gut, while Dain certainly doesn’t walk away unscathed.

Meanwhile, the White Cloaks launch several arrows at Alanna while she channels to create
cloud cover. Maksim returns to her rescue, taking out said White Cloaks before getting an arrow
to the shoulder. He cradles the wounded Alanna in his arms. Apparently, she turned their bond
back on hours ago.

Later, Lanfear finds Rand in his dreams. He claims he misses Selene, the inn owner from
Cairhien. Lanfear claims there’s part of her that still wants to help people. She also admits she
still loves Rand. They kiss. Elsewhere, Moiraine asks Egwene if she can transport her to a specific
location in the Dream. She must deliver a message to someone.

Egwene agrees to help her. So, we see Moiraine travel to Siuan’s childhood fishing hut in Tear.
Moiraine urges Siuan to get the White Tower to rally behind Rand. If they don’t support him, he’ll
lose the Last Battle. She can’t pull the same stunt she did in Cairhien. Siuan believes Moiraine
should’ve been the Amyrlin Seat. Moiraine remarks that she makes too many enemies.

Next, Siuan wishes they would’ve run away from the Tower that day instead of going to Gi-
tara’s study. She leans in to kiss Moiraine; however, Moiraine pulls away, claiming they broke
what they had. It can’t be mended in this life. Siuan vows to find her in the next life. They’ll
try again and again until they get it right. Ugh, this moment broke me. Moiraine tells Siuan she
loves her before they kiss. Okonedo and Pike’s chemistry just sizzles.

Meanwhile, Egwene pops into her friend’s dreams. She sees Nynaeve with her and Lan’s
daughter. Elayne is on the Sea Folk’s ship with Aviendha. Mat embraces his sisters before they
start as Novices at the White Tower. His mother tells him she’s proud of him. Perrin works the
forge in Emond’s Field with his wolf and Faile by his side.

Finally, Egwene visits Rand in his dream. She smiles until she sees Lanfear kissing him.
Egwene and Lanfear lock eyes. She realizes that Lanfear is the Forsaken stalking her dreams,
and the latter is making out with her boyfriend.

Summary: Tensions flare between Egwene and Rand. Moiraine and Lan come to
terms with their destiny.

The episode opens on Tanchico 95 years
ago. Young Liandrin tries to placate her
crying infant son. Boral Lounalt barges
into Liandrin’s dingy cell, demanding his
lackey to drown the baby. In a fit of rage,
Liandrin channels, killing both Boral and
said lackey. Then, she wanders through
the city with her son in her arms, begging
passersby to help her. She eventually re-
signs to sitting underneath a weather-
worn statue. That’s when Ishamael ap-
proaches Liandrin. He offers assistance.

Later, adult Liandrin sits on the Amyr-
lin Seat in her dreams. Lanfear materializes. Liandrin insists that while she was loyal to Ishamael
before his death, she’s sworn to Lanfear now. Lanfear urges her to weed out the Black Ajah sisters
who are secretly Team Rahvin and kill them.

After this, Liandrin assembles her cabal: Nyomi, Chesmal, Ispan and Jeaine. Moghedien
eavesdrops on their conversation. Liandrin shows them the statue that stands in Tanchico in
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its former glory. It’s a man who can channel with a collar around his neck. Two Aes Sedai flank
him, each boasting a bracelet like the Suldam’s. Now, the Black Ajah already has one bracelet.
They need its companion and the matching collar to restrain the Dragon Reborn. Liandrin gives
her crew until the following day to accomplish this.

Elsewhere in Tanchico, Nynaeve and Elayne dress the part as denizens of the city. Mat and
Min burst out laughing upon seeing Nynaeve’s veil. Mat gives her a more appropriate face cov-
ering. Have I mentioned how much I love Mat and Min together lately? After this, our gang
infiltrates the city in search of Liandrin’s Black Ajah sisters.

Meanwhile, Egwene gets a scolding from Bair and Melaine for entering Tel’aran’rhiod by her-
self. Egwene insists she must know how to fight Lanfear. Bair fires back that Egwene is no match
for a Forsaken in Tel’aran’rhiod. However, Egwene’s power is most potent in her own dreams.

Moiraine reunites with Lanfear in her dreams. Lanfear senses that Moiraine has been avoiding
her. She orders Moiraine to ensure Egwene steers clear of Rand. That’s part of their deal. Oh,
and Lanfear has a surprise in store for Rand. How ominous. Speaking of Rand, we see the
Car’a’carn bond with the Aiel as Aviendha looks on. Rand makes the mistake of touching Alsera’s
spear. She’s training to become a Maiden of the Spear. As punishment, Rand must tend to her
vegetables to ensure their growth.

In Emond’s Field, Faile helps Perrin inside the inn. She asks for Alanna to heal his wounds.
However, we see that Alanna is in no shape to heal anyone. Maksim sits by her side. Off in the
distance, Padan Fain and a handful of Trollocs set their sights on the village.

Then, Mat asks the locals about the missing collar and bracelet while Elayne gets feisty with
a veiled man. Mat hears a familiar sound wafting in the air and follows it to find none other than
Thom Merrilin. He’s serenading a heavily trafficked alley full of merchants. Thom is in no mood
for Mat’s antics. Remember when he and Rand left Thom to fend off a Fade? Mat promises to
make it up to Thom by offering to pay for drinks. And he’ll never guess who blew the Horn of
Valere!

Meanwhile, Nynaeve and Min bond in the pub. Well, Min calls Nynaeve out for having a resting
b*tch face (not her words). Then, Min flags down a handsome lad and tells him his future. He’s
going to marry that pretty brunette he met — Jeaine. She adds that her telling his fortune is free,
but she encourages the man to bring his friends over. After he leaves, Nynaeve wonders if Jeaine
is really going to tie the knot. Min discloses that Jeaine will kill him.

Next, Liandrin informs Nyomi that the latter did great work on removing the memories from
that young girl. Liandrin asks Nyomi if she could weave something more precise. Nyomi reveals
that only the Forsaken themselves could do such work. Elsewhere, Moghedien gets into unhy-
gienic mischief.

Later, Bair and Melaine encourage Egwene to butt them out of her dream. It works ... until
she winds up strapped to a wheel in the same garb from her days in captivity with the Seanchan.
Lanfear looms before her. Lanfear tells Egwene that Rand knows who she is. He also knows, well,
everything. Egwene returns to this plane after the pin drops. Bair reminds her that if she believes
she’s more powerful than Lanfear, then she is. She can do anything in her dreams.

Elsewhere, Rand and Moiraine reunite for the first time since Rhuidean. He asks her questions
about what she saw in the rings. Does he go mad? Does he kill Egwene? Will he kill Moiraine?
"Sometimes," Moiraine says in response to all three questions. The conversation pivots to the
Sakarnen, which Moiraine has on her person. Moiraine asks for advice. How does one avoid
being overwhelmed by its power?

Rand advises her not to submit to it. Keep fighting. He admits he occasionally feels the pull of
the One Power. We see objects and debris rattle around them as Rand feels that pull. However,
Moiraine snaps him out of it. After he walks away, we see Lan observing their chat from afar.

Later, Faile and Perrin exchange personal stories. We learn that Faile is from Saldaea. Her
parents were generals, and she and her brother served as soldiers. One day, her mother revealed
she was a Darkfriend. She wanted Faile to swear the Oaths. Faile resisted, though, departing for
the hunt for the Horn of Valere. Unfortunately, her mom killed her brother.

Perrin tells her about Laila and how he feels responsible for her death. He adds that despite
the pervasive darkness in this world, he looks at Faile and sees only light. Damn, if that’s not
the smoothest pickup line... At the White Cloaks’ camp, Padan arrives with an army to update
Eamon and Dain. He reveals he and his host encountered a bevy of Trollocs, but they made
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quick work of the beasts. Padan offers to help the White Cloaks with the growing unrest in the
Two Rivers.

Next, Mat gets Thom up to speed on everything. Rand is the Dragon Reborn. Mat blew the
Horn of Valere and now speaks the Old Tongue. Then, he spots Elayne, wondering why the
Daughter-Heir of Andor is in Tanchico. We learn that he used to serve in Queen Morgase’s court.

He sees she’s having issues with a mercurial local. Thom steps in, claiming Elayne is his
apprentice. The man orders Elayne to sing a song if she is, in fact, a gleeman’s apprentice. Elayne
hops up to belt out a rousing rendition of "The Hills of Tanchico," with Thom accompanying her.
As it turns out, the Daughter-Heir of Andor has pipes.

Meanwhile, Nynaeve and Min get loosey-goosey in the pub. Nynaeve even cracks a joke! I love
this unexpected pairing. An older man overhears them chatting about Liandrin, revealing she’s
here. Nynaeve covers his next round to hear more about what he knows. Ispan observes this
interaction from afar.

Later, Nyomi wakes to find Liandrin aiming an intricate weave at her forehead. Nyomi reveals
that the collar is in the Panarch’s Palace. Liandrin knows Nyomi serves Rahvin, and Lanfear
wanted her to weed out the betrayer. Liandrin kills Nyomi, but not before revealing her intention
to become one of the Chosen — ahem, Forsaken. Ispan returns from her trip to the pub to inform
Liandrin of her findings.

Then, Alanna feels it’s almost time to shuffle off this mortal coil. Mat’s younger sisters, Bode
and Eldrin, visit Alanna to thank her for saving them. Maksim realizes they can channel. Alanna
weakly walks them through the channeling process so they can heal her. Thankfully, it works.
Alanna is back to her old self.

Downstairs, Perrin tells Faile that his eyes glow gold because he’s a Wolfbrother. The chat
turns back to the Horn of Valere. Unable to keep the ruse going, Perrin shows Faile the drawing
of Mat blowing said horn. She can’t believe someone else found and blew it. Perrin kisses her.
Faile teases him before smooching him again. Aw. Alanna and Maksim watch with a grin. Alanna
offers to heal Perrin’s wounds.

Nynaeve and Min stumble upon Elayne and Mat singing "The Hills of Tanchico" as a group
of revelers dances around them. They’re impressed. Sure, Elayne didn’t go the subtle route, but
it all worked out. A man approaches Mat with the bracelet (we know the Black Ajah has the
second one), revealing he found it after studying the drawing Mat showed him. Mat pays him
handsomely for his efforts.

After this, Moghedien tracks down Ispan, who is also loyal to Rahvin. She learns from Ispan
that Liandrin killed Nyomi for being a servant of Rahvin and that Liandrin wants to become a
Forsaken. Moghedien kills Ispan.

Next, Moghedien pays Nynaeve and Elayne a visit. She controls their minds with the same
intricate weave Liandrin hopes to master. Moghedien senses Nynaeve’s block. Nynaeve shares
that she’s afraid of her power, hence the block.

Then, Nynaeve and Elayne gleefully disclose that they’re Accepted, on a mission from the
Amyrlin Seat to track down the Black Ajah. Oh, and they found one of the bracelets. Moghedien
demands they hand it over. After doing this, Moghedien admits that Rahvin wants them dead.
Her Gray Men have tried to kill them twice but to no avail.

However, Moghedien loves to ruffle Rahvin’s feathers. Instead, she reveals that Elayne and
Nynaeve won’t recall this encounter, only that Moghedien knocked on the wrong door. Moghedien
leaves a cut on Nynaeve’s cheek as a parting gift. Once they return to themselves, our duo tries
to retrace their steps. Nynaeve discovers the bracelet is gone as Elayne notes the inexplicable
slash on her face.

Next, Egwene confronts Rand about Lanfear. He knew she was a Forsaken. Rand and Egwene
argue as suppressed emotions bubble to the surface. Rand fires back that Egwene has been
studying with the Wise Ones and won’t give him the time of day.

Egwene shares that Lanfear has been torturing her in her dreams. Rand insists he didn’t
know that. Suddenly, Sammael barges in unannounced. Aviendha channels weapons, thrusting
them at Sammael. Egwene also channels, fending off Sammael’s soldiers.

Rand produces weaves so powerful they rock the building to its core, culminating in an
avalanche of debris as the structure collapses. Egwene and Aviendha stumble to their feet. Rand
buries Sammael in more debris. He looks entranced by his weaves, almost unaware of what he’s
doing.
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They inform Rand that Alsera was on the top floor. Rand recovers her body. She’s dead, but
Rand tries to revive her. Egwene, Aviendha, Moiraine and Lan watch his futile efforts. Rand
insists that the prophecy claims that he destroys and creates. He can bring Alsera back to life.

Unfortunately, even the Dragon Reborn can’t cheat death. Moiraine urges him to stop. He
sobs.

Meanwhile, Faile, Bain and Chiad discover an army emerging from the Ways. It’s making a
beeline for the Two Rivers, specifically Emond’s Field.

The episode opens on another day in
Emond’s Field. Perrin works the forge.
Maksim instructs a group of villagers
on how to use a spear. Alanna helps
the Cauthon girls, Bode and Eldrin,
hone their channeling abilities. Every-
one’s dancing on a knife’s edge, wonder-
ing when the Trollocs will barrel into the
village.

Suddenly, potential intruders arrive.
Thankfully, it’s the Tuatha’an, with Ila
and Aram leading the wagons. They em-
brace Perrin. Perrin offers them shelter

and water. Unfortunately, they were beset by Trollocs not far from Emond’s Field. Raen did
not make it. After this, Ila and Aram sit with Perrin and Faile for a spell. Ila expresses that she
had hoped that Perrin would find his way back to the Tuatha’an. Aram believes that if he had,
he’d be dead by now like Raen. Ila fires back that the Way of the Leaf has never been easy.

Meanwhile, Bain and Chiad observe Aram from afar. He’s pretty cute for a Lost One. They
communicate via a series of gestures, which Loial translates. He doesn’t think Aram would like
that very much.

Elsewhere, Alanna asks the current Wisdom, Daise Congar, if she can channel. After all, Daise
can see Alanna’s weaves. She encourages Daise to join her and the Cauthon girls. Eldrin and
Bode want to get elaborate with their weaves, but Alanna reveals they’ll be joining forces with her
during the battle. Alanna reunites with Maksim to discuss their prospects. Maksim jokes that
they’re all going to die. The odds ain’t great.

Next, Perrin notices the wolf banners hanging around the village, thinking they’re acknowl-
edging the fact that he’s a Wolfbrother. Faile remarks that Trollocs are notoriously frightened of
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wolves. Perrin doubts his leadership capabilities. Faile encourages Perrin, reminding him that
the Two Rivers follows him because he’s one of them.

After this, Perrin meets with Dain to ask for the White Cloaks’ assistance in the inevitable
battle. Dain’s resistant to helping but changes his tune when Perrin offers to turn himself in
if they win. Perrin recognizes that violence cannot subsist anymore. The buck stops here. Dain
decides to join forces with the Two Rivers in the hopes that Perrin will be brought to justice for
killing his father.

Then, Loial finally agrees to play Maiden’s Kiss with Chiad and Bain. However, even with their
spears breaking the skin of his neck, Loial refuses to kiss them. This poses a conundrum for the
Aiel women. They don’t want to kill him. Meanwhile, Maksim surprises Alanna with a fresh fig.
After teasing each other, the proceedings quickly morph into make up sex, or, "This might be our
last night alive, so let’s go all out" sex. Admittedly, it’s pretty dang hot. They decide to keep their
bond on.

Elsewhere, Perrin and Faile discuss the impending battle. Perrin wonders how the villagers
will feel when they realize he led them to their deaths. He also wonders why Faile is fighting tooth
and nail for the Two Rivers. She jokes that perhaps she’s drawn to lost causes. He urges her to
leave before the fighting starts. Faile insists she’s here because she wants to fight. Perrin must
set aside his fears that she’ll end up like his late wife.

Bain and Chiad decide to stop the game. Loial observes that by doing this, they’ve saved his
life, just as he saved theirs in Tar Valon. They’ve paid their toh and can go home. Our Maidens
recognize Loial is trying to send them away before the fight. Bain insists that Chiad’s toh has
been paid but not hers. And they’re a package deal. It looks like the Ogier lost this battle of wits.

Later, Perrin shows Bode and Eldrin the drawing of Mat blowing the Horn of Valere. They can’t
believe their brother is the legendary Horn blower. They crack jokes about Mat, inducing much-
needed pre-battle laughter to alleviate everyone’s collective anxiety. However, Perrin notices the
army of Trollocs approaching in the distance, so that laughter is short-lived.

Perrin gathers his war council to discuss next steps. He asks Ila and Aram to take the village’s
children and escape if the battle turns against our heroes. Of course, they won’t take up arms,
as per the Way of the Leaf. Ila vows to fulfill this request. Loial reveals that he must shut the
Waygate for good lest more Trollocs use it to invade the Two Rivers. Perrin urges Loial to close it
and get himself to a Stedding to recover. The Two Rivers needs someone to make it out alive to
chronicle this battle if they lose. Bain and Chiad will accompany him.

Then, Perrin, now in battle armor, rallies the villagers by singing a rousing rendition of "Sing
of Manetheren." We last heard this in Season 1, but the tune takes on a new meaning here. After
this, the Trollocs barrel forward, threatening to upend the series of wooden spikes erected to
keep them out. Maksim leads his archers and spear-throwers to give ’em hell.

Next, Bain and Chiad shield Loial as they make a beeline for the Ways. Out on the hill, Alanna
channels as the Cauthon girls and the Wisdom combine their abilities with hers. They rain down
what looks like shards of glass on the Trollocs. The villagers successfully take out the first round
of Trollocs; however, more loom on the horizon. That said, they’re not attacking, which gives
Perrin pause. Someone’s controlling them.

Suddenly, an arrow pierces Alanna’s chest. My poor girl can’t catch a break with these arrows
this season. Maksim lurches forward in agony, feeling Alanna’s pain. With their Aes Sedai down
for the count, their chances of a victory dwindle significantly. The Wisdom channels by herself
in a rage, attempting to block the bevy of arrows whizzing toward Emond’s Field. Unfortunately,
she can’t hold the shield for long. When she breaks the weaves, the falling arrows kill her.

Maksim attempts to motivate the villagers. Sure, they don’t have a channeler on their side,
but that doesn’t mean they can’t go down swinging. It’s important they try. After taking out the
opposition lingering before the Waygate, Bain and Chiad bid farewell to Loial, who enters it alone.

Later, the Cauthon girls attempt to heal Alanna as they did before, but to no avail. Alanna
admits she’s proud of them for how far they’ve come in such a short time. Suddenly, reinforce-
ments arrive in the form of the White Cloaks. Unfortunately, Padan Fain is with them. Perrin
points out that Padan is a Darkfriend. Dain didn’t know this, though.

Sure enough, Padan pulls the strings of the Trollocs. He sicks them on the villagers. Now,
it’s the Two Rivers and White Cloaks versus Padan and the Trollocs. Egwene’s mother, Marin,
leads the Women’s Circle to defend the village. She urges Ila to leave with the children. As the
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Tuatha’an and the kids escape through a series of tunnels, Bain and Chiad battle more Trollocs
as they charge toward the Waygate.

Outside, Aram encounters a Trolloc while carrying a child. He kills said Trolloc, which is, as
we know, an irrevocable sin per the Way of the Leaf. Ila bears witness to this. Both sob as they
realize what must happen next — Aram’s exile.

Meanwhile, our heroes are now on the losing side as the Trollocs overpower them. Perrin tells
Faile that he’s failed his people. She asks him what he would give the Two Rivers. "Everything,"
Perrin responds vehemently. She urges him to show them that. Perrin picks up a hammer and
axe and goes to town.

Fires sprout up around the fighters. Blood spills. Bodies fall. It’s pretty gruesome. Meanwhile,
Eamon spots the injured Alanna. Eldrin and Bode shield her as they channel together, their
weaves fueled by grief and anger. They set Eamon ablaze as an act of revenge for him burning
their mother. How poetic. Bye-bye, Eamon. Alanna looks on with pride.

Then, Perrin squares off against Padan. He straddles Padan, his axe raised — ready to deliver
the killing blow. However, Perrin refuses to stoop to Padan’s level. Not to mention, Padan controls
the Trollocs. He can call this off. Padan reveals they’re razing the village to the ground to ruffle
Rand’s feathers. Perrin looks around as the Trollocs mercilessly slaughter his people.

Meanwhile, Loial wanders through the Waygate. Unfortunately, a handful of Trollocs are now
on his tail. Hammer in hand, Loial starts pounding on the stone bridge, severing it. This is how
he ensures that no Trolloc can use the Ways here again. However, this courageous move means
Loial can’t go home, either. We see him falling with the debris to his death. RIP, my sweet prince.
Your name sings in our ears.

At the same time, Perrin smells Padan’s fear even after the latter declares he has thousands
of Trollocs at his beck and call. Perrin reminds Padan that they’re shepherds and farmers, not
soldiers. However, Padan is the only one who is afraid to die. Perrin makes a deal with Padan.
Call off the Trollocs. Run far away and never return. If Padan refuses, Perrin will kill him here
and now. Rutherford is compelling as hell in this scene.

Padan barks out an order to the Trollocs, which sends them fleeing the village. The people of
Emond’s Field let out a collective cheer. They won. Perrin and Faile share a kiss.

The following morning, the survivors rebuild the village. The Cauthon girls beg Alanna, who’s
now healed, to take them to the White Tower so they can train to become Aes Sedai. Alanna gently
refuses, revealing the Pattern has bigger plans for them — well, she and Maksim. Meanwhile,
Aram looks forlorn and lost after Ila disowns him. Marin offers him a job as a blacksmith if he’d
like to stay. Aram considers said offer.

Perrin, Chiad, Faile and Bain mourn the loss of Loial. Perrin feels remorse for sending Loial
on his way. However, Loial went down a hero.

After this, Dain and the White Cloaks return. Perrin upholds his promise to accompany them
as their prisoner. He’s ready to face justice, whatever that may be. Faile isn’t a fan of this.

Dain puts shackles on Perrin’s wrists. The villagers shout his name and cheer for him as the
White Cloaks lead him out of Emond’s Field. Loial’s booming voice narrates this sequence.

Summary: Nynaeve, Elayne, Mat, and Min confront the Black Ajah and their fu-
tures; Moiraine and Lan prepare to face their fate; Rand and Egwene
set their destinies in motion.

The episode opens with a flashback to Tar
Valon 10 years ago. Elaida emerges from
the red doorframe that Min saw in her vi-
sion. She looks pleased. Alviarin scolds
Elaida for taking such a risk by striking
a deal with an Aelfinn. Many sisters have
walked through that doorframe, never to
return. After this, we see the Hall vote
on who should be the next Amyrlin Seat:
Siuan or Elaida. Moiraine watches the
proceedings from afar. Siuan gets the ma-
jority vote, much to Elaida’s ire.

In the present, Leane voices her con-
cerns regarding the White Tower declaring for the Dragon Reborn. Siuan claims that if they
don’t, they’ll lose the Last Battle. How does Siuan know this? Leane insists that this will only
drive a wedge between our Amyrlin Seat and her daughters. Leane suggests they put this to a
vote — have the Aes Sedai decide if the Tower should support Rand.
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Meanwhile, in the Aiel Waste, Rand mourns the loss of Alsera. He still owes her a toh. Egwene
informs him that the Wise Ones are waiting. Elsewhere, Moiraine tells a captured Sammael that
he’ll teach Rand everything he knows.

Later, Liandrin asks Chesmal and Jeaine if they’ve found Ispan yet (whom Moghedien killed).
They assume Liandrin offed her like she did Nyomi. Jeaine toys with a ter’angreal that purport-
edly creates balefire. Like an irritated mother chastising her child, Liandrin orders Jeaine not to
play with something so powerful. Moghedien brings Liandrin the second cuff. Now, all they need
is the collar, which is at Panarch’s Palace.

After this, Nynaeve and Mat spot Liandrin with her crew departing for Panarch’s Palace.
Nynaeve notices that she now has both cuffs. At the palace, Liandrin orders Chesmal and Jeaine
to search for the collar.

Then, Rand waits for Lanfear in his dream. She reveals she sent Sammael as a surprise for
Rand and planned to have the Age of Legends general teach Rand. Rand reveals he knows Lanfear
tortured Egwene in her dreams. He claims he’s leaving Lanfear for the same reasons Lews Therin
did — she’s jealous, petty and cruel. Lanfear pivots, officially turning against Rand and showing
her true colors. Egwene arrives and makes the Forsaken vanish. Rand and Egwene wake up. It
was all a trap.

After this, Rand, Egwene, Moiraine, Lan, Aviendha, Bair and Melaine brace themselves for
Lanfear’s return. They all, save Lan, start channeling. However, when she doesn’t, Moiraine urges
Rand not to assume he’s the only thing she wants. Sure enough, outside, Lanfear approaches
Melindhra. She needs Melindhra to do something for her.

Meanwhile, Nynaeve, Mat, Min, Elayne and Thom Merrilin arrive at Panarch’s Palace. Nynaeve
assumes that a Forsaken manipulated her and Elayne’s memories and stole the cuff (she would
be right). Elsewhere, Moghedien visits Sammael in the Aiel Waste. Sammael tries to strike a deal
with Moghedien. However, she’s more interested in torturing him.

Next, Rhuarc takes his clan to Alcair Dal, where Rand will present himself as the Car’a’carn
to the Aiel. Aviendha encourages Egwene to choose her own path, even if that path diverges from
Rand. Her destiny is her own. When the Taardad arrive, they see the other clans are already
waiting, including the Shaido.

Lanfear approaches Sevanna and Couladin with a proposal. They don’t want that Wetlander
declaring himself the Car’a’carn, right? What if he had a challenger? Lanfear gives Couladin the
requisite dragon tattoos on both of his forearms. Now, he can persuade the Aiel to follow him.
Lanfear really is petty.

Verin informs Siuan that eight Red Sisters have departed the Tower. Their trip wasn’t sanc-
tioned. Siuan orders Verin to tail them.

Later, Nynaeve spots Liandrin and pursues her. Elayne and Thom search for the collar. Thom
regaled Elayne with an anecdote from her childhood. She’s amused but doesn’t recall Thom being
part of Queen Morgase’s court. He admits he left court when she was five. Elayne remarks that
his departure preceded Lord Gaebril’s arrival. Naturally, Thom doesn’t know who that is, and he
kept a close watch on the court for years.

Then, Jeaine attacks Elayne and Thom with the ter’angreal that produces balefire. They flee.
Mat spots that infamous red doorframe. Min tries to stop him from crossing through it, but to no
avail. He lands on the other side of said doorframe to find an Eelfinn. The Eelfinn tells Matt in
Old Tongue, "By the ancient treaty, here is agreement made." Then, the creature asks Mat about
his "need."

Outside, Min searches frantically for Mat. Chesmal appears, so Min goes into hiding. Else-
where, Liandrin storms into the space Nynaeve is as both hunt for the collar. However, after
Liandrin storms out in a huff, Nynaeve hits the jackpot. Liandrin assumed it would look like
an obvious collar based on her drawing, but Nynaeve, who has experience with the Seanchan,
knows better. She pockets a ring that’s actually the collar.

Later, while Thom and Elayne hide from Jeaine, they chat further about Gaebril. Gaebril isn’t
who he claims to be. Thom warns Elayne that her mother and the Lion Throne are in danger.
Then, he urges Elayne to run. He squares off against Jeaine, but before the latter can deliver a
fatal blow, Elayne uses the ter’angreal on Jeaine. The balefire essentially vaporizes her.

Meanwhile, the Eelfinn informs Mat that he has three wishes or "needs." So, what is his
need? Mat notes a familiar smell emanating from the Eelfinn. Then, he yells that he needs to
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stop getting bollocked by every magical force on the planet. Mat is sick of the One Power. "Done,"
The Eelfinn states.

Next, the Eelfinn offers to "take" the memories racing through Mat’s mind that aren’t his. So,
that’s need number two. Mat finally recognizes the Eelfinn’s smell: the scent of the fox den by
the old Wisdom’s house. It was always full of dead things. Mat voices his third and final need:
to get the f*ck out of there. Relatable. The Eelfinn remarks that it’s unwise not to set terms or a
price. So, the Eelfinn will establish the price that Mat will pay.

Suddenly, Mat returns to the room in Panarch’s Palace. He’s hanging from a noose, just like
in Min’s vision. Chesmal finds him. Min knocks her unconscious and cuts the rope from which
Mat hangs. He’s not breathing. Min tries to blow air into his mouth. Then, she repeatedly smacks
his chest until he wakes up. He pokes fun at her for "kissing" him, claiming there are easier ways
of doing that.

Mat comments that while the foreign memories are gone, he doesn’t recall how they got here.
There are certain things he can no longer remember. We see a necklace around his neck with a
silver fox pendant.

Outside, Nynaeve anxiously awaits her friends. However, she reunites with Liandrin instead.
Liandrin orders her to hand over the collar. When she refuses, Liandrin wraps Nynaeve in chains
using weaves and takes the collar from her. Then, she tosses Nynaeve into the sea. Nynaeve sinks
to the bottom because there’s also an anchor attached to said chains.

There, Nynaeve thinks of her daughter. She recalls what she told her daughter during her life
with Lan in the Arches. Suddenly, Nynaeve channels, removing her chains. She also parts the
waters like Moses. There’s our girl — our badass channeler. It looks like she’s one step closer to
moving past her block.

Later, Melindhra tries to kill Lan per Lanfear’s instructions. Lan senses her presence, though.
He wonders when Melindhra became a Darkfriend. Melindhra claimed it was in the name of
reviving Malkier. But she now sees that Lan is the future of Malkier. It’s alive through him. She
refuses to murder him, thereby breaking her Dark Oaths. Lan realizes that Melindhra’s spirit
will die with her, never to be reborn. She perishes in his arms.

Elsewhere, Rand tells Moiraine that he finally trusts her despite her collaborating with Lan-
fear. He knows it was only to ensure he wins the Last Battle for the Light. Now that Rand and
Moiraine are on the same page, Rand must win over the Aiel so he can have his army. Moiraine
admits that it was smart to come here instead of going to Tear.

Meanwhile, Verin and a few sisters find the Red sisters’ camp. Galina declares that Siuan
can’t prevent the Red Ajah from doing their duty, which is to keep Verin out of the Tower.

Sure enough, a coup d’état is transpiring in the Tower. Siuan is brought before Elaida, who
reveals that the Sitters ruled by a unanimous vote to depose her. Elaida also accuses Siuan of
being a Darkfriend and of thwarting the Tower’s mission to cage the Dragon Reborn. For this,
Siuan will be stilled. So, the Sitters and Elaida do just that. It’s heartbreaking. Siuan collapses
when it’s done.

Then, Liandrin meets with Moghedien now that she has both cuffs and the collar. She pro-
poses they work together. Initially, Moghedien scoffs at this. Why would a Forsaken want to
work with an Aes Sedai, Black Ajah or no? Liandrin persuades her, though. They can cage Rand
together.

Elsewhere, Lanfear and Rahvin find Sammael’s body after Moghedien’s fun torture sesh. His
blood looks like a spiderweb, so points for creativity. Lanfear reminds Rahvin that Moghedien
came for the weakest of them first. They must band together against her.

Later, Couladin presents himself as the Car’a’carn to the Aiel in Alcair Dal. Rand challenges
him, asking what he learned in Rhuidean. Rand states that his father was Janduin of the Iron
Mountain sept, clan chief of the Taardad. Born of the blood but not raised by the blood. He
reminds the Aiel that the clan chiefs sent them to the Wetlands to search for him, where he was
raised. Rand declares that he is the true Car’a’carn.

Then, we see Siuan on the floor of the Hall, bloodied and beaten. Alviarin, who’s the Keeper
now that Elaida is the Amyrlin Seat. Elaida arrives. She claims that Siuan must answer for her
crimes. Elaida knows that she’s been working in secret with Moiraine for 20 years. She believes
Siuan knows where Moiraine and Rand are. Elaida asks Siuan to give them the truth.

"The truth is, I love Moiraine. I have always and will always love her," Siuan starts. We see
Moiraine power up the Sakarnen to signal Lanfear. Lanfear sends a blast toward Moiraine, knock-

ing her down. Siuan explains about her and Moiraine bearing witness to Kitara’s vision 20 years
ago about the Dragon Reborn, and they set out on a mission to find him.

Meanwhile, Rand speaks of what he saw in Rhuidean — his ancestors, for starters, and that
the Aiel used to follow the Way of the Leaf. Those in attendance at Alcair Dal are bewildered
by this reveal. Rhuarc urges Rand to stop, citing that his people aren’t ready to face this truth.
However, Rand was born to destroy the Aiel as much as save them. So, he calls them all oath-
breakers.

Outrage ripples through the crowd as those within it immediately take opposing sides, spears
raised. Elsewhere, Lanfear chokes Moiraine, getting ever closer to fulfilling one of the many
visions of the future Moiraine saw in Rhuidean. Rand claims that if the Aiel don’t follow him,
they’ll die.

Siun continues delivering her speech, reminding the Aes Sedai that the world is changing.
They can no longer pretend they have control. Moiraine finally gains the upper hand, slamming
the sand in a blast that sends Lanfear flying backward. Lan steps up to assist, his sword bran-
dished. Lanfear regains her footing and blocks Moiraine’s blasts. Then, Lan slashes her thigh
with his sword.

Next, Rand recites the prophecy of the Car’a’carn before demonstrating his channeling abil-
ities. Can Couladin do that? Nope. Moiraine and Lanfear battle it out in a visually stunning
sequence. Just two queens trying to kill each other.

The Aiel watch as the weaves Rand creates turn into what resembles black smoke, curling
upward toward the heavens. At the same time, Siuan’s speech continues to resonate — well, at
least with us viewers. For Elaida, it hits a nerve. Lanfear grabs Lan’s sword and stabs Moiraine
in the gut. She twists the blade with delight.

"I am Aes Sedai," Siuan declares. This means her words are true. She cannot tell a lie. She
warns the Sitters that if they stay, they’ll burn in the Tower they claim to love. Siuan won’t,
though. "I defy you," she proudly tells Elaida.

Alviarin sends a blast of Power Siuan’s way to silence her. We learn that Siuan’s sentence is
death. Suddenly, Alviarin beheads Siuan. Moiraine feels Siuan die. It’s a punch to the gut, even
with a sword fixed through it. Moiraine cries out. I cry. We all cry. My Siuanraine heart.

In grief-fueled rage, Moiraine fights back against Lanfear. She takes Lan’s sword, now en-
gulfed in weaves courtesy of the One Power, and slices Lanfear in the neck. This doesn’t kill the
Forsaken. Instead, Lanfear escapes. Lan holds Moiraine as she sobs.

Meanwhile, Rand’s channeling brings rain to the Aiel Waste. He’s destroyed them with the
truth, and now he’ll save them with rain. Rhuarc shouts out that Rand al’Thor is the Car’a’carn.
The Aiel start to bow.

Elsewhere, Nynaeve, Min, Elayne and Mat head back to Tar Valon — no Thom, though. They
see darkened skies in the distance. Elaida moves into Siuan’s quarters. In the Two Rivers, Faile,
Bain and Chiad scope out the base of the White Cloaks, undoubtedly to save Perrin.

"Rand! Let go, please!" Egwene calls out. Rand looks at her with a darkness in his eyes as the
weaves appear to consume him, covering his face.
